Dear Mr. Eandi:

Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) staff has reviewed the fuel leak case file for the above-
referenced site including the most recently submitted report entitled, “Leffer Report, Groundwater
Monitoring Conducted 8 September 2008, 2440 East Eleventh Street, Oakland, CA R029,” dated
November 14, 2008. The Report presents groundwater sampling results from September 8, 2008 along
with historic results. Based on the trend in groundwater concentrations over time, the Report concludes
that concentrations of TPH as gasoline in groundwater exhibit a slight decreasing trend over time. Based
on the frend in concentrations, the Report concludes that the plume is relatively stable over time and that
monitored natural attenuation will not result in acceptable concentrations within the next decade.
Preparation of a feasibility study/corrective action plan for the site is recommended.

The proposal to prepare a feasibility study/corrective action plan is acceptable provided that the
document addresses the technical comments below. We request that you address the following technical
comments, perform the proposed work, and send us the reports requested below.

TECHNICAL COMMENTS

1. Draft Corrective Action Plan. We request that you prepare a Draft Corrective Action Plan (Draft
CAP) that meets the provisions of section 2725 of the UST regulations (CCR, Title 23, Chapter 16,
section 2600, et seq.) and includes the following minimum information:

s Proposed cleanup goals and the basis for cleanup goals.

» Summary of site characterization data.

* Receptor information including likely future land use scenarios, adjacent land use and
sensitive receptors, and potential groundwater receptors.

e Summary of potential human health risks (see technical comment 2 below)

+ Evaluation of remedial alternatives including discussion of feasibility and limitations for each
remedial alternative.

» Detailed description of proposed remediation including confirmation sampling and maonitoring
during implementation.

» Post-remediation monitoring.

« Schedule for implementation of cleanup.
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Public participation is a requirement for the Corfective Action Plan process. Therefore, we request
that you submit a Draft CAP for ACEH review. Upon ACEH approval of a Draft CAP, ACEH will notify
potentially affected members of the public who live or own property in the surrounding area of the
proposed remediation described in the Draft CAP. Public comments on the proposed remediation will
be accepted for a 30-day period.

2. Potential for Vapor Intrusion. The potential for vapor intrusion to indoor air for existing on-site and
off-site structures as well as possible future structures must be evaluated for the site. Please present
your initial evaluation and recommendations based on the site-specific conditions in the Draft CAP
requested below. Soil vapor sampling is to be proposed as necessary in order to evaluate the
potential for vapor intrusion.

3. Preferential Pathway/Utility Survey. Please review the potential for utilities and utility trenches
within the area of the contaminant plume to act as receptors or preferential pathways for contaminant
transport. The location and depth of utilities within the contaminant plume and particularly within the

immediate area of the former USTs are to be identified. Please present the results of this evaluatlon, -

in the Draft CAP requested below.
4, Groundwater Monitoring. Please continue semi-annual groundwater monitoring for the site. The
results are to be present in the groundwater sampling reports requested below. RS

These reports are being requested pursuant to California Health and Safety Code Section 26296.10. 23
CCR Sections 2652 through 2654, and 2721 through 2728 outline the responsibilities of a responsible
party in response to an unauthorized release from a petroleum UST system, and reguire your compliance

with this request.

ELECTRONIC SUBMITTAL OF REPORTS

ACEH's Environmental Cleanup Oversight Programs (LOP and SLIC) require submission of reports in
electronic form. The electronic copy replaces paper copies and is expected to be used for all public
information requests, regulatory review, and compliance/enforcement activities.  Instructions for
submission of electronic documents to the Alameda County Environmental Cleanup Oversight Program
FTP site are provided on the atiached “Electronic Report Upload Instructions.” Submission of reports to
the Alameda County FTP site is an addition to existing requirements for electronic submittal of information
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to the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) Geotracker website. In September 2004, the
SWRCB adopted regulations that require electronic submittal of information for all groundwater cleanup
programs. For several years, responsible parties for cleanup of leaks from underground storage tanks
(USTs) have been required to submit groundwater anaiytical data, surveyed locations of monitoring wells,
and other data io the Geotracker database over the Internet. Beginning July 1, 2005, these same
reporting requirements were added to Spills, Leaks, Investigations, and Cleanup (SLIC) sites. Beginning
July 1, 2005, electronic submittal of a complete copy of all reports for all sites is required in Geotracker (in
PDF format). Please visit the SWRCB website for more information on these requirements

(http://www swrcb.ca.goviust/cleanupfelectronic reporting).

PERJURY STATEMENT

All work plans, technical reports, or technical documents submitted to ACEH must be accompanied by a
cover letter from the responsible party that states, at a minimum, the following: "l declare, under penalty
of perjury, that the information and/or recommendations contained in the attached document or report is
true and correct to the best of my knowledge." This letter must be signed by an officer or legally authorized
representative of your company. Please include a cover letter satisfying these reqmrements Wlth afl future
reports and technical docurnents submitted for this fuel leak case.

* PROFESSIONAL CERTIFICATION & CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS

The California Business and Professions Code (Sections 6735, 6835, and 7835.1) requires that work
plans and technical or implementation reports containing geologic or engineering evaluations and/or
judgments be performed under the direction of an appropriately registered or certified professional. For
your submittal to be considered a valid technical report, you are to present site specific data, data
interpretations, and recommendations prepared by an appropriately licensed professional and include the
professional registration stamp, signature, and statement of professional certification. Please ensure all
that all technical reports submitted for this fuel leak case meet this requirement.

UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANK CLEANUP FUND
Please note that delays in investigation, later reports, or enforcement actions may result in your becoming

ineligible to receive grant money from the state’s Underground Storage Tank Cleanup
Fund (Senate Bill 2004) to reimburse you for the cost of cleanup.

AGENCY OVERSIGHT

If it appears as though significant delays are occurring or reports are not submitted as requested, we will
consider referring your case to the Regional Board or other appropriate agency, including the County
District Attorney, for possible enforcement actions. California Health and Safety Code, Section 25299.76
authorizes enforcement including administrative action or monetary penalties of up to $10,000 per day for
each day of violation.
