I am submitting a summary of the October 30, 1996 sampling event on behalf of Roadway

Express, Inc. The following is a synopsis of the event:
October 29, 1996:

* The pump island was removed by H.B. Covey. Stained soil was excavated at the dispenser

area, Soil was removed to 4’ bgs near the previous diesel dispenser. Bay muds werg

encountered at 3’ bgs. There were no hydrocarbon odors noted in the bay muds. There were
two large concrete “footers” encountered during the excavation activities. The “footars” were

not removed due to their size. The origin of the “footers” is unknown.

* Waler from the tank pit flowed into the new excavation. The excavated soil (sandy silt) had a
high petroleum odor. The southwestern sidewall of the pump island had some discoloration,
and was excavated 1o the edge of the concrete pad. The northeast sidewall was excavated to
pea gravel of the prior tank pit (refer to attached Figure). Upon evaluation of the excavation,
the contamination appeared to be delineated to the east. The extent of contamination to the west
could not be determined by visual observation. The soil was stockpiled and covered with

plastic.

October 30, 1996:

* One soil sampie was collected from the southwest wall, approximately 2’ bgs (sample D2), and
one sample was collected from the bottom of the pump island excavation (4 1/2’ bgs, sample

D1). Inspector B. Chan was present during the over excavation and sampling activities,

Sample D2 had a noticeable petroleum odor while sample D1 had no detectable odor. The soil

samples were collected per approved methods.
* The soil samples were transported to BC Analytical according to proper procedures.

Based upon the analytical data, the soil remains impacted at 4 1/2* bgs (5800 ppm) while the
sample located on the southwestern sidewall was non-detect for both TPH-diesel, TPH-gas and
BTEX.

Summary:

The results of the October 29 - 30, 1996 over-excavation activities resulted in the removal of
additional impacted soils. The contaminated soils (112.95 tons)were transported and disposed of
at Altamont Landfill, located at 10840 Altamont Pass Rd., Livermore, California on October 30,
1996. A copy of the waste ticket summary and manifests are provided for your records.

Roadway Express, Inc. has recently received approval of their November 14, 1996 “Soil and
Ground Water Investigation Work Plan” from your office. Roadway is currently receiving bids to
conduct the investigation and will contact you prior to performing the tasks, as stated in your
December 12, 1996 letter.
