Dear Ms. Hugo:

On behalf of ARCO Products Company (ARCO), RESNA Industries, Inc. (RESNA has
prepared these minutes for the meeting held at your offices on September 30, 1992. This
meeting was held for discussion of ARCO sites located in Alameda County and under
direction of Mr. Richard Hiett and Mr. John Jang of the Regional Water Quality Control
Board (RWQCB). As circumstances dictated, these RWQCB personnel were not able to
attend the meeting, however, they will receive a copy of these minutes. Attending the whole
meeting were Ms. Susan Hugo of the ACHCSA, Mr. Michael Whelan of ARCO, and Mr.
Joel Coffman of RESNA. People attending parts of the meeting while particular sites were
discussed included Mr. Barney Chan and Mr. Scott Seery of the ACHCSA, Ms. Valli
Voruganti of RESNA, and Mr. John Vargas and Ms. Diane Lundquist of GeoStrategies, Inc.
An agenda for the meeting, including a listing of sites for discussion, was sent to the offices
of the ACHCSA and the RWQCB prior to the meeting.

Items discussed include the following: ongoing assessment at the sites, offsite access
problems, sites near ARCO Stations reported on leak lists, schedules and changes in
schedules for remediation, and other issues concerning the sites. Specific topics discussed
for each site are included in the following minutes to the meeting.

Attending the meeting during discussion of ARCO Stations 276, 2035, 2107, 2185, and 4494
were Mr. Barney Chan and Ms. Susan Hugo of ACHCSA, Mr. Michael Whelan of ARCO,
and Mr. Joel Coffman and Ms, Valli Voruganti of RESNA. Site specific topics discussed
are included in the following portion of these minutes.

Minutes to September 30, 1992 Meeting at ACHCSA November 4, 1992

ARCO Station 2035, 1001 San Pablo Ave,, Albany, California

Discussion of this site included mention that product previously found in recovery well RW-
1 was collected in a passive floating product skimmer and had been hand bailed on a bi-
weekly basis. Floating product in RW-1 has been reduced to a sheen. Ms. Hugo asked for
product information concerning the skimmers, this information has been sent. Other
discussion included the fact that the onsite vapor extraction wells had been installed and a
vapor extraction test performed at the site in August, 1992, Offsite monitoring wells wiil
be installed upon gaining Cal-Trans permits for the wells. During discussion concerning
additional onsite monitoring wells, Mr. Chan suggested moving one of our proposed
monitoring well locations (located on the southwest corner of the site) to the north

a few feet so it would be situated more downgradient from the former waste oil and former
gasoline storage tanks.

The ACHCSA agreed that the report for installation of the onsite vapor extraction wells and
the results of the vapor extraction test would be initiated now and delivered in final form
to ACHCSA by December 1, 1992. Due to the delays associated with gaining permits from
Cal Trans for offsite monitoring well installation (still not received at date of this letter), the
report with results of the installation offsite monitoring wells will be combined with results
of installation of the additional onsite monitoring wells. ACHCSA wishes to be informed
of prolonged offsite access problems, including permitting delays and obtaining offsite owner
permission for installation of offsite wells.

In regards to the remediation schedule for this site, it was mentioned that the installation
of vapor extraction wells and performance of a vapor extraction test and the need for
additional onsite monitoring wells were not included in the original schedules. The
ACHCSA agreed to a revised remediation schedule which includes these phases of work.
A remedial action plan is due to the ACHCSA on March 1, 1993, and the anticipated date
for start-up of an interim remediation system is July, 1993.

ARCO Station 2107, 3310 Park Blvd., Oakland, California.

In discussions concerning this site, Ms. Hugo asked about the TPHd detected previously at
the site. Mr. Whelan explained that ARCO was requesting all laboratory chromatograms
from previously ran analyses for study. As ARCO has never stored diesel at this site, it is
suspected that the TPHd is actually weathered gasoline, which can fall within the same
detectable range as diesel in laboratory analyses.

It was explained that offsite monitoring wells had been installed at the site and that the
groundwater recovery well, RW-1, would be installed in conjunction with construction of the
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interim remediation system, which began October 19, 1992, This recovery well, RW-1, has
now been installed. As the monitoring well MW-7, located immediately offsite and
downgradient from the ARCO site has contained minor amounts of Benzene, it was agreed
that no further assessment is needed at this time. The report including results of the
installation of offsite monitoring wells and the recovery well is due to the ACHCSA on
January 1, 1993, '

ARCO Station 2185, 9800 E. 14th St., Oakland, California.

It was mentioned that the report documenting the underground storage tank removal and
replacement had been issued by Roux Associates. ARCO mentioned that field work
included in the recently completed subsurface investigation had been delayed until late June
to early July, 1992, due to the delays related to the tank replacement activities at the site.
The report for the subsurface investigation was issued in final form in September by
RESNA. A work plan for additional work at the site will be prepared and submitted to the
ACHCSA and RWQCB by December 1, 1992. Work to be proposed in the work plan will
include installation of a groundwater recovery well, performance of an aquifer pumping and
recovery test, installation of offsite groundwater monitoring wells, conducting an
environmental records search, and performing a well survey to locate wells in the vicinity
of the site.

In discussing the schedule for remediation at the site, it was also agreed that a Remedial
Action Plan (RAP) will be prepared and submitted to the ACHCSA by June 1, 1993 and
that design of an interim remediation system would be completed by August 1, 1993.
Equipment needed for the system will be ordered and received by November 1, 1993, with
the anticipated date for system start-up to be January 1, 1994.

ARCO Station 4494, 566 Hegenberger Rd., Oakland, California

ARCO mentioned that after almost a year of negotiations, offsite access had been granted
by the adjacent property owner in July, 1992, for installation of offsite monitoring wells.
These wells were drilled and installed in July 1992 and the report detailing the findings from
this monitoring well installation was delivered to the ACHCSA on October 29, 1992.

Concerning tank replacement at the site, Mr. Whelan stated that ARCO is attempting to
gain approval for a station rebuild in conjunction with tank replacement at the site. Delays
| associated with gaining the permits and approval for the rebuild have pushed the anticipated
| start date for these activities to approximately the first quarter 1993. Ms. Hugo asked if
ARCO was planning to excavate the area around monitoring well MW-2, the only
hydrocarbon impacted part of the site, during tank replacement activities. Mr. Whelan
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explained ARCO would not be able to excavate very far due to limitations posed by
structures and the offsite properties adjacent to the site. It was generally agreed that over-
excavation may be the only feasible alternative for this site.

ARCO Station 276, 10600 MacArthur Blvd,, Oakland, California.

