The laboratory report was prepared by Curtis and Tompkins at the request of Cape Environmental
Management, Inc. (CAPE) on behalf of the General Services Administration (GSA) in response to your
letter dated April 23, 1999 requesting MTBE data for the groundwater at the site.

The attached report presents data for MTBE and BTEX compounds using EPA Method 8021B. The
report shows that for the sample collected from monitoringwell MW-1 a concentration of 7.1 micrograms

per liter was detected. The samples collected from the other groundwater wells in the program were found
1o contain concentrations of MTBE below the detection limit of the method used.
