Alameda County Department of Environmental Health (ACDEH) reviewed the following documents
prepared and submitted on your behalf by Arcadis on behalf of the BP Remediation Management:

e Soil, Soil Vapor, and Groundwater Investigation and Updated Site Conceptual Model Report dated
September 7, 2018
e Third Quarter Groundwater Monitoring and Sampling Report dated October 23, 2018

During the review, we noticed that MW-10 and MW-11, the two new off-site and down gradient wells
installed in May 2018, were not included in the September 2018 sampling event. The 3™ quarter sampling
event was supposed to be their first sampling event.

Because this is the seasonally lowest time of year for groundwater levels, data from the seasonal lowest
time of year is extremely important, and the two new wells have not yet been monitored or sampled,
Alameda County Department of Environmental Health (ACDEH) requests the following:

1. Please perform a complete round of groundwater monitoring and sampling of all 11 MWs this month
(November) and submit a Revised 3™ Quarter Groundwater Monitoring and Sampling Report,
including a brief description of the reason for the additional sampling event, by the due date
requested below.

2. Delay conducting the next semi-annual event until March/April 2019.

All work plans, technical reports, or technical documents submitted to ACDEH must be accompanied by a cover letter from the
responsible party that states, at a minimum, the following: “I have read and acknowledge the content, recommendations and/or
conclusions contained in the attached document or report submitted on my behalf to the State Water Board’s GeoTracker
website.” This letter must be signed by the Responsible Party, or legally authorized representative of the Responsible Party.

PROFESSIONAL CERTIFICATION & CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS

The California Business and Professions Code (Sections 6731, 6735, and 7835) requires that work plans and technical or
implementation reports containing geologic or engineering evaluations and/or judgments be performed under the direction of
an appropriately licensed or certified professional and include the professional registration stamp, signature, and statement of
professional certification.

AGENCY OVERSIGHT

Water Board or other appropriate agency, including the County District Attorney, for possible enforcement actions. California
Health and Safety Code, Section 25299.76 authorizes enforcement including administrative action or monetary penalties of up
to $10,000 per day for each day of violation.
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
