Our office has received and reviewed the June 5, 2001 fax copy of the above referenced work
plan for the hvo properties at 20i and 206 2* St. as prepared by Mr. Jim Gribi of Gribi
Associates. This work plan proposes up to eight (8) borings in the assumed down-gradient
direction ofthe former gasoline and diesel tank and the collection ofsoil and groundwater
samples for chcmical analysis.

Our office has the additional requirernents and concerns:

. The work plan suggests that your consultant may want to reduce the actual number of
borings. Please do this with Cormty consideration and concunence- You may also wish to
increase the number ofborings based upon actual site conditions.

o The borings will be examined, logged and field screened. Pleaseusean acceptable field
screen instnrment eg PID, FID inshument, for screening purposes to obtain an approximate
TPH measurement. This measurement should be used to determine if the sample will be
analyzed in the laboratory.

. The soil and groundwater samples adjacent to the former gasoline tank will be analyzed for
TPH-G, BTEX and MTBE (8020). Please confirm any detecred MTBE by GC/\4S.

o The soil and groundwater samples adjacant to the fomer diesel tank should be analyzed for
TPH as diesel/motor oil and BTEX. You should run the sgil samples for polynuclear
aromatics (PNAs) and run the water samples only if PNAs are detected in the soil samples.

r Our records indicate the removal ofa 550 gallon gasoline tank from one of these sites on
I l/89. Soil samples from the removal reported up to 180 ppm TPHg. Il order to recommend
cloiure for this tank, a boring must be advanced within the former tank pit and a groundwater
sanpled and tested for TPHg, BTEX and MTBE. You may be able to incorporate this boring
as one of the eight originally proposed. Please confirm the location ofthe former 550 gallon
gasoline tank and an appropriate boring location.

Our office has previously corresponded wirh Mr. Gary McGraw ofyour company in regards to
the underground tank removals performed at 201 and 206 2"d SL Our office, on behalf ofthe San
Francisco Regional Water Quality Control Board (SFRWQCB) is charged with overseeing the
investigation and remediation ofunderground storage lank fuel releases. Our office has records
indicating fuel releases to soil ald groundwater from 1-550 gallon gasoline tant on ll/22189 and
from l-500 gallon gasoline tank on 8/6196 aI20l2"d St. and from 1-1000 gallon fuel oil tank at
206 2'" St. on8l6/96. The tanks removed in 1996 were over-excavated arid re-sampled. There is
also an indication that the tank pit from the 1989 tank removal was also re-sampled, Residual
levels ofeasoline, BTEX and diesel remain in soil and/or groundwater, which require additional
investigation.

On two separate occasions, September 10, 1996 and January 13, 1997, Mr. Mccraw was
requested to submit to our oflice a work plan to assess the extent ofthis petroleum contamination.
I have enclosed a copy ofeach ofthese letters. To date, we have not received any reports or
correspondenco from you. Please submit an approprlate work plan to determine the extent
ofsoil and groundwater contamination from these former underground tanks to our oftlce
withln 45 days or no later thrn June 6, 2001.

The failure to zubmit the requested technical rcports may subject Miller Packing Company to
civil liability.

206 2nil Srred-Banker C UST ucnwlion' Laboratory results of soil samples PF-IE and PF-IN
revealed total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel (TPHd) at concentrations of5700 mg/kg and
9100 mg/kg respectively.

201 2nd Steet-Gasoline UST scwation' Laboratory results of soil samples PF-2W and PF-2S
rwealed total petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPHg) at concentrations of310 mglkg and
390 mg&g-TPHg, respectively. "Grab" groundwater sample PW-2 detected liPHg and benzeng
toluene, etlryl benzene and total xylenes (BTEX) at concentations of 34,000, 77,73,140 afi84
uC& (ppb), respectively.

A confirmed release from the USTs has occurred at these sites. The odent of petroleum
hydrocarbon contamination is not adequately defined. Pursuarrt to provisions ofArticle 11, Title

Howwe, in order to purzue the pending PSA in a more cost-effestive &shio& this office
encowages you to first employ rapid site assessasent tools (e.g. CPT, Geo Probe, Hydropunctl
etc.) to qualitatively assess impacts fofu proposing final well locations.

A report must be submitted within 45 days ofthe completion of field activiies associated with tltis
phase ofwork at the site. The referenced reports must describe the status ofthe investigation and
include, arnong other elements, the following: .
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
