| have recently taken over project management for your site. Please address future correspondence to
my attention. On July 3, 2008 Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) staff issued a letter
requesting that the site be claimed in the State Water Resource Control Board’s (SWRCBs) Geotracker
database. On January 8, 2009, ACEH staff issued a letter summarizing work at the subject site and
requested additional work in order for the site to proceed towards closure. On July 24, 2009, a Notice of
Violation was issued by ACEH because the site has not been claimed in the SWRCBs Geotracker
database. Copies of each are attached to this letter for your reference. Each letter contained deadlines
that have not been met.

The site is out of compliance with ACEH directives. Implementation of site characterization and/or
cleanup at this site is required to be protective of human health and the environment and to move this
case towards closure evaluation. Please note that as Responsible Parties, you are required by California
Code of Regulations, Title 23, Division 3, Chapter 16, Article 11, §2720 through §2728 to characterize the
site and implement corrective action, as necessary.

In order to regain compliance, please undertake the previously requested work and submit the resulting
documents to GeoTracker and ACEH’s FTP server by revised dates specified below. Failure to submit
the documents may result in referral and possible enforcement action by the District Attorney and / or
ineligibility for reimbursement of costs incurred at the site from the Underground Storage Tank Cleanup
Fund. The site may also be recommended for removal from the Clean-Up Fund if inaction continues.
Once removed the costs associated with the subsurface investigation and / or cleanup work that would be
required at your site will not be reimbursed. The last request for reimbursement dates to 1999.

This letter is an additional attempt to preclude further enforcement actions. Pursuant to Chapter 6.7,
California Health and Safety Code, civil penalties up to $10,000 for each UST for each day of violation
may be imposed.

Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) staff has reviewed the case file for the above-
referenced site to determine whether the site qualifies for case closure consideration. According
to our file, two underground storage tanks (USTs) consisting of one 250-galion and one 500-
gallon, were removed from the site on November 10, 1994. Soil sample anaiytical results
detected total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH) as gasoline (g) and benzene at concentrations of
5,000 mg/kg and 8.9 mg/kg respectively in soil sample S-4 collected at a dapth of 7.5 feet below
the ground surface (bgs). In March 1995, Tank Protect Engineering over-excavated
approximately 150 cubic yards of impacted soil by extending the excavation boundaries by 30 5
feet laterally and increasing the depth to approximately 15 feet bgs. Confirmation soil samples
detected TPH-g and benzene at concentrations up to 9,800 mg/kg and. 13 mg/kg respectively.
Since elevated concentrations of petroleum hydrocarbons were still detected, an additional 80
cubic yards of impacted soil was over-excavated increasing the excavation depth to 23 feet bgs in
June 1885. Confirmation soil samples detected a maximum TPH-g concentration of 160 mg/kg at
15 feet bgs and a maximum benzene concentration was detected at 0.640 mg/kg at 20 feet bgs.
A grab groundwater sample collected from the excavation pit detected TPH-g and benzene at
concentrations of 10,000 ug/ll and 35 ug/l, respectively. With approval from ACEH, the
stockpiled soil was treated with a 5% hydrogen peroxide solution, aerated and replaced back into
the excavation. In February 1986, an agricultural well iocated in the assumed down-gradient
direction detected MTBE at a concentrafion of 1,200 ug/L by EPA Analytical Method 80156, In
June 1999, groundwater monitoring well MW-1 was installed and sampled along with the
agricultural well and analyzed for TPH-g, BTEX, and MTBE. Groundwater sample analytical
resulls did not detected contaminants above the laboratory detection {imit. However, it appears
that the monitoring well was sampled only once.

Prior to case closure consideration, ACEH requests that 'you address the following technical
comments, perform the proposed work, and send us the technical reports reguested below.

TECHNICAL COMMENTS

1. Regional Geclogic and Hydrogeologic Setting — MW-1 appears to be installed in the

assumed down-gradient direction. Please justify that the locations of the monitoring MW-1
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3.

and the agricultural well are appropriate to adequately represent site conditions. In addition,
please evaluate the agricultural well construction details to ensure that the construction of the
well is appropriate to evaluate groundwater quality in the first water-bearing zone. Please
address the above-mentioned concerns and submit the evaluation in the groundwater
monitaring report due by the date specified below and inciude all well construction details.

Groundwater Contaminant Plume Monitoring — A groundwater monitoring well was

installed in June 1998. Since its instaliation, only one groundwater monitering event appears
to have been conducted. [n order to evaluate groundwater contaminant plume stability,
consecutive groundwater monitoring must be conducted. Piease conduct one groundwater
monitoring event at the site to determine current site conditions, which includes collecting
groundwater sampies from the groundwater monitoring well onsite and the off-site agricultural
well. Prior to collecting groundwater samples, please re-develop the monitoring wells so that
groundwater samples representative of actual site conditions are collected. Please include
TPH-g, benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene and xylenes (BTEX), lead scavengers (i.e. ethylene
dichloride (EDC) and ethylene dibromide (EDB), fuel oxygenates methy! tertiary butyl ether
(MIBE), ethyl tert-butyl ether (ETBE), tertamyl methyl ether (TAME), diisopropyl ether (DIPE),
as well as alcohol compounds, such as teri-butyl alcohol (TBA fo the analytical suite. At this
time, please conduct a groundwater monitoring event at the site and submit the groundwater
monitoring report by the dates specified below. ‘

REQINREMENTS

*  Entire report including cover letter must be submitted {o the fip site as a single portable document format (PDF)
with no password protection. (Please do not submit reports as attachments to electronic mail.)

* [tis preferable that reports be converted fo PDF format from their original format, {8.9., Microsoft Word) rather
than scanned.

» Signature pages and perjury statemenis must be included and have either original or electronic signature,

* Do not password protect the document. Once indexed and inserted into the correct electronic case file, the
document will be secured in compliance with the County's current security standards and & password.
Documents with password protection will not be accepted.

v - Each page in the PDF document should be rotated in the direction that will make it easiest 1o read on a computer
monitor,

On July 3, 2008, Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) sent a correspondence to you identifying
that your site, RAS-CO MANUFACTURING COMPANY, located at 413 SUNSET BLVD, Hayward CA
84541 has not been claimed in the State Water Resources Control Board's (SWRCB)Y GeoTracker
database. It was further stated that the site must be claimed by August 15, 2008 in order fo remain in
compliance. A review of the case file and the State's GeoTracker database indicate that the site stili has
not been “claimed,” and your site is out of compliance with directives from this agency. Pursuant to
California Code of Regulations, Title 23, Division 3, Chapter 30, Arlicles 1 and 2, Sections 3893, 3884,

and 3885, you are required fo ¢laim your site and subsequently electronically transmit reports and other
site data, as required.

in order to regain compliance, please claim the site (www.geotracker.waterboards.ca.gov) and submit
verification to ACEH by August 10, 2009, Failure to claim the site by the due date specified above may
resuit in referral and possible enforcement action by the District Attorney and/or ineligibility for
reimbursement of corrective action costs incurred at the site from the Underground Storage Tank Clean-
up Fund. Pursuant to Chapter 6.7, California Health and Safety code, civil penalties up to $10,000 for
each UST for each day of viclation may be imposed. Once removed from the Clean-up Fund, the costs
associated with the subsurface investigation and/or cleanup work that may be required at your site will not

be reimbursed. Please nole that civil penalties for non-compliance are sssessed from the original due
date {August 15, 2008).
