3.       Please review historical soil boring locations to ensure their accuracy on the SCM-RFC
 figures; for example, historical boring locations AEI-10 and AEI-12 may have been
 transposed;

4.       Please utilize the most recent groundwater quality data (March 12, 2015) in the SCM-RFC
 Addendum;

5.       Please provide a table summarizing the identified wells in the Sensitive Receptor Survey; the
 table was missing from the Appendix D, SCM-RFC;

6.       Section 2.0, Sensitive Receptor, Section 2.3 Ecological Receptors, and Section 2.6, Sensitive
 Receptor Survey Conclusions, SCM-RFC:

a.       Please review the consistency of distances and direction of site to the irrigation and
 industrial wells in Sections 2.0 and 2.6.

b.      Please review for verbiage regarding the City of Livermore in Section 2.3.
