Attached please find the uniform underground storage tank closure letter and the case closure 
summary for the subject site. 
 
Based on the site specific information and data available in GeoTracker and the Regional Water 
Board’s case file, we conclude that this case meets all the criteria of the State Board’s Low-
Threat Case Closure Policy and that a No Further Action determination is appropriate. 
 
There may be residual petroleum-contaminated soil and groundwater at this site that could pose 
an unacceptable risk as a result of future construction/redevelopment activities, such as onsite 
excavation activities, the installation of water wells at or near the site, or change to a more 
sensitive land use. Contractors performing subsurface activities at the site should be prepared to 
encounter soil and groundwater contaminated with petroleum hydrocarbons, and any 
encountered pollution should be managed properly to avoid threats to human health or the 
environment. Proper management may include sampling, risk assessment, additional cleanup 
work, mitigation measures, or some combination of these tasks.

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VI. ADDITIONAL COMMENTS, DATA, ETC. 
 


THE LEAK HAS STOPPED AND ONGOING SOURCES, INCLUDING FREE PRODUCT, HAVE BEEN 
REMOVED   
The Site is located within the municipal water supply service area of the East Bay Municipal Utility District. The 
releases consist only of petroleum and have been stopped (USTs removed). Any free product or secondary source 
has been removed to the maximum extent practicable. The petroleum-impacted soil in the vicinity of the former UST 
pit was excavated. 
 
THE SITE HAS BEEN ADEQUATELY CHARACTERIZED 
There have been adequate sampling and characterization activities to address the nature, extent, and mobility of the 
release. Soil and groundwater have been tested for MTBE. A nuisance as defined by California Water Code section 
13050 does not exist at the Site. 
 
THE DISSOLVED HYDROCARBON PLUME IS NOT MIGRATING 
Based on the distribution of hydrocarbons in groundwater at the Site, the hydrocarbons appear to be limited to the 
Site and the plume is stable or shrinking. The benzene plume is limited to the area immediately adjacent to the 
former USTs. 
 
Review of graphs for historical water quality trends for Total Petroleum Hydrocarbon gasoline (TPH-G) and TPH-
Diesel identified in P&D’s May 13, 2013 shows contaminant concentrations are decreasing with time. There is little 
potential risk to human health from drinking water consumption or vapor intrusion based on the absence of MTBE, 
the nearly complete absence of BTEX, and the limited extent of impact to groundwater. 
 
NO WATER WELLS, DEEPER DRINKING WATER AQUIFERS, SURFACE WATER, OR OTHER 
SENSITIVE RECEPTORS ARE LIKELY TO BE IMPACTED 
The results of a 2,000-foot radius survey to identify drinking water wells and sensitive receptors in the vicinity of the 
Site is documented in RGA’s June 16, 2003 Subsurface Investigation Report (B1-B6) and Sensitive Receptor 
Survey. The results of the sensitive receptor survey show that as many as 5 wells could be located within 2,000 feet 
of the Site. However, based on the available information, it is not possible to accurately locate these wells. Based on 
the concentrations of petroleum hydrocarbons in soil and water at the Site and the distances to nearby surface water 
bodies as described above, it does not appear that surface water bodies are impacted by groundwater contaminants at 
the Site. 
 
THE SITE PRESENTS NO SIGNIFICANT RISK TO HUMAN HEALTH OR THE ENVIRONMENT 
None of the detected contaminants exceed their respective 2012 Low-Threat Underground Storage Tank Case 
Closure Policy (LTCP) for soil or groundwater. The detected contaminants will not have a significant risk of 
adversely affecting human health. Based on compliance with the LTCP general criteria and media-specific criteria 
the case can be closed.
