Kennedy/Jenks Consultants (Kennedy/Jenks) is submitting this Site Summary Report to
Alameda County Environmental Health Department (ACEH) on behalf of the San Francisco
Public Utilities Commission (SFPUC). The Site Summary Report is submitted in response to the
Notice to Comply for Fuel Leak Case No RO0000340 and GeoTracker Global ID T0600101172,
SFWD Sunol Yard, 505 Paloma Way, Sunol, CA, dated 4 November 2010 (NTC).

A brief Site Summary is presented, followed by responses to the Technical Comments in the
NTC. As requested, this Site Summary Report includes information on the Sunol Filter Galleries
(Galleries), a detailed well survey of the Sunol Yard and its immediate area, and information
regarding the chemical concentrations in soil beneath the storage shed at the Sunol Yard.

The Site location is shown on Figure 1, and the Site vicinity, the monitoring wells, and borings
are shown on Figure 2.

Site Summary

Based upon available documentation, fuel and chemical releases have historically been
associated with three separate areas of the 505 Paloma Way facility (Site):

e Sunol Pump Station. Three underground storage tanks (USTs), consisting of one
10,000-gallon diesel UST and two 400-gallon waste oil USTs, were removed from the Sunol
Pump Station in November 1993. Total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPHs) as diesel (TPHd),
oil and grease, and semi-volatile organic compounds (SVOCs) were detected in soil
samples collected from the tank excavations.

e Sunol Yard. Three USTs, consisting of one 550-gallon regular gasoline UST, one

1,000-gallon unleaded gasoline UST, and one 550-gallon diesel UST, were removed from
the southern portion of the Sunol Yard in May 1990. Total petroleum hydrocarbons as

gasoline (TPHg), TPHd, and benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylene (BTEX) were
detected in soil samples collected from the tank excavations.

e Sunol Yard. An unlined sump near the southeast corner of a storage shed in the Sunol Yard
was reportedly used for disposal of waste oil and other liquids. The storage shed was
located approximately 50 feet southwest of the three USTs in the Yard. Total recoverable
hydrocarbons, oil and grease, volatile organic compounds (VOCs), and metals were
detected in soil samples collected from the immediate vicinity of the sump.

The Sunol Pump Station and Sunol Yard have been operated by SFPUC and its predecessor,
the Spring Valley Water Company, since the early 20" century. Site investigation and
excavation activities were conducted at various times up until 2003.

Weiss Associates (Weiss) conducted reconnaissance soil sampling and groundwater sampling
at points along the southwest (downgradient) side of the Site and documented the results in the
Site Investigation Report, 7 January 2003 (Weiss 2003). Soil borings included MY-1, which was
located three feet outside of the storage shed wall and drilled at a 14 degree angle to a depth of
20 feet, to terminate directly below the storage shed. TPHd was detected in soil samples
collected at 5 feet below ground surface (bgs), 10 feet bgs, and 15 feet bgs at concentrations up
to 3.1 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg). No analytes were detected in the 20 feet bgs sample.

Weiss (2003) indicates the groundwater gradient direction to be southwest, generally parallel to
Arroyo de la Laguna. Weiss (2003) did not detect any analytes in any of the four
reconnaissance groundwater samples located on the downgradient side of the Site.

The only analytes detected in soil samples were diesel-range hydrocarbons. They were
detected at low concentrations in four borings, mainly in the upper five feet. Weiss concluded
that the evidence indicated that petroleum hydrocarbon constituents had not migrated
downgradient from the source areas. Weiss (2003) recommended case closure.

In correspondence to SFPUC dated 4 November 2010 regarding case closure, ACEH requested
additional information regarding potential receptors and soil contamination beneath the storage
shed. This Site Summary Report is intended to provide the information.

