Dear Ms. Lathrop, Mr. Boisvert and Sadler:

Alameda County Department of Environmental Health (ACDEH) staff has reviewed the case file including
the Confirmation Soil Sampling Work Plan, dated September 6, 2018. The work plan was generated and
submitted on your behalf by Arcadis. Thank you for submitting the work plan as had been previously
discussed in a conference call on July 25, 2018.

The work plan proposed the installation of nine soil bores to a depth of 10 feet below grade surface (bgs)
with the collection of samples at one foot intervals. Soil and grab groundwater samples were proposed to
be analyzed for Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons (TPH) as gasoline (TPHg), TPH as diesel (TPHd), benzene,
toluene, ethylbenzene, total xylenes (BTEX), and methyl tert butyl either (MTBE).

Based on ACDEH staff review of the above referenced documents and of the case file we generally concur
with the recently proposed scope of work, provided that you address the following technical comments,
submit the requested documents, and upon ACDEH approval, perform the proposed work, and send us the
technical reports requested below. Please provide 72-hour advance written notification to this office (e-
mail preferred to: mark.detterman@acgov.org) prior to the start of field activities.

TECHNICAL COMMENTS

1. Conditional Work Plan Approval — The referenced work plan proposes a series of actions with which
ACDEH is in general agreement of undertaking; however, ACDEH requests several modifications to
the approach as discussed below. Please submit a report by the date specified below.

a. Analytical Suite — Consistent with the Low Threat Closure Policy (LTCP) and previous analytical
data sets, ACDEH additionally requests analysis for naphthalene and TPHg in both soil and
groundwater from all soil bores.

b. Analytical Depth Interval — The referenced work plan indicated that soil samples would be
collected at 1 foot intervals, but did not specify the analytical interval for these soil samples.
Consistent with the LTCP, ACDEH requests that a minimum of one soil sample be collected in the
0to 5 and 5 to 10 foot depth intervals at these soil bores. ACDEH requests that the soil samples
be based on signs of contamination such as photoionization detector readings, discoloration, odor,
or other signs of contamination, and that the samples be biased to more substantial indications of
contamination.

c. Additional Bore Locations — In an effort to determine current concentrations at all former bore
locations, ACDEH request the addition of soil bores at CB-2 and CB-3. The placement of soil
bores between CB-2 / CB-3 and CB-3 / CB-5 as indicated in Figure 3 appears an appropriate
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method to collect data laterally between locations which have resulted in elevated analytical
detections at the site.

All work plans, technical reports, or technical documents submitted to ACDEH must be accompanied by a cover letter from the
responsible party that states, at a minimum, the following: “I have read and acknowledge the content, recommendations and/or
conclusions contained in the attached document or report submitted on my behalf to the State Water Board’s GeoTracker
website.” This letter must be signed by the Responsible Party, or legally authorized representative of the Responsible Party.

PROFESSIONAL CERTIFICATION & CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS
