2.6.2 BORING/WELL INSTALLATION

During the installation of the three groundwater monitoring wells and
the two vapor extraction wells soil samples were collected at five-~foot
intervals unless otherwise described and analyzed for TPHg/BTEX and
Total Lead. For soil samples collected during the installation of MW-3
an additional analysis for TRPH was done on each sample.

The results from these analyses can be found in Table 2, page 6. Copies
of the laboratory results and chain-of-custody documents can be found in
Appendix D.
