Per your letter of October 28, 2010 all monitoring wells at the above referenced site have been
decommissioned.

AEI obtained well destruction permits W2010-0966 through W2010-0976 from the Alameda County Public
Works Agency (ACWPA) for destruction of the onsite groundwater monitoring wells. In addition, well
destruction permit W2010-0977 was obtained for destruction of ozone sparge wells OZ-1 through OZ-9.
On January 10, 2011, monitoring wells, MW-1 through MW-4 and MW-6 through MW-12 were destroyed,
while the ozone sparge wells were destroyed on January 11 through 13, 2011.  Well destruction
activities were performed by drilling contractor HEW Drilling, C-57 License # 384167.

The groundwater monitoring wells were destroyed by filling them with neat cement grout using a tremie
pipe, then pressured grouted. The well boxes were removed and filled with base rock and gravel to
match the adjacent surface.

The sparge wells were destroyed by overdrilling the wells with 10 ¥2-inch diameter hollow stem augers
and tremied with neat cement grout to a depth of approximately 6-inches below the surface and finished
to match the adjacent grade with base rock and gravel.

The decommissioning of the wells were carried out under the supervision of Vicky Hamlin of the ACWPA.
The completed DWR-188 forms have been filed with the ACWPA.

All investigation-derived waste was disposed of at Keller Canyon Landfill in Pittsburg, CA.  Disposal
documentation is attached to this letter.
