Groundwater has been non-detect (ND) for the contaminants sought for the past 4 sampling
events, with the exception of 5.5 ppb 1,2-DCA during the first quarter of sampling. This single
hit was likely anomalous. For these reasons, I believe it would be proper to pres re grout these
wells.

Plan,'r prepared by Environnental Science & Engineering, .Inc.
(EsE). dated 8/1s/93. This workplan incl.udes the dri l l ing of one
soil boring through the canter of the forner tank excavation.
The purpose of thls borlng Ls to determine whether contaminated
soil sti1l exists in the former tank excavation.

Ttris workplan is acceptable on the condition that TPH-diesel ( EPA
method 3550/GCFID) be included in the sarnpling natrix. Since you
intend to conduct field activities on a weekend, please notify ne
at least 10 dayE in advanee so we can arrangte for a County
representative to be on-site. AE pEr your workplan' lte expect
field activitles to conrnence withln 2 weeks of our apProvaL. A
Report of Investigatlon wilt be conpleted approximately 4 lteeks
after the conpletion of field activities.

Pl-ease note that reports and documentE no longer need to be
copied to the Regional water Quality control Board. Kindly
subrnit a cover letter with your consultant's reports. If you
have any questions, please contact me at 510-27L-453O.
