Existence of Unauthorized Release

On April 22, 2008 a subsurface investigation was conducted at the site.  Soil sample analytical results detected total
petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH) as gasoline (TPHg) at concentrations up to 95 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg) and grab
groundwater sample analytical results detected TPHg and TPH as diesel at concentrations up to 8,100 micrograms per liter
(ug/L) and 7,200 ug/L, respectively. These concentrations indicate an unauthorized release has occurred from the
underground storage tank system at this site.
