DISCUSSION:

As Broadbent has stated in past quarterly reports, the ACEH is encouraged to review this case as a
candidate for closure. To assist the ACEH with this effort, Broadbent submitted a Case Evaluation and
Justification for No Further Action report on November 28, 2011. As no response has been received to
date from the ACEH, Broadbent submitted a letter to ACEH on June 26, 2012 entitled Request for
Response — Case Evaluation and Justification for No Further Action. The subject environmental case has
been open for over four years. One or two USTs were previously removed from the northeast corner of the
property prior to 1976, but no soil sampling data or removal report were found to confirm the information
given. Low levels of petroleum hydrocarbon contamination were found during a Limited Phase 11
environmental site investigation conducted by others in 2008. Contaminant concentrations of GRO, DRO,
BTEX, and MTBE are presently minimal or non-existent at the Site. No wells or surface water bodies are
likely to be affected by the Site. These observations, plus additional lines of evidence presented in the
Case Evaluation and Justification for No Further Action report are the basis for the closure request. In
light of the findings contained therein, Broadbent recommends discontinuation of the periodic groundwater
monitoring at this Site while ACEH conducts its case review. This recommendation was first presented in
the Third Quarter 2011 Semi-Annual Monitoring Report (Broadbent, 10/31/2011). A response from
ACEH would be appreciated to the recommendations for discontinuing groundwater monitoring and case
closure review. For reference a Site Location Map is provided as Drawing 1.
