Hello Mr. Winet:

Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) staff has reviewed the case file including the Work Plan
 for Limited Phase II Subsurface Investigation (Work Plan) dated August 31, 2015, prepared and
 submitted on your behalf by ERAS Environmental, Inc. (ERAS).  The work plan was submitted in
 response to ACEH’s April 14, 2015 Directive Letter.  Thank you for submitting the Work Plan and for
 claiming the site in GeoTracker.

Based on ACEH staff review of the work plan, the proposed scope of work is conditionally approved for
 implementation provided that the technical comments below are incorporated during the proposed work. 
 Submittal of a revised work plan or a work plan addendum is not required unless an alternate scope of
 work outside that described in the work plan or these technical comments is proposed.  We request that
 you address the following technical comments, perform the proposed work, and send us the report
 described below.  Please provide 72-hour advance written notification to this office (e-mail preferred to:
 karel.detterman@acgov.org) prior to the start of field activities.

TECHNICAL COMMENTS

1.     LTCP General Criteria b (Petroleum Use Only): Due to the historical nature of the USTs and their
 undocumented, anecdotal evidence of past use (as “oil” denoted in Sanborn maps), and unknown
 out-of-service date, ACEH requests an initial, expanded list of analytes to be tested., All grab
 groundwater and soil samples should be analyzed for Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons as gasoline
 (TPHg), TPH as diesel (TPHd), and TPH motor oil (TPHmo) by modified EPA 8015, full scan volatile
 organic compounds (VOCs) including naphthalene by EPA Method 8260B, and soil samples should
 be additionally analyzed for semi-volatile organic compounds (SVOCs) by EPA Method 8270
 Selected Ion Monitoring (SIM) mode.  Please include SOPs for the use of appropriate soil sampling
 technology in an appendix.

2.     LTCP General Criteria g (Soil and Groundwater Have Been Tested for MTBE): All grab
 groundwater and soil samples should be analyzed for tert butyl methyl ether (MTBE).

3.     LTCP Media-Specific Criteria for Direct Contact and Outdoor Air Exposure:  To satisfy the
 LTCP, soil samples must be collected from each soil borings between the 0 to 5 and 5 to 10-foot
 interval.  ACEH additionally requests soil samples to be collected at the groundwater interface,
 lithologic changes, and at areas of obvious impacts as evidenced by photoionization detector (PID)
 readings and/or visual observation to define the vertical and lateral extent.

Please utilize the new data generated from this investigation to update the Site Conceptual Model
 presented with the Soil and Groundwater Investigation requested below.
