Alameda County Department of Environmental Health (ACDEH) has reviewed the case file for the subject
site in conjunction with the Supplemental Site Investigation Report (Report) dated January 26, 2018,
prepared by Environmental Risk Assessors (ERA) on your behalf. The report documents results from
additional site characterization activities that were conducted in November 2017 to address data gaps
discussed during a meeting with ACDEH, you, and ERA on September 9, 2017 including the advancement of
3 soil borings and collection of 4 grab groundwater samples, 13 soil gas samples, and 2 sub-slab vapor pins
samples. Site investigation activities were performed in accordance with a figure entitled, “Revised Site Plan
With Proposed Sampling Locations, Supplemental Site Investigation” (Work Plan), dated November 22, 2017
and ERA's Work Plan for a Phase Il Environmental Site Assessment Data Gap Investigation, dated
July 20, 2017 (Work Plan). Field activities associated with the Report were conditionally approved in a
directive letter issued by ACDEH on November 22, 2017.

ACDEH has evaluated the data and recommendations presented in the Report, in conjunction with the case
files and determined the site is eligible for closure as a low risk site under the Site Cleanup Program (SCP)
provided that you conduct an additional round of soil vapor sampling to evaluate seasonal variations typically
encountered in the subsurface during the wet and dry seasons. Based on ACDEH staff discussions with
your team, and review of the Report, you are conditionally approved for implementation of an additional soil
vapor sampling event during the dry season in accordance with ERA’'s Work Plan for a Phase Il
Environmental Site Assessment Data Gap Investigation, dated July 20, 2017. Submittal of a revised work
plan or a work plan addendum is not required unless an alternate scope of work outside that described in the
previously approved Work Plan is proposed. ACDEH requests that you perform the proposed work and
submit the requested Deliverables to the State Water Resources Control Board’'s GeoTracker website.
Additionally please provide at least a 72-hour advance written notification to this office (e-mail preferred to:
andrew.york@acgov.orq) prior to the start of field activities.

Please submit the following deliverables to ACDEH in accordance with the compliance schedule provided
below and the Responsible Party (ies) Legal Requirement/Obligations Instructions and File Naming
Conventions which are included as Attachments 1 and 2, respectively.

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Prior to issuance of a No Further Action Letter the following documents must be submitted for review and

Soil Vapor_Investigation Report — Report documenting the requested dry season soil vapor
sampling activities with tabulated analytical data results and associated figures. Samples activities
must be conducted in accordance ERA’s Work Plan for a Phase Il Environmental Site Assessment
Data Gap Investigation, dated July 20, 2017.

Long Term Site Management Plan (SMP) — The SMP must provide guidance for the management
of land use restrictions based on environmental subsurface conditions at the Site. The SMP must
provide specific detail and be written in layman’s terms or in language appropriate for tenants and
contractors to understand. The objectives of the SMP are as follows:

e Communicate land use restrictions and agency reporting and notification requirements related to
the environmental conditions of the property;

e Present procedures for long-term management and maintenance of the existing hardscape,
utilities, and building infrastructure to ensure that no exposure pathways are present that could
pose an unacceptable risk to an and off-site receptors through modifications to the existing Site
development; and

e Communicate information to maintenance and construction workers regarding the presence and
location residual subsurface contamination at the Site.

In order to facilitate preparation of the SMP document and provide a timely review, ACDEH will email
you an example SMP illustrating the level of detail required. The electronic SMP will be provided
under a separate ACDEH correspondence.

Soil and Groundwater Management Plan (SGMP) — A SGMP describing procedures to be followed
by environmental consultants, construction contractors and workers, and other property owner
representatives during any proposed property improvements including identifying safety and training
requirements for construction workers, establishing procedures for assessing and managing
contamination. We request that you use ACDEH’'s SGMP template which will be provided to you
electronically.

Institutional Controls (ICs) — Recordation of institutional controls including a Land Use Covenant
and Disclosure Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&Rs) providing legal and administrative
controls and methods for dissemination of information to site users and occupants, property
managers and property owners to minimize risk during long term site use. ACDEH will provide the
LUC for your recordation under a separate correspondence.

Required for all environmental site data and reports performed at the subject site and/or submitted for
ACDEH review or approval

Continued GeoTracker Database Compliance — Site data and documents are maintained in the
State Water Board’'s GeoTracker website. The database acts as repositories for Portable Document
Format (PDF) files of regulatory directives and reports and has the functionality to store electronic
compliance data in Electronic Deliverable Format (EDF) including analytical laboratory data for soll,
vapor, and groundwater samples, monitoring well depth-to-water measurements, and surveyed
location and elevation data for sampling locations.

ACDEH requests you upload all historical environmental documents related to the subject site
including but not limited the new soil, soil vapor, sub-slba vapor, and groundwater analytical data,
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documents and reports, maps, and boring logs to GeoTracker. See Attachment 1 regarding
electronic submittal requests to GeoTracker. Notification of, and a list of, the documents uploaded to
GeoTracker can be emailed to my attention (Attention Drew York).
