Ms. MacLeod, and Messrs. Boisvert and Sadler: 

Alameda County Department of Environmental Health (ACDEH) staff has reviewed the case file including 
the Lead Abatement Work Plan, dated September 11, 2018.  The work plan was generated and submitted 
on your behalf by Arcadis.  The work plan was generally consistent with a scope of work discussed in the 
July 25, 2018 meeting regarding the site.  Predefined sampling locations were identified around previous 
sample locations that yielded concentrations of lead above commercial Environmental Screening Levels 
(ESLs).  Samples were proposed to be collected at these locations between 0 and 3 feet below grade 
surface (bgs), and proposed to be analyzed by a combination of field XRF data verified with analytical 
laboratory data for lead.  An additional area in the northeastern portion of the three parcels was additionally 
proposed for evaluation.  Samples will be submitted to a Treatability Lab to evaluate a variety of chemical 
reagents to determine the applicability of the reagent for lead stabilization. 

Based on ACDEH staff review of the above referenced documents and of the case file we generally concur 
with the scope of work, provided that you address the following technical comments, submit the requested 
documents, and upon ACDEH approval, perform the proposed work, and send us the technical reports 
requested below.  Please provide 72-hour advance written notification to this office (e-mail preferred to: 
mark.detterman@acgov.org) prior to the start of field activities. 

 

TECHNICAL COMMENTS 

1. Work Plan Approval – The referenced work plan proposes a series of actions with which ACDEH is 
in general agreement of undertaking; however, requests one modification.  Please submit a site 
investigation report by the date specified below. 

a. Perimeter Analytical Comparability – The work plan proposed a site-wide 10% data cross-check 
between field XRF and laboratory analytical data for comparability.  ACDEH requests the 
investigation report include a least squares linear regression analysis of the data to evaluate the 
laboratory confirmatory data as discussed in EPA Method 6200 for field XRF, with an appropriate 
correlation coefficient for the intended use of the data (screening level or statistical confidence 
level).
