This report is a summary of the groundwater monitoring well destruction conducted at the AB&lI
Foundry facility located at 7825 San Leandro Blvd (the Site) in Oakland, California (Figure 1).
The well destructions were conducted by The Source Group, Inc. (SGI) on behalf of the AB&I in
accordance with the Alameda County Public Works Agency (ACPWA) permit requirements and
the ACEH letter titled, “Request for Well Decommissioning for Fuel Leak Case No. RO0000092
and GeoTracker Global ID T0600100065, American Brass & Iron Foundry, 7825 San Leandro
Street, Oakland, CA 94621,” dated September 22, 2011.

The Site is located in a light industrial area of Oakland (Figures 1 and 2). Elmhurst Creek is
located along the southeast corner of the property (Figure 2). The monitoring wells discussed in
this closure report were formerly used to assess groundwater quality associated with seven
underground storage tanks (USTs). The locations of the subject monitoring wells are shown on
Figure 2. Available monitoring well survey and construction information are summarized in
Table 1.

All nine monitoring wells located on the Site were destroyed on October 11, 2011 in accordance
with the requirements of ACPWA. The following activities were implemented for the destruction
of the nine monitoring wells:

e SGI obtained well destruction permits from the ACPWA and arranged for the appropriate
inspections by the ACPWA. Copies of the ACPWA well permits are attached to this
letter.

o All well destruction activities were performed by Vironex, Inc of Concord, California, with
SGI supervision and ACPWA inspection.

e The ACPWA approved tremmie grouting as the appropriate method for closure of the
well casings.

o Wellhead boxes were removed and recycled onsite..

e The wells were grouted from the bottom of the well to the surfaceusing a tremmie pipe
and the surfaces were restored.

As required by the California Department of Water Resources, well destruction reports were
completed following the destruction of the monitoring wells and are attached to this letter.

There were no significant deviations from the above procedures during the work.

It shall also be the applicants responsibilities to provide to the Cities
or to Alameda County an Traffic Safety Plan for any lane closures or detours planned. No work shall begin until all the
permits and requirements have been approved or obtained.

3. Compliance with the well-sealing specifications shall not exempt the well-sealing contractor from complying with
appropriate State reporting-requirements related to well construction or destruction (Sections 13750 through 13755
(Division 7, Chapter 10, Article 3) of the California Water Code). Contractor must complete State DWR Form 188 and
mail original to the Alameda County Public Works Agency, Water Resources Section, within 60 days. Including permit
number and site map.

4. Applicant shall submit the copies of the approved encroachment permit to this office within 60 days.

5. Permittee shall assume entire responsibility for all activities and uses under this permit and shall indemnify, defend
and save the Alameda County Public Works Agency, its officers, agents, and employees free and harmless from any and
all expense, cost and liability in connection with or resulting from the exercise of this Permit including, but not limited to,
property damage, personal injury and wrongful death.

7. Permittee, permittee's contractors, consultants or agents shall be responsible to assure that all material or waters
generated during drilling, boring destruction, and/or other activities associated with this Permit will be safely handled,
properly managed, and disposed of according to all applicable federal, state, and local statutes regulating such. In no
case shall these materials and/or waters be allowed to enter, or potentially enter, on or off-site storm sewers, dry wells, or
waterways or be allowed to move off the property where work is being completed.

8. Remove the Christy box or similar structure.

Destroy well by grouting neat cement with a tremie pipe or pressure grouting (25 psi for 5min.) to the bottom of the well
and by filling with neat cement to three (3-5) feet below surface grade. Allow the sealing material to spill over the top of
the casing to fill any annular space between casing and soil.

After the seal has set, backfill the remaining hole with concrete or compacted material to match existing conditions.

9. Copy of approved drilling permit must be on site at all times. Failure to present or show proof of the approved permit
application on site shall result in a fine of $500.00.