ARCO mentioned that the offsite monitoring wells, MW-6 and MW-7, had been installed
in the Foothill Square Shopping Center parking lot. One well, MW-7, was screened in the
shallow water bearing zone and the other well, MW-6, in the deeper water-bearing zone.
It was brought to the attention of Mr. Chan and Ms. Hugo that, as suspected, the
groundwater samples collected from the upgradient, offsite, deeper water-bearing zone (from
MW-6) contained the highest concentrations of Tetrachloroethene (PCE) of any wells on
or near the site. This information supports previous suspicions that the PCE and other
VOCs found in the deeper water-bearing zone originate from an offsite source. Mr.
Coffman pointed out that while the Foothill Square Site is listed in the Report on Releases
of Hazardous Substances from Underground Storage Tanks (page 31, January 1992, Report
No. 92-2CWP), it is listed only as a gascline leak with no reference made to the VOCs.
ARCO also mentioned that the ARCO site is listed in the same leak report, but is
erroneously listed as a waste oil leak. This is an erroneous listing based on analytical results
of soil samples collected during removal of the tank in 1988 (Pacific, February 6, 1989).
The samples collected and analyzed for waste-oil compounds from the waste-oil tank pit and
immediately surrounding area contained non-detectable concentrations for waste oil and
volatile organic compounds. Therefore, there is no evidence of a waste oil leak at the site.
Laboratory analysis data from installation of the offsite borings/wells had previously been
sent to Mr. Chan along with the monthly site status letters prepared for each site in
Alameda County. This data will be included in a report documenting recent onsite and
offsite work at the site to be delivered to ACHCSA by February 1, 1993.

Onsite work recently completed at the site includes installation of 7 vapor extraction wells
and an additional groundwater monitoring well. The new onsite wells were piped together
into the existing offsite vapor extraction system. In late August, a vapor extraction
performance test was conducted at the site to compare the performance of the existing
offsite system, which uses soil vapor probes, with use of the system using the new onsite
vapor extraction wells, Performance data collected during the test will be used to facilitate
design and provide information concerning the number of offsite vapor extraction wells
which will be needed to enhance operation of the offsite portion of the vapor extraction
system. Results of the vapor extraction test will be included in the report to be issued by
| February 1, 1993.
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ARCO discussed plans to add additional offsite vapor extraction wells to the existing offsite
vapor extraction system. ARCO is now working to obtain access for future offsite well
installations. It was agreed that the Remedial Action Plan previously submitted to the
ACHCSA by ARCO concerning interim groundwater remediation (RESNA, March 18,
1992) would not be implemented by ARCO as the Deeper aquifer at the site is impacted
by VOCs from an offsite source. It was also agreed that since the shallow perched aquifer
at the site which is impacted by gasoline hydrocarbons will not sustain pumping, the perched
water bearing zone will be remediated by the vapor extraction system. Based on the
remediation schedules submitted for this site in February 1992, ARCO is either on schedule
or ahead of schedule for work to be performed at this site.

Upon conclusion of discussion concerning Station 276, Mr. Barney Chan departed the
meeting.

ARCO Station 374, 6407 Telegraph Ave., Oakland, California.

Discussion concerning this site centered around the fact the City of Oakland had recently
re-zoned the area and that previously submitted engineering designs would now have to pass
through a zoning department review process. This will slow down the installation and start-
up of the interim remediation system by a minimum of 60 days. Ms. Hugo asked for names
of personnel she might contact at the city concerning this matter and Ms. Voruganti
provided her with a listing. The names included Mr. Chris Buckley of the zoning
department and Ms., Diane Bradshaw of the planning department. With these new
permitting delays, the date for initiating construction of the system at the site will be moved
back to at least January, 1993, This will allow for a system start-up date of not before
March, 1993.

In reference to other site-related items, Mr. Whelan and Mr. Coffman pointed out that a
former Mobil Qil Service Station site, which is a potential secondary source of hydrocarbons
in groundwater, is a located diagonally across Telegraph Avenue, approximate 120 feet
southeast and upgradient/crossgradient of ARCO 374. The street address for this site is
6398 Telegraph Avenue.

This potential secondary source is currently a vacant lot owned by Givens Investment
Company (Givens). The site is known to have had an underground-storage tank (UST)
leak, as evidenced by placement of the site on the Report on Releases of Hazardous
Substances from Underground Storage Tanks, State Water Resources Control Board,
California Environmental Protection Agency, January 1992, Report No. 92-2CWP., The
service station was present at this location from at least 1957 until at least 1985. According
to the Report on Releases of Hazardous Substances from Underground Storage Tanks, the
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leak was reported in April 1986 and was last reviewed in June 1990 and no action has been
taken by the responsible party since the initial report of the leak. Actions recommended
in the report regarding the former Mobile Station included removal of free product and
excavation and treatment of contaminated soil.

Mr. Coffman made reference to an AquaScience Engineers report related to tank removal
at the former Mobil site, which, Ms. Hugo requested a copy be forwarded to her and one
has been sent. In the AquaScience Engineers report, dated May 27, 1986, it is stated that
soils in the tank pit from removed tanks had a motor fuel smell and each tank pit contained
water with floating product. The tank pits were excavated to a depth of twelve feet and
groundwater was encountered at approximately twelve feet. The report states that the waste
oil tank and one 5,000 gallon gasoline tank had holes in them when removed and inspected.
Although water was pumped from the tank pits and disposed of, there is no record that any
further investigation to evaluate and delineate the impact the leaking waste oil and gasoline
tanks to groundwater at the former Mobil Station, Since the tanks were leaking directly into
the tank pit which was in direct communication with the aquifer, it is probable there has
been impact to the groundwater from these tanks. This may be a source of the gasoline
hydrocarbons detected in groundwater samples from well MW-2 at the ARCO site, which
is closest to the former Mobil site and upgradient from any possible ARCO source of
gasoline hydrocarbons.

Ms. Hugo asked whether ARCO intended to install offsite groundwater recovery wells to
be used in the groundwater remediation system. ARCO replied that once the system was
operational and data had been studied, ARCO would evaluate the need for and feasibility
of additional recovery wells, ARCO stated that permitting and gaining access for
installation of offsite recovery wells which would then need to be piped into the groundwater
remediation system could prove to be very difficult and take several months to accomplish.

Upon conclusion of discussion concerning Station 374, Ms. Valli Voruganti departed the
meeting. The following three ARCO sites, 2112, 2169, and 4931 were discussed by Ms.
Susan Hugo, Mr. Michael Whelan, and Mr. John Vargas and Ms. Diane Lundquist.

ARCO Station 2112, 1260 Park St., Alameda, California.

An Interim Remedial Action Plan was issued on August 27, 1992. This document discusses
the remediation approach chose for this site. The System will include vapor extraction and
groundwater pump and treat technologies. Previous vapor extraction and aquifer test data
were to identify the number of required wells. All permits have been received at this time
and construction is scheduled for October 19, 1992. The Remedial System is scheduled for
start-up in February 1993.
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An additional recovery well and down-gradient well were installed. Petroleum hydrocarbons
in the down-gradient well were not observed.

Ms. Hugo asked if ARCO had a contingency plan to address potential breakdown of the
system. GeoStrageties Inc., has prepared an Operation and Maintenance Plan. This Plan
provides that any pumps or system equipment will be repaired. Telemetry will also be
added to the system so that GeoStrageties Inc., will be notified as soon as there are system |
problems. Groundwater piping and the system enclosure slab have been designed for
secondary containment,

Ms. Hugo asked how long the system will be operating, Soil clean-up should be relatively
short and the anticipated groundwater clean-up duration as outlined in the schedule for this
site is for five years. After an initial start-up and operation period, a better estimate may
be possible.