Response to Notice to Comply Technical Comments

The following sections address the comments presented in the NTC. The comments were
presented on three subjects, titled: Sunol Filtration Galleries, Detailed Well Survey, and Sail
Contamination beneath Storage Shed. Sections below are organized under these headings,
with subsections provided to address specific elements.
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Sunol Filtration Galleries

Gallery Locations

The Galleries have been in use since the early 1900s and consist of a series of excavated
off-channel filter basins underlain by concrete box structures that are perforated by infiltration
piping (Program Environmental Impact Report on Water System Improvement Project [SFPUC
2008]). The Galleries are situated slightly off-stream of Alameda Creek and historically were
used to extract water that infiltrated the shallow alluvium during high flows of Alameda Creek.
According to SFPUC (2008), the Galleries were not designed to draw down groundwater, but to
intercept surface water from Alameda Creek. The yield of the Galleries has declined over time
due to interception of surface water flows by upstream storage at San Antonio Reservoir;
capture of a portion of creek flows in upstream quarry excavations; and the removal of the Sunol
Dam in 2006.

The Galleries are located north of 1-680, and are built in three main groups extending upstream
of the Sunol Water Temple (Water Temple) to the former location of the Sunol Dam, adjacent to
Alameda Creek (see Figure 3).

One set of basins is located approximately 2,700 feet west of the Site, downstream of the
confluence of Alameda Creek and Arroyo de la Laguna (Figure 3). This part of the gallery
system extends nearly to the site of the former Sunol Dam.

Another set of basins extend under an island formed by Arroyo de la Laguna, Alameda Creek,
and a cross-cut between the two streams immediately downstream of the Water Temple. This
set of basins is approximately 2,000 feet south of the Site. According to the Final Report,
Feasibility to Recapture Reservoir Releases, Alameda Creek, 22 April 2009 (LSCE 2009), the
removal of Sunol Dam resulted in a lowered water level in the area and a reduced hydraulic
yield from these Galleries.

As shown on Figure 3, the third set of basins is immediately upstream of the Water Temple. The
closest edge of this section is approximately 2,000 feet south of the Site. A section of this
gallery has collapsed, but some water still flows through it to the Water Temple in spite of the
disrepair (LSCE 2009). This set of basins is used to provide irrigation water to the Sunol Golf
Course.

Gallery Construction

Figure 4 is an old drawing showing construction features of the Galleries near the Water
Temple. The drawing indicates the presence of three in-channel perforated infiltration pipes:

® 500 feet of 30-inch diameter perforated pipe beneath Alameda Creek, adjacent to the island
at the Alameda Creek-Arroyo de la Laguna confluence;
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e 250 feet of 30-inch diameter perforated pipe beneath the cross-cut that connects Arroyo de
la Laguna and Alameda Creek just downstream of the Water Temple; and

e 1,300 feet of 30-inch perforated pipe located upstream of the Water Temple, perpendicular
to Alameda Creek, and connected to the upper end of the Gallery.

The first two listed perforated pipes are buried two feet below the streambed and appear to be
connected to the other Galleries described above. The third perforated pipe beneath Alameda
Creek is buried at a depth of 15 feet and, according to SFPUC, is the primary source of water to
the filter gallery upstream of the Water Temple that is presently diverted for irrigation of the
Sunol Golf Course.

The Galleries historically operated by surface water diversion from the Alameda Creek stream
channel into the offstream filter basins using seasonal gravel dams (LSCE 2009). The water
collected in the Galleries today, for consumptive use, is characterized as groundwater under the
direct influence of surface water. The water is collected by subsurface percolation from the
active stream channel into the upstream Gallery and the perforated pipe buried perpendicular to
Alameda Creek. According to the SFPUC, recent historic diversions from Alameda Creek to the
Galleries have been up to 1,227 acre feet per year.

The ground surface elevation at the Galleries ranges from approximately 241 feet above mean
sea level (AMSL) at the southeast end, to approximately 231 feet AMSL near the Water Temple
and 224 feet AMSL south of the island northwest of the Water Temple (Google Earth 2011). The
depth of the Galleries ranges from approximately 15 feet at the southeast end to 2 feet at the
northwest end of the Water Temple. The intake elevation ranges from 226 feet AMSL in the
southeast to 222 feet AMSL in the northwest.