Ms. Hugo asked about the number of carbon beds and their replacement schedule. The
groundwater system will include two 180 pound carbon vessels. Calculations for the
minimum replacement periods are included in the Interim Remedial Action Plan. The
Operation and Maintenance Plan provides for monitoring the influent and effluent air and
water systems on a routine schedule, Carbon will be replaced once breakthrough has been
detected in the first carbon beds.

ARCO Station 2169, 899 W, Grand Ave., Oakland, California.

The Remediation Implementation schedule will be revised to accommodate delays in
completing the onsite assessment. The original schedule assumed this assessment would be
performed concurrently with the tank removal project. However, due to space limitations
at the site caused by the large quantity of stockpiled soils during tank replacement, ARCO
anticipates a 4-month delay in completing the assessment. This delay pushes back the
estimated system start-up date to September 1, 1993.

The onsite assessment is to be completed at this time, Vapor extraction and aquifer tests
have been completed. These remedial technologies appear to be feasible. The report
documents these activities in a draft. Diesel was reported for previous groundwater samples
at this site. Laboratory results for other ARCO stations have erroneously reported diesel.
ARCO plans to do additional analysis to confirm whether diesel has impacted the soil and
groundwater. A draft report has been submitted to ARCO. The report of onsite work and
a Work Plan for offsite assessment will be issued in late October to early November, 1992.
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ARCO Station 4931, 731 W, MacArthur Blvd., Oakland, California.

Mr. Vargas and Ms. Lundquist discussed the progress at his site. The Remedial System
underground and enclosure has been completed. Equipment installation and start-up will
be performed once all equipment is received from the manufacturers. GeoStrageties Inc.,,
anticipated start-up by the first part of November.

A passive product skimmer has been installed in Well W-8. A products pump will be
installed in this well when the system is operational. Recovery Well are AR-1 was installed
adjacent to Well A-4 to address product in the well. A report documenting the installation
of additional recovery wells is in draft. This report is scheduled for completion by the end
of October early November.

Ms. Hugo wanted TOG and lead analyzed for four-quarters to verify that grouﬁdwater has
not been impacted. ARCO agreed to analyze Well A-2 for these constituents.

Following this discussion, the meeting adjourned for lunch at 12:15 p.m.
After the lunch break, at approximately 1:15 p.m,, the meeting resumed with Mr. Michael
Whelan, Ms. Susan Hugo, and Mr. Joel Coffman present.

ARCO Station 6148, 5131 Shattuﬁk Ave,, Oakland, California,

Discussion began with Ms., Hugo granting approval for work proposed in work plan
(RESNA, September, 1992) for installation of additional onsite monitoring wells. The
report containing the results to the additional well installations is due to the ACHCSA on
February 1, 1993. There was a question concerning the recently submitted 2nd quarter
monitoring report for the site in which floating product was reported at 0.5 feet in one of
the monitoring wells, Mr. Coffman said he would check into the matter as this was probably
a mistake. A follow-up letter with corrected tables showing the correct product thickness
of 0.05 feet was sent to Ms. Hugo.

Ms. Hugo requested that one of the wells (MW-1 through MW-3) be tested for all waste oil
constituents, including TOG, TPHd, metals, VOCs, and 8270 for a minimum of 4
consecutive quarters. If no waste oil constituents are found, analysis for those constituents
will be discontinued.

Ms, Hugo agreed it would be reasonable to decommission two of the three closely spaced
monitoring wells, MW-1 through MW-3, located near the former waste-oil tank at the
southwestern corner of the site, The wells to be decommissioned will be determined upon

| installation of the proposed additional monitoring wells and using data from 1 quarter of

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monthly monitoring to establish the gradient at the site. The well to remain will be the well
determined to be downgradient from the former waste-oil tank.

A work plan with proposed location of a groundwater recovery well, possible vapor
extractions wells (if applicable), an aquifer test, and a vapor extraction test (if applicable)
will be prepared and submitted to ACHCSA by March 1, 1993, The report documenting
work in this work plan will be submitted to ACHCSA by August 1, 1993. A Remedial
Action Plan (RAP) will begin to be prepared for the site as soon as results from the aquifer
test and/or vapor extraction test are evaluated. The RAP is due to ACHCSA by September
1, 1993. The design and permitting of an interim remediation system at the site will begin
in July, 1993, and is due to be completed by October 1, 1993, This schedule will allow for
construction bids to be evaluated by November 1, 1993, which will provide a February 15,
1994 construction date for the interim remediation system. This schedule will place start-up
of the system at April 1, 1994.

Following discussion of this site, Mr. Scott Seery of the ACHCSA joined Ms. Susan Hugo,
Mr. Michael Whelan, and Mr. Joel Coffman for the remainder of the site discussions.

ARCO Station 6041, 7249 Village Pkwy, Dublin, California.

Discussion concerning this site began with Mr. Seery providing some groundwater
monitoring data from sites on different corners of the same intersection as the ARCO 6041
site. These sites included Unocal, BP, and Oil Changers (former Shell Oil Station) sites.
The information provided by Mr. Seery showed monitoring wells on the northern perimeter
(closest to ARCO site) that had or continue to have much higher levels of gasoline
hydrocarbons in groundwater than wells on the ARCO site. As ARCO had presented the
ACHCSA a work plan in which part of the proposed work was installation of offsite
groundwater monitoring wells, it was agreed the offsite portion of the work would not -
proceed until some of the other responsible parties were contacted by the ACHCSA.
ARCO would proceed with the onsite portion of work proposed in the work plan, which
included a records search to identify potential offsite sources of hydrocarbons, installation
of additional onsite monitoring wells, installation of onsite vapor extraction wells, and
performing a vapor extraction test. The report for this portion of the work is due to
ACHCSA on February 1, 1993,

Following three months monitoring of the new and pre-existing monitoring wells at the site
to determine optimal positioning of a groundwater recovery well (RW-1), RW-1 will be
installed and an aquifer test will be performed at the site. The report with results of the
installation of the recovery well and aquifer test is due to ACHCSA on August 1, 1993. A
Remedial Action Plan is due to the ACHCSA on September 1, 1993, and design of an
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interim remediation system for the site is to be completed by November 1, 1993. With this
schedule, construction bids should be secured by December 1, 1993, which will allow for
construction of the interim remediation system to begin on February 1, 1994. This schedule
provides for start-up of the system by April 1, 1994,

The offsite investigation was not placed on any definite schedule during the meeting due to
information provided by Mr. Seery which showed the properties across the streets from the
ARCO site (Unocal, BP, and former Shell sites) with groundwater impacted by greater
concentrations of gasoline constituents than the ARCO site. This information concerning
these properties across the street also indicated some of these sites with monitoring wells
which are located near property boundaries (closest to the ARCO site} which contain
groundwater with relatively high concentrations of gasoline constituents. Based on this
information, it was agreed that any offsite investigation by ARCO will be delayed as other
parties appear more likely to be responsible for offsite groundwater which may be impacted
by gasoline constituents.