The Site monitoring well top of casing elevations (TOCs) range from 239.32 feet AMSL to
238.70 feet AMSL, and groundwater was encountered at approximately 21 feet bgs.
Groundwater elevation at the time the wells were drilled was therefore approximately 218 feet
AMSL, or lower than the intake elevation of the Galleries.

Potential Receptor Evaluation

According to LSCE (2009), the volume of groundwater in the area is quite small. Historically
most of the water captured in the Galleries was surface water from Alameda Creek diverted to
the filtration basins by dams.

LSCE (2009) shows groundwater elevations and gradients based on data from monitoring wells
located in the Alameda Creek area for October 2007 and February 2008. The gradient direction
is mainly northwest to north, or downstream along the creek, with groundwater elevations near
the Water Temple approximately 220 feet AMSL and elevations just downstream of the
confluence with Arroyo de la Laguna approximately 215 feet AMSL.
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Although current groundwater elevation data from the Site is not available, groundwater was
encountered in the Site monitoring wells at approximately 218 feet AMSL, which is slightly lower
than the groundwater elevations along Alameda Creek in the Water Temple area and lower than
the Galleries intake elevation. Therefore, the groundwater gradient direction interpreted for the
three onsite monitoring wells does not likely continue to the southwest straight toward the
Galleries near the Water Temple. As the confluence with Alameda Creek is approached the
groundwater gradient direction probably shifts more to the northwest consistent with the regional
gradient. The regional groundwater gradient direction in the Sunol Basin is northwest
(Evaluation of Groundwater Resources, Livermore and Sunol Valleys, California Department of
Water Resources Bulletin 118-2, June 1974 [DWR 1974]; [SFPUC 2008])).

The relatively great distance between the Site and the Galleries, the dependence of the
Galleries on diverted surface water rather than groundwater, the indication from groundwater
elevation data that the groundwater gradient direction probably not directly head from the Site to
the Galleries, and the absence of petroleum compounds in groundwater samples collected from
monitoring wells and soil borings at the Site, indicate that the Galleries are not a potential
receptor of the groundwater from the Site.

Detailed Well Survey

Adjacent Historical Land use and Aerial Photo Review

A background report, including a Sanborn® Fire Insurance Map report, a radius survey, and
historical aerial photographs, was obtained from Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR).
The EDR and Sanborn® reports are included as Attachment 1. The Site was not listed on the
Sanborn® map report.

Aerial Photo Survey

Historical aerial photographs were obtained from EDR and are included as Attachment 2. Nine
photographs were obtained dated between 1939 and 2005, taken approximately every decade.

The area around the Site has remained largely agricultural, from the earliest photo. In the 1939
photograph, buildings are visible at the Site surrounded by fruit or nut trees. The Water Temple
is visible as are some buildings in Sunol. Orchards extend from the Arroyo de la Laguna to
within approximately 1,600 feet of the Site. Other than incremental growth in Sunol and removal
of some trees around Site buildings, the area is largely unchanged until the 1974 photograph. In
1974, the orchard west of the road leading to the Water Temple and a portion of the orchard on
the east side of the road had been replaced with either pasture or row crops. Only a small
orchard northeast of the Site is visible in the 1993 and later photographs.

The area between the Water Temple and Alameda Creek has remained unchanged. The land

west of Arroyo de la Laguna appears to be pasture until the 1958 photograph, after which it is
occupied by row crops.
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The photographs do not.indicate a change around the Site that would reflect a significant
increase in water use, such as development of industry or water-intensive agriculture
(e.g., corn or alfalfa).

Well Survey

Well records were requested from Alameda County Zone 7 Water Agency (Zone 7) and the
State of California Department of Water Resources (DWR) for the area within 2,000 feet of the
Site. Some information on wells was included in the EDR report and information on monitoring
wells built near Alameda Creek is included in LSCE (2009). The well logs are included in
Attachment 3 and the wells are shown on Figure 5. Well details are summarized in Table 1.