ARCO Station 2152, 22141 Center St., Castro Valley, California.

Discussion concerning this site was centered upon starting dates for construction of the soil
vapor extraction system at the site. Mr. Whelan explained that the actual date for beginning
construction at the site could vary anywhere from mid-November 1992 to mid-January 1993,
due to internal ARCO factors associated with closing the station. Due to the amount of
trenching to be performed for installation of remediation system piping, the site may have
to be completely closed. In any event, the latest date given by ARCO for start-up of the
system is March 15, 1993. ‘

Groundwater has continued to contain non-detectable concentrations of gasoline
hydrocarbons over the last few quarterly monitoring episodes and offsite investigation is not
warranted. The extent of soils impacted by gasoline hydrocarbons has been delineated
onsite.

ARCO Station 601, 712 Lewelling Blvd., San Leandro, California,

Mr. Seery said the contract between the City of San Leandro and ACHCSA was being
worked out and was almost finished. He said this site was still considered to be in the
deposit/refund section of oversight within the ACHCSA and would be transferred to the
local oversight program (LOP) as soon as ACHCSA was granted the contract by the City.
He requested a check from ARCO for $601.00 for time he has spent reviewing the project
at his $71.00/hour rate.

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The response letter to Mr. Seery’s letter of July 30, 1992 was discussed next. Mr. Seery
wanted to have additional soil borings near the former waste-oil tank drilled and sampled
for waste-oil constituents, He cited the high (287.1 ppm) lead content in samples previously
collected from Boring B-6/MW-1 as rationale for this request. Mr. Whelan suggested we
are proposing to stop any offsite migration of these compounds in groundwater with the
proposed groundwater recovery system to be installed at the site and that ARCO would
sample the perimeter well (MW-8) in the downgradient direction from the former waste-oil
tank to ascertain that these compounds had not migrated to the site perimeter. It was
pointed out that the soils at the site are very impermeable and migration of compounds
from the former waste-oil tank would be very unlikely as evidenced by results from the
ARCO vapor extraction test and the Aquifer test performed across the street from the site
at the former Shell Station.

Mr. Seery would not agree with this proposal and asked that well MW-1, located near the
former waste-oil tank be sampled and analyzed for waste-oil constituents. As this well has
historically contained floating product, we explained that matrix interference would probably
result. Discussion followed about laboratories as Mr. Seery stated that someone at Pace
Laboratories had told him we could run analyses for halocarbons, metals, the 8270, and
TOG without interference by the product in the well. It was agreed that this issue would
be further explored. Mr. Seery stated that on some occasions, there was no product in well
MW-1 but this had not coincided with our scheduled sampling dates. He suggested, and
ARCO agreed to be ready to sample MW-1 on any occasion in which there is no product
present.

ARCO suggested that we collect soil samples in proposed soil boring B-17, to be located in
the southeast corner of the site, crossgradient from B-6/MW-1, and analyze them for lead
content to establish background levels for lead at the site. This was suggested in response
to Mr. Seery pointing out that B-6 contained lead at up to 130 ppm in samples collected
below first-encountered groundwater at the site. As lead doesn’t readily migrate downward
through clays and silts, Mr. Whelan suggested this may be indicative of a regional problem
with lead in soils.

Concerning Mr. Seery’s assertion that ARCO may be required to investigate the deeper
water-bearing zone for possible hydrocarbon impact, he stated this may be required in the
future. He stated that boring logs from the site showed bioturbation and roots at depths up
to 16-1/2 feet. Mr. Coffman pointed out that soil samples collected from the clay aquitard
beneath the site contained nondetectable amounts of gasoline hydrocarbons and that
according to the GeoStrategies report concerning the former Shell site across the street from
the ARCO site, no deeper aquifer was encountered at depths up to 25 feet below ground
surface.

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It was discussed that we would have the report of additional on and offsite investigation to
Mr. Seery approximately 16 weeks from the date agreement was reached on scope of work
to be performed and that this schedule may be altered due to city and other offsite
encroachment concerns.

Discussion concerning the remediation schedule for this site included ARCO informing Mr.
Seery of the fact that City Planning and Engineering Departments were requiring plans and
specifications for the trench remediation system to be signed and stamped by a Professional
Civil Engineer. ARCO also informed Mr. Seery that permitting delays can be expected due
to the complex nature of the interim remediation system to be installed. These delays will
move the anticipated start-up date for the system to the third quarter of 1993 and possibly
into the fourth quarter 1993,

Discussion concluded with agreement that ARCO and Mr. Seery would speak again the
week of October 5, 1992 concerning this site. The meeting was concluded at approximately
5:15 p.m.

Mr. Joel Coffman and Mr. Seery spoke on October 9, 1992 regarding ARCO’s decision to
proceed with drilling and sampling three soil borings in the vicinity of the former waste-oil
tank, as Mr. Seery requested. These borings were drilled and sampled by RESNA on
October 12, 1992 and samples from these borings will be analyzed for the waste-oil
constituents as outlined in Table 2 of the Regional Water Quahty Control Board’s August
10, 1990 recommendations.

This letter is submitted in response to your letter of
August 29, 1991 concerning remediation activities at this gasoline
service station.

It is clear from the recent exchange of correspondence
between ARCO and the Alameda County Health Care Services,
Department of Environmental Health that there is some confusion and
misunderstanding about what information has been provided to the
County by ARCO concerning the removal of underground storage tanks
and contaminated solil at this facility and the remediation of soil
and groundwater. For ARCO's part, I apologize 1if we are
responsible for any of this confusion.

Our review of the files on this facility, which are
described in detail below, indicates that ARCO has attempted to
provide all of the information requested by the County in a timely
fashion and in accordance with all appropriate regulatory
requirements. I trust that this 1letter and the attached
information will end any confusion concerning ARCO's activities at
this facility and that we will be able to move ahead quickly with
the task of remediating any remaining contamination.

As a starting point, I would like to point out that as
the recent exchange of correspondence demonstrates, ARCO had
provided to the County by April 1991 all the information requested
or - needed to approve the proposed Workplan prepared by
GeoStrategies, Inc., dated January 2, 1991 (see Attachment 1). The
requested information was provided to Ms., Katherine Chesick orally

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in April of this year and in written form in May. Our position,
which has not changed, is that we were prepared in January 1991 to
implement the Workplan but did not do so because the County had not
yet reviewed the Workplan.

Listed below, with reference to the numbered sections of
your August 29 letter, is ARCO's response to the specific issues
which you have raised:

1. Chronclogy

In your August 29 1letter, you state that the
"Summary of communication" at page 1, paragraph 3, of my letter of
August 26, 1991 is "accurate." By thls, I take 1t to mean that you
agree that Kyle Christie of ARCO informed Ms. Katherine Chesick of
the County in early April 1991 that no changes to the proposed
Workplan were anticipated and that ARCO was prepared to begin to
implement the Workplan as soon as the County approved it.