Wells Included in the EDR Report

The “Physical Source Setting” section in the EDR report lists four water supply wells: two are
just over one quarter mile south of the Site and the two others are approximately three quarters
of a mile east of the Site, near the 1-680 Freeway. Of the two wells to the south, one is the
Water Temple (which is sourced from the Galleries), and the other is listed as the Sunol
Filtration Galleries. The only information EDR provides for the two eastern wells is the water
depth on two occasions: Location 3 groundwater water depth was 26 feet in 1992 and
Location 4 groundwater water depth was 19 feet in 1991. These two wells most likely
correspond to wells 4S/1E 16F 3 and 4S/1E 16F 3 on the Zone 7 map. These wells are too far
away from the Site, and the available groundwater level data are not adequate to provide
significant insight regarding conditions at the Site.

Zone 7 Water Agency

The Zone 7 Water Agency identified three wells inside a 2,000-foot radius from the Site, and six
wells just outside the 2,000-foot radius. Zone 7 had logs for two of the wells inside the radius
and also provided logs for two additional supply wells, located more than 2,000 feet northwest of
the Site (across Arroyo de la Laguna).

Wells 04S/01E 17G 1 and 04S/01E 17G 2 are located southwest of the Site. Only the log for
04S/01E 17G 1 was available. That well is noted as “Observation Well No. 17, and has a depth
of 28 feet with a screened interval extending from 8 feet to 28 feet (see Attachment 3).

Department of Water Resources

Well logs were requested from the California Department of Water Resources (DWR) for
surrounding sections 7, 8, 16, and 17. DWR forwarded a total of 26 well logs, of which none,
other than the Site monitoring wells, were located within 2,000 feet of the Site. The wells located
within approximately 4,000 feet of the Site are shown on Figure 5 and the logs are included in
Attachment 3.
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Three logs provided by DWR are for wells installed in 1912 near the Galleries. The descriptions
are too vague to place them accurately (see Attachment 3) and so they are not shown on
Figure 5. However, the nearest section of the Galleries is approximately 2,000 feet southwest of
the Site, so presumably none these wells is closer than about 2,000 feet.

SFPUC

In addition to the three monitoring wells identified in the ACEH Notice to Comply, the SFPUC
has installed various monitoring wells along the alignment of Alameda Creek related to creek
restoration and water supply improvement projects. The SFPUC wells are shown on Figure 3;
details for monitoring wells approximately 2,000 feet from the Sunol Yard are summarized in
Table 1, and drilling logs are included in Attachment 3.

SFPUC Sunol Filtration Galleries Monitoring Wells Water Quality

Several of the monitoring wells located along Alameda Creek have been sampled for the new
filtration gallery construction, summarized in the Final Conceptual Engineering Report, Upper
Alameda Creek Filtration Gallery, 30 June 2010 (URS 2010).

As described in URS (2010), two organic chemicals were detected in the sample collected from
well MW-07 on 28 February 2008 (see Figure 3). Well MW-07 is approximately 2,300 feet from
the Sunol Yard and approximately 500 feet upstream (southeast) of the Water Temple

(Figure 3). Chloromethane was detected at 0.523 micrograms per liter (ug/L) and toluene was
detected at 0.014 milligrams per liter (mg/l) in the sample. Chloromethane is an unregulated
VOC and was detected at just above the detection limit of 0.5 pg/L. Toluene, a regulated
chemical, was detected at less than one-tenth of its maximum contaminant level (MCL). Neither
chemical has been detected in previous sampling activities in Alameda Creek either upstream
or downstream of Well MW-07. Neither chemical was identified in groundwater samples at the
Sunol Yard. Chloromethane was not an identified chemical of concern associated with the Sunol
Yard, and toluene was not detected in any groundwater sampling at the Sunol Yard. No further
testing has been conducted at Well MW-07 since 2008.

Soil Contamination beneath Storage Shed

SFPUC indicates that no remediation activities have been conducted under the storage shed at
the Sunol Yard since the activities performed in November of 1989. The soil has remained in
place, therefore the TPHd detected in three samples of boring MY-1 in 2002 remains in place.