Let me take this opportunity to summarize the chronology
of the events that occurred thereafter. At Ms., Chesick's request,
ARCO provided the County with the Trench Excavation/Soil Aeration
Report prepared by GeoStrategies, Inc., dated May 3, 1991 (see
Attachment 2) describing the soil samples taken from the plplng
excavation on the north side of the facility. As stated in my
August 26 letter, Ms. Chesick contacted Keith Bullock of Gettler-
Ryan, the contractor for site remediation work at the facility, on
May 20, 1991 and informed him that the Workplan had not yet been
rev1ewed On June 17, 1991, Mr. Bullock spoke with Mr. Lowell
Miller at the County and asked him who was responsible for
approving the Workplan. Mr. Miller indicated that he was not
certain of the individual to whom the project was assigned and said
that he would call Mr. Bullock back to let him know. On August 5,
1991, Mr. Bullock spoke with you and asked if the Workplan had been
approved. You informed hlm that you had recently sent out a letter
on this site.

As of early April 1991, approximately five months ago,

ARCO informed the County that no changes to the Workplan were
anticipated and, as a result, was awaiting the County's approval to
begin the Workplan s 1mplementat10n. The additional information
you have now requested in your letters of August 3 and 29, 1991 was
not brought to ARCO's attention until those letters were received
and ARCO was unaware that additional information would be so
requested.

2. 1987 Removal of Waste 0il Tank and Associated
Contaminated Soil

In your letter of August 29, you indicate that
information on the method and location of dlsposal of any hazardous
substances and any contaminated soils at the Station was not
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provided to the County by ARCO until August 26, 1991. This
statement is not accurate.

The method and location of disposal of any tanks, piping
and contaminated soils excavated in 1990 and 1991 are described in
the November 7, 1990 GeoStrategies, Inc., Report (see Attachment 3)
and in the May 1991 Report. The 550 gallon waste oil tank removed
in May 1987, as described in my letter of August 26, 1991, was
properly disposed of as was the associated contaminated soil. I
have provided you with the manifest forms for this disposal as well
as the name of the scrap metal company which received the waste oil
tank. The information on the removal of this tank and the
associated soil was provided to the County at the time of removal
and subsequently in 1989.

On June 8, 1987, Ellen Cianciaruli of ARCO wrote Ted
Gerow at the County enclosing the soil sample test results from the
excavation of the waste oil tank at the Station (see Attachment 4).
In that letter, she stated:

"All soil removed has been hauled to a Class I
dump site and the excavation backfilled with
clean sand."

Subsequently, on September 28, 1987, Mr. S. Hetznecker of
Brown & Caldwell, ARCO's contractor for the facility at that time,
spoke by telephone with Mr. Ted Gerow of the Department (see
Attachment 5). His notes of that conversation are as follows:

"According to information in the County file,
specifically a letter dated June 16, 1987 from
Ellen Cianiaruli of ARCO, says that the
"dirty" soil was excavated and removed, an
analysis shows the hole was excavated to
cleanliness. Mr. Gerow says everything looks
OK as far as the County goes. No further
action at this point. His only question is:
Will the site remain a service station?"

Clearly, the County had given its approval on the
excavation and the information submitted. Subsequently, certain of
these documents must have been misplaced by the County because on
November 14, 1989, Greg Barclay, Project Branch Manager at Applied
GeoStrategies, Inc. wrote to Mr. Ariu Levi at the County and
provided the County with another set of the laboratory reports for
the soil samples collected at the site in May 1987, another copy of
the letter from Ms. Cianciaruli and a copy of the record of
telephone conversation between Mr. Hetznecker and Mr. Gerow (see
Attachment 6). Mr., Barclay asked Mr. Levi to call if he could be
of any further assistance in this matter. No request for further
information or documentation was made by the County. Since the
waste o0il tank was pulled more than four years ago, there has not
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been any question as to whether the tank and associated
contaminated soil were properly disposed of.

3. Piping and Aeration

You state in your August 29 letter that ARCO had not
previously informed you, prior to my letter of August 26, 1991,
that all piping at the facility had been removed. This is
incorrect. The piping was removed in two stages. The first stage
was described in the November 1990 Report. Plate 4 to that Report
shows the location of the first stage of piping that was removed
from the wvicinity of the facility pump islands. Page 8 of that
Report states:

"After aerated soils have been removed from the site, the
remaining product piping on the north side of the site
will be removed."

The May 1991 Report which describes the removal of the
remaining piping from the north side of the facility states at page
2:

"Trenches were excavated to expose and remove
existing fuel product lines."

These "existing fuel product lines" are shown in Plate 3 of the May
1991 Report. These reports, when read together, state that all the
original piping was removed.

Your August 29 letter thanks ARCO for stating that no
excavated soils were replaced in the ground. This point had been
previously disclosed in the November 1990 and May 1991 Reports
which state that excavated soil from the trenches was first
stockpiled and sampled. Upon receipt of the chemical analyses,
stockpiled soils were removed and transported to an appropriate
disposal facility (November 1990 Report pp. 2-3; May 1991 Report

Pp. 3-4).

You next state that in your August 29 letter you have
been "advised" that the BAAQMD was not notified twenty-four hours
before the commencement of aeration of the excavated soil. To the
contrary, Gettler-Ryan Inc., ARCO's consultant, provided notice to
the District on August 9, 1990, twenty-four hours prior to the
commencement of aeration pursuant to District Rule 8-40-403.
Attachment 7 is a copy of Gettler's telephone log for August 9,
1990 indicating that such notice was made and a "Rapid Memo" to the
Project File on the same subject. Further, the November 1990
Report, at page 3, states that the soils on site were aerated in
compliance with District guidelines. No soils were aerated in
connection with the removal of piping at the north side of the
facility, as described in the May 1991 Report.
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4. Hazardous Waste Manifests

ARCO has provided you with copies g¢f the hazardous waste
manifests for any tanks and associ T mi il _removed
from the facility. However, that(Section 2652 of Title 2§)°f the
California Code of Regulations does not requir zardous
waste manifests be subnmitted to the 1local agency. Section

2652 (c) (4) merely requires an indication as to "whether a hazardous
waste manifest(s] is utilized."

With regard to Condition No. 22 of the "closure permit,"
that ARCO supply the manifests within 60 days of receipt of sample
results, I assume you are referring to the Underground Tank
Closure/Modification Plan (see Attachment 8). You are correct that
Section 22(c) of the Plan requests that ARCO forward to your office
"TSD to Generator copies of wastes shipped and received." The
manifests which were provided to you as an attachment to my August
26 letter confirmed that the hauler used to transport the
contaminated soil from the facility was the hauler described in the
Plan. I very much appreciate your courtesy in pointing out to me
any additional information that ARCO needs to provide to the
County. I mistakenly had thought that, based on your August 3
letter, you required these manifests to be submitted before you
could review the Workplan.

5. Adequacy of Proposed Workplan

In your August 3 letter, you state that the Workplan
submitted by ARCO is not "adequate" to fully define the extent of
soil and groundwater contamination. In my letter to you of August
26, I explained that the Workplan proposes to include the
installation of five onsite groundwater wells, three onsite vapor
extraction wells and the performance of a vapor extraction test.
Following the initial onsite groundwater monitoring, offsite wells
may be installed if necessary to determine the extent of any
dissolved contaminants. This assessment process is in keeping with
the LUFT Manual (October 1989}, as described in Section 7. below.