The storage shed is underlain by a concrete slab and the area around the shed is heavily
graveled. There is no public access to the Sunol Yard. According to SFPUC, staff work in the
area only intermittently and no excavation in or around the storage shed is anticipated in the
future.
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Current and Future Exposure

Three potential exposure pathways to the residual concentrations of petroleum compounds
below the concrete slab include: direct exposure, leaching to groundwater, and vapor intrusion.
The chemicals detected in the soil samples were from boring MY-1 reported in Weiss (2003).

According to the SFPUC, the Sunol Yard is currently used as a municipal corporation yard.
Trucks and other vehicles are maintained and stored in the area of the storage shed, as are
other pieces of equipment necessary for watershed maintenance activities.

The presence of the slab and gravel prevent direct human exposure to the residual chemicals in
the subsurface and therefore the direct exposure pathway is not complete. Moreover the TPHd
concentrations in samples from boring MY-1 are far below the San Francisco Bay Regional
Water Quality Control Board (SF Bay RWQCB) Environmental Screening Level (ESL) for direct
exposure to TPHd (TPH middle distillates) of 110 mg/kg
(http://www.waterboards.ca.gov/sanfranciscobay/water issues/available documents/ESL May

2008.pdf).

The ESL established for soil leaching potential in shallow soil for residential land use and
drinking water resource, for TPH middle distillates, is 83 mg/kg
(http://www.waterboards.ca.gov/sanfranciscobay/water _issues/available documents/ESL May
2008.pdf). The TPHd concentrations in boring MY-1 are far below this ESL, and therefore the
potential for leaching of TPHd to groundwater is considered minimal and does not pose adverse
risk of impact.

VOCs including BTEX, TPHg, and halogenated VOCs (HVOCs) were not detected at
concentrations above analytical reporting limits in the soil samples from boring MY-1. Volatile
compounds are more likely to fractionate into the vapor phase and contribute to the vapor
intrusion pathway. VOCs were not detected in the soil samples, therefore the vapor intrusion
exposure is considered minimal.

Conclusions

As described above, on behalf of the SFPUC, Kennedy/Jenks has diligently obtained, compiled
and evaluated the available information to respond to the comments and questions provided in
the NTC. The following conclusions were developed.

® As discussed in historical documents, petroleum compounds were encountered in soil
samples collected from the vicinity of former USTs and the sump at the Site.

® The sources of petroleum hydrocarbons (USTs and unlined sump outside of the storage
shed) have been removed.

e No petroleum compounds have been detected at concentrations exceeding analytical
reporting limits in monitoring wells or reconnaissance groundwater samples located at the
downgradient boundary of the Site.

e Residual concentrations of petroleum hydrocarbons are present in soil below the slab of the
storage shed, however the direct human exposure pathway is not complete (i.e., the
concrete floor slab prevents human contact with the underlying soil). No plans for
destruction of the slab are known and the chemical concentrations are less than the ESL
established by the RWQCB based upon potential leaching to groundwater. No volatile
compounds were detected in the soil, so vapor intrusion is unlikely. Human exposure to the
residual concentrations of TPH in soil is unlikely.

- e The area around the Site has been largely agricultural since at least the earliest aerial
photographs. Recent use of an area adjacent to the corporation yard includes surface
mining. No evidence of increased groundwater use was noted.

e No domestic or water production water wells were reported by Zone 7 or DWR within
2,000 feet of the Site.

e The closest unit of Galleries is located approximately 2,000 feet to the southwest of the Site.
The Galleries rely mainly on diversion from Alameda Creek and they are not considered a
receptor, due to the northwest groundwater gradient direction at the Galleries and the higher
groundwater elevation at the Galleries compared to the Site.

Recommendations

Based on our review of the historic information as summarized above, the residual chemicals
associated with historical releases from the former USTs and sump at the Site do not pose a
risk to human health or the environment. Case closure is appropriate.

The three onsite monitoring wells should be destroyed in accordance with applicable regulations
as part of the case closure process.