6. Purpose of Proposed Workplan

As the Workplan states, and as described in Section 5.
above, its purpose is "to address the locations of known soil
contamination” and "to provide groundwater-quality and
potentiometric data for evaluating shallow ground-water flow
direction and gradient." It is only after these data are generated
that ARCO will be able to address many of the issues you have
raised.

I now understand, based on your August 29 letter, that
the proposed Workplan is approved subject to the conditions
detailed on the last page of that letter, i.e., that the issues
discussed on the bottom of page 2 and on pages 3 and 4 of your

5




August 3 letter be addressed in the development of a remediation
plan.

As I mentioned above, I mistakenly believed that you
required further information from ARCO in order to complete your
review and approval of the Workplan. Now that we have confirmed
that no further information was required, we will commence
implementation of the Workplan.

7. Timing of Remediation

You describe as a "general rule" in your Auqust 29 letter
that site work in the form of assessment and remediation is to be
implemented only after a workplan has been approved by the County.
Your letter goes on to state, however, that if there is free
product or dissolved product in the groundwater, ARCO "can and
must" commence remedial action while it is in the process of
obtaining approval from the County of its workplans.

I am uncertain as to the circumstances when this
"exception" would apply. If you mean that ARCO must initiate
remedial action prior to assessment or even approval of a workplan
in all cases where there is any free product or dissolved product
in the groundwater, then this exception is contrary to regulatory
guidelines, practical limitations and good engineering practice.

To begin with, each site must be evaluated on a case-by-
case basis. The LUFT Manual describes a "phased approach" to the
investigation and cleanup of leaking underground fuel tank which is
"tailored to the severity of each specific site" (LUFT Manual
p. 9). The procedures set forth in the Manual "are intended to
avoid unwarranted analysis while ensuring that adequate analysis is
done to identify the extent of contamination problems" (LUFT Manual
p. 2). An objective of the LUFT Manual is thus to prevent
duplicative efforts that might result from proceeding with
remediation without agency approval. Similarly, the Tri-Regional
Recommendations anticipate that there will be a so0il and
groundwater investigation prior to remediation (p. 15 fig. 1).

The LUFT Manual goes on to state that the "cleanup of all
contaminated soil and dissolved product in ground water is not
always necessary to protect public health and the environment,!

(LUFT Manual p. 1). In some cases, free product or dissolved
product will be left in place with a groundwater monitoring program

to ensure the effectiveness of the remedial action (LUFT Manual p. i?
61). Surel i UFT Manual contemplates that dissclVe
product _or free product may be left In place, c¢annot be under *
an atfirmative obligation—to remove ee and dissolved product

prior to approval of both iTE assessment and remediation plan.

— e —

There are additional reasons for obtaining local agency
review before commencing remediation. Closure of an individual
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site and that site's removal from the LUST computer file can only

be granted- by the State's Regional Water Quality Control Board
(RWQCB) . The RWQCB issues the closure decision based on the

recommendations from the local agengy. At "Category 3 sites"™ where

“There is known or suspected groundwater pdlIution or areas with
shallow groundwater, as there is at this facility, the LUFT Manual
requires consultation with the Regional Water Quality Control Board
dhd responsible encies "to determine required remedial action™
TEUFT"HEEEETﬂBTdé%§Th_Tf_%he'1ead agericy is not the Regional Board
e is threatened or affected, then the lead agency

must consult with the appropriate Regional Board to ensure that the
anticipated remedial action is consistent with the applicable water
quality control plans and pelicies (ILUFT Man .. 60). It would
be entirely inappropriate to proceed with remediation until

receiving this consistency determination from the appropriate
agency.

If the contamination presents an immediate threat to
human health or safety, action should and will be taken by the
operator. The LUFT Manual states that questions regarding "site
health and safety hazards" should be asked and answered in the
earliest stages of problem identification (LUFT Manual p. 12-13).
If they exist, sources of possible hazardous vapor should be
identified and eliminated. Similarly, the American Petroleum
Institute Guide to the Assessment and Remediation of Underground
Petroleum Releases, August 1989, also states that the "first step"
in any site assessment of a petroleum release is to ascertain the
immediate safety hazards (API_Guide at p. 1). If there is a known
release, thé API™ Guide recommends that it be stopped and the
hazards be mitigated (Figure 1 and Figure 17).

There are, of course, technical limitations to what can
be accomplished at any given site in terms of immediate remediation

where even a safety threat is present. As the API Guide points
out, the "feasibility of liquid hydrocarbon removal is site
specific and a function of the earth materialg;,—hydrocarbon
characteristics; and equipment limitations. 1In general, only part

of the total original release volume is recoverable free
digquid. Most skimming pumps require the accumulation of at least

1/8 inch of hydrocarbon in the well before they will operate" (APT -
Guide pp. 41-437" - T

Remediation activities at a site are also technically
-complex and expensive. Engineering remedial systems without
obtaining the proper amount of background information can lead to
a wasted remedial approach and can actually make the problem worse

by mixing distinct constituents, puncturing an aquifer or by
altering the groundwater gradient. These examples are self evident

and can only be avoided by sound engineering. Without aquifer
testing, site hydrogeclogic characteristics will not be easily
Tunderstood and can waste our recovery efforts for both the
dissolved constituents and floating product. Pumping rates,
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agquifer transm1551V1ty, area of influence need to_be addressed so.
That the optimum recovery ¢riteria ¢an be reached. -By over pumping
an aquifer, additional geology can be affected which only increases
the total impact to the site. Product only recovery gyatems
(W1thout groundwater extraction) can mask recovery efforts by
capturlng floating product very cldse to the individual recovery
well. After the minor amount of floggigg_product 1s captured,

groundwater has a rebounding effect. BV removing the weight of the

’f;qajungwg_t groundwater equalizes (rebounds) with the release
%2—EQ§~QXQEQEE§_£§*EE%%FEEQ can push away the product surrounding

he r we us, product only recovery techniques can
create the appearance of remediation without substantial results.

Many remediation activities, such as pumping groundwater
or aeration, require the notification of other agencies, and in
some cases the acquisition of waste discharge, air quality and
other permits. These permits may not be available without agency
approval of the contemplated remediation. In instances where there
is a mixture of water and petroleum, there will almost certainly be
delays associated with obtaining air quality and water discharge
permits as well as practical problems associated with what to do
w1th the water which is_removed, Access _to neighboring properties
and city streets is often time-consuming. Remediation cannot be
Commenced without obtaining the appropriate governmental permits
and access to private property.

e

Finally, it has been suggésted that ARCO has been less
than aggressive in pursuing the remediation of contamination at
ARCO facilities. I do not think this characterization is accurate

nor is it supported by the facts we have déscribed in this or other

situations. In January 1991, when the Workplan was submitted, we
volunteered to proceed on parallel tracks with the implementation

of t and_th Ling of further information on the
plplng located on the north side of the fagility. We were informed

by the County that the Workplan would not be approved until the
remaining piping had been removed. Even after the piping was
Femoved and that IhIormation was transmitted to the County, review

of the Workplan was delayed IO0f a further four months. We are
eager to proceed with the activities described in the Workplan and
will keep you posted on our progress.

I am in receipt of your August 26, 1991 letter with enclosures. I
shall deal sequentially with each issue you raise.

1. Your Summary of communication at page 1, paragraph 3, is
accurate,
2. In my August 3, 1991 letter, I regquested information

concerning the disposal of the waste oil tank and contaminated
solils associated with the waste oil tank. You question "the
need for these documents."

Title 23, Section 2652 provides that a report to the local
agency shall be submitted which details the "method and
location of disposal of the released hazardous substance and
any contaminated soils". Until August 26, 1991, that
information had not been provided the local agency.

3. You state, "all of the piping has been removed". As you know,
the piping at this site was removed in phases. Thank you for
including in your August 26, 1991 letter a definitive
statement that all piping has been removed; such a declaration
has not been provided in any report submitted to this office.

Thank you for supplying the billing inveoices in response to
our reguest for full documentation of the dispcsal of the
soils.

Thank you for declaring, "no excavated soils were placed back
into the ground".

Reference is made to the fact that these "soils were aerated
on site". The District Attorney's Office has contacted the
Bay Area Alr Quality Management District. I am advised the

Air District was never notified 24 hours before the
commencement of aeration in violation of Regulation 8, Rule
40.

Thank you for supplying the manifests for the five underground
tanks removed on 7/26/90.

When I reviewed your workplan, I also reviewed the entire
file. A condition of the closure permit, #22, was that ARCO
would supply the manifests within 60 days of receipt of sample
results. As noted at point 2 above, Title 23, Section 2652,
also requires the reguested information.

Your letter suggests you believe I required the manifests "to
be submitted before review of the workplan". Actually, as my
august 3, 1991 letter states at page 1, "we have reviewed the
proposal and note the following areas of concern".

As you know, the Alameda County District Attorney's Office is
suing your company. I have been instructed to provide ARCO
information so that it can come into compliance with the law.
Rather than being challenged on the request for manifests, I
rather thought you would appreciate the courtesy of my
pointing out to you ARCO had failed to supply the manifests to

this agency.

While I am pleased that ARCO has indicated that it will follow
the LUFT guidelines as it assesses and remediates this site,
I must remind you that the specific issues I mentioned in my
8/3/91 letter (starting at the bottom of page 2 and continuing
half way down page 3) must be addressed before I will consider

remediation complete.

I also wish to clarify the relationship between the LUFT
manual and the Tri-Regional Recommendations issued by the San
Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Beoard and two
other regional boards.

Your detailed comments regarding the proposed in-situ
remediation using vapor extraction wells are consistent with
the requirements of my letter.

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However, ARCO must protect the beneficial use of the waters of
the state from the contamination it caused. If the beneficial
uses of state waters are endangered, ARCO can't use the
inherent delay factor in the workplan preparation/approval
process as an excuse to not protect our water. (Note: The
same rule holds if there is a fire or explosive threat.)

For example, if ARCO has knowledge that there is free product
at a given site or that there is dissolved product in a source
of drinking water, ARCO can and must commence approprlate
remedial actions while it is in the process of preparing and
obtaining approval of the measures it has implemented.

This approach makes common sense. In appropriate cases, ARCO
must be in a position of being able to protect its property,
the property of others and water resources without waiting for
the workplan preparation/approval process to be completed.
Obviously, such work will have to be reviewed by this office
after the fact. If the work is deficient, it will have to be
done correctly. (Note: ARCO must, of course, also comply
with any local permitting requirements.)

I encourage you to have Mr. Meck contact Mr. Thomson if ARCO
feels it needs further clarification of this matter.

You inquire as to "written guidelines for ARCO to follow in
performing assessment and remedial work". The guidelines
include, but are not limited to, the following:
1) Chapter 6.7 of the Health and Safety Code
2) california Code of Regulations
Title 23 Waters

Chapter 3 Water Resources Control Board
Subchapter 16 UST Regulations

3) The LUFT Manual
4) The Tri-Regional Recommendations

5) The Alameda County Water District Guidelines for

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According to ARCO records, a 550 gallon waste oil tank was removed on
or about May 29, 1987. The hazardous waste manifest forms for both the
liquids and soils removed are attached to this letter. It is our
understanding that hazardous waste manifest forms were not required for
the waste oil tank however, ARCO has records that show that the waste
oil tank was destroyed by S&G, a scrap metals company, located in
Oakland, CA. It is not clear why the need for these documents which
pertain to a tank removal over 4 years ago should delay your review and
approval of the 1/2/91 workplan. Ms. Cheswick never indicated that she
wanted ARCO to submit these manifests or that it was necessary to
submit these documents in order to review and approve the workplan.

"Contamination of up to 21,000ppm TPH...... It is unclear if ali
the piping associated with the former five underground storage
tanks have been removed at this time. Disposition of all the
stockpiled soil generated at this site from the removal and
installation of the underground storage tanks and piping was not
fully documented. Did any stockpiled soil go back into the
ground?”

As described in the GeoStrategies Report dated May 3, 1991 provided to
your office, all of the piping has been removed. The disposition of the soil
from the tank and piping excavation and removal was documented in GSI
reports dated November 7, 1990 and May 3, 1991. All of the soils were
aerated on site and disposed at either the Redwood sanitary landifil in
Novato or at the Laidlaw landfill in Kern County. No excavated soils were
placed back into the ground. Please find attached paid ARCO invoices from
Laidlaw Environmental Services and Dillard Trucking, Inc. that document
when and where all excavated soils were disposed.

"Manifests for the five underground storage tanks removed on
7/26/90 and contaminated soil hauled off site have not been
submitted to this office"

Attached to this letter are the manifest forms for the five underground
storage tanks. Again, it is not clear why these manifests should have
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impeded review of the workplan. Ms. Cheswick never mentioned that they
needed to be submitted before review of the workplan.

“The work plan submitted to this agency on January 4, 1991 is
not adequate to fully define the extent of soil and groundwater
contamination.”

To date only soil borings have been performed at this site. As described in
the LUFT manual the standard procedure following discovery of onsite soil
contamination involves determining the distance to groundwater, the
groundwater gradient and the presence of groundwater contamination.
These LUFT requirements are established through the installation - of
onsite groundwater monitoring wells. Following this necessary initial
onsite groundwater monitoring step, offsite wells may be installed if
necessary to determine the extent of any dissolved contaminants. The
1/2/91 workplan as proposed includes the installation of five onsite
groundwater wells, three onsite vapor extraction wells and the
performance of a vapor extraction test. It is difficult to understand your
comment that the workplan does not address the extent of soil and
groundwater contamination when it is clear that to date no groundwater
data has been generated because of the lack of approval of the 1/2/91
workplan. The determination of the extent of contamination must start
with the performance of the 1/2/91 workplan which is imperative to
document the presence, character, and concentration of any groundwater
contaminants as well as the flow direction. This information would then
be used to guide any further investigations.

"The overall effectiveness of the proposed in-situ remediation
using vapor extraction wells should be verified by an
appropriate monitoring program...... "

As proposed in the GSI work plan, a vapor extraction test will be
performed that will determine the area of influence and the system's
overall effectiveness as a remedial approach. Following the completion of
the assessment and vapor extraction test, and the determination of any
groundwater contamination and any necessary groundwater pump tests, a
remedial action plan (RAP) will be developed that will include an
approximate time schedule for the RAP to be implemented. To move
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forward, however, toward the implementation of a RAP, it is imperative
that the 1/2/91 workplan be performed without any further delay. After
the installation of the monitoring wells, any free product will be removed
on a weekly basis up to the time when an automated extraction system is
installed. The remedial plan will include the determination of aquifer
characteristics and the capture zone of the extraction system.

"This department will oversee the assessment and remediation
for this site. You may implement remedial actions before
approval of the workplan to act diligently in protecting the
waters of the State. Please be advised that final concurrence
by this office will depend on the extent to which the work done
meets the requirments of this letter.”

This is the first time ARCO has been advised by any agency within
Alameda County that ARCO has the right to implement remedial actions
prior to agency approval of the workplan. To date it has been our
understanding that in the case of the subject site the Alameda County
Environmental Health Department had to approve all workplans prior to
their implementation.

As described above to date only soil borings have been performed at this
site. It is necessary at this time to install monitoring wells to establish
the criteria required by the LUFT manual. As such, although your letter
indicates that ARCO "..may implement remedial actions before approval of
the workplan...", in accordance with LUFT it is necessary to establish the
character and extent of the any groundwater contamination before
initiating remedial action. ARCO will therefore initiate implementation
of the 1/2/91 workplan following your approval. Furthermore, also as
described in LUFT, if and when groundwater contamination is confirmed
and if free product is identified ARCO will implement free product
recovery measures.

Since this seems to be a change in Alameda County Health Department

policy it would be helpful to have the following areas clarified: (a) does
this program apply to all sites within the ACHCS's jurisdiction, (b) does
this program apply to all aspects of site assessment and remediation or
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just "remedial actions" as stated in your letter, (c) is a workplan
necessary to file if work can proceed prior to Agency approval and (d)
rather than receiving comments about a certain aspect of an investigation
or remedial plan after its implemention, does the County have written
guidelines for ARCO to follow in performing assessment and remedial
work.

If the Alameda County Environmental Health Department policy allows
completion of assessment work in addition to "remedial actions” prior to
workplan approval please advise me as soon as convenient as ARCO will
proceed immediately with implementation of the workplan as originally
proposed.

Records in our file showed that a letter from
this office dated April 23, 1990 which was sent to
Mr. Kyle Christy stated that tank and piping as-builts must
be submitted within 30 days upon completion of tank
installation.

* Records of the initial precision test performed on the four
underground tanks at the facility are incomplete. Only two
precision test results were available on site.

* Underground storage tank permit applications submitted to
this office were either incorrect or incomplete. As stated
in the letter from this office dated April 23, 1990 which
was addressed to Mr. Kyle Christy, the four blank
application "Part B" forms must be completed for each
underground tank and re-submitted to this department.

On August 1, 1991, the above referenced station was inspected by
the Alameda County Department of Environmental Health, Hazardous
Materials Division for compliance with Title 23 of the California
Code of Regulations, and Chapter 6.7 of the California Health and
Safety Code. The following list of violations were identified:

* As-built drawings of the facility indicating the actual

location and orientation of the four underground storage

. tanks and appurtenant piping systems have not been submitted
to this office since the installation of the tanks on
August, 1990. Records in ocur file showed that a letter from
this office dated April 23, 1990 which was sent to
Mr. Kyle Christy stated that tank and piping as-builts must
be submitted within 30 days upon completion of tank
installation.

* Records of the initial precision test performed on the four
underground tanks at the facility are incomplete. Only two
precision test results were available on site.

* Underground storage tank permit applications submitted to
this office were either incorrect or incomplete. As stated
in the letter from this office dated April 23, 1990 which
was addressed to Mr. Kyle Christy, the four blank
application "Part B" forms must be completed for each
underground tank and re-submitted to this department. Our
office have not received these "Part B" forms.

* Records of leak detector repair showed that the alarm system
experienced at least four times being in the alarm mode
since the installation of the underground tanks on August,
1990. Mr. Rooshan explained that this situation is due to
water run off which collects at the sump. This office is

. concerned that these false alarms are not actual
unauthorized releases.

Alameda County Sites

Two ARCO facilities including Station Numbers 4977 and 6002 (located at 2770 Castro Valley Road,
Castro Valley and 6235 Seminary Avenue, Qakland) experienced vapor/vent line failure during UST
system precision testing. In accordance with State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) letter
LG-43, ARCO requests that these facilities be removed from the RWQCB fuel leaks list.

A small volume of hydrocarbons were released from i located at 286
South Livermore Avenue, Livermore. The product was released to an on-site secondary containment
trench and was subsequently removed; no product was released to the soil or groundwater.
Alameda County issued a letter to ARCO on May 24, 1991 stating that no further action is necessary

at this site.

A total of seven Alameda County ARCO facilities listed by the RWQCB were not ARCO-owned
at the time of the release discovery and/or report. These sites include Station Numbers 188, 329,
and 623 (respectively located at 4191 First Street, Pleasanton, 2032 12th Street, Oakland, and 2110
Mountain, Oakland) and facilities located at 2951 High Street, 4401 Market Street, 2844 Mountain
Boulevard, and 2740 98th Street, Qakland.

ARCO has prepared QSRs for each of these facilities; however, we request that the cases be
omitted from the leaks list or be referred to the actual responsible party, as appropriate. The
ownership information for the individual sites is included on the attached QSRs.

Finally, the RWQCB February 19, 1991 printout lists two sites which are actually the same. The
facility listed as 71 MacArthur Boulevard is actually ARCO Service Station Number 4931 located at
731 West MacArthur Boulevard in Oakland.

Brief History

- May 14, 1987, a waste-oil tank was removed from the site by Crosby and Overton
Environmental, Inc. The former location of the tank is shown on Plate P-1. Two soil
samples were collected from the soil beneath the waste-oil tank. Results of soil
analyses by Anatec Laboratories, Inc., (letters dated May 19, 1987 and May 27, 1987)
are presented in Table 1.

- May 21, 1987, additional contaminated soil was removed from the excavation and was
hauled to a Class I landfill.

Samples were prepared for motor oil and diesel fuel analysis by
thorough mixing and subsequent extraction with methylene chlo-
ride; extraction, aided by sonication, was performed three suc-
cessive times for each sample. Extracts were then combined,
dried over sodium sulfate and concentrated in Kuderna-Danish
apparatus. Extracts were then analyzed by capillary-column gas
chromatography with flame ionization detection. Preparation and
analysis of samples was accompanied by similar treatment of a
method blank and a fortified sample. Response of the chromatog-
raphic system to calibration standards prepared with commercial
motor oil and diesel fuel were compared with system response to
samples for purposes of qualitative and quantitative interpre-
tation.
