Background Inforflation

The property located on 3"d Street between Chester and Cypress
Streets in oakl,and, California was leased to Mr. John Bobo from
L977 to 1989 This property is part of a larger property owned
by Southern Pacific trins-portition Company (sPTc;) known as-the 5th
and Kirkham Street property. Mr. Bobo operated an automobile
disnant l ing yard dur ing his occupat ion of  the property (Bobo's
Junkyard). This work plan describes the procedures to be ueed for
assessing the presence and extent of  soi l  contaminat ion resul t ing
from the Junkyard wastes .

Scope of l{ork

SP EnvironmentaL systemg (SPEVS) proposes to place five exploratory
borings on the property in the approximate positions shown in
Figure 1,  Soi I  samples wi l l  be col lected from each bor ing for
laboratory analysis. A final report incJ-uding laboratory results
and recommendatione for remediation will be presented upon
complet ion.

Procedures

After the Underground Service Al-ert has been notified and aLl
underground utility lines identified, one exploratory boring will
be advanced in each of the locations shown in Figure 1". The boring
wiI I  be dr i l led using a truck mounted dr i l l  r ig ut i l iz ing ei ther
I inch outside diameter hollow stem augers or 5 inch diameter
flight augera, The boring will be advanced until groundwater is
encountered. which is anticipated to be at a depth of 10 feet below
grade, Upon completion, the boring wiLL be backf il-Led with a grout
bentoni te mixture.

Soil samples for Logging purposes and for laboratory analysis will
be cof lected at  the surface and at 5 foot intervals.  The samples
wi l l  be col lected within a CaLifornia modif ied spl i t  spoon sampler
dr iven into the soi l  approximately 1,8 inches. Three 2 inch
diameter by 6 inch length brass tubes will be fitted within the
sampler to retain samples. Samples for laboratory analysis wiI I
be immediately covered \,rith teffon tape, capped lcith plastic end
caps and sealed hrith black electrical tape. The samples will- be
labeled and stored in a cooled ice cheBt for storage until
delivered to a 6tate certified hazardous waste laboratorv, A chain
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of custody will be compfeted for each sample and included in the
ice chest upon shipment to the laboratory.  The soi l  samples wi l l
be analyzed for PCB's using EPA } lethod 8080'  total  petrol-eum
hydrocarbons as gasol ine (TPH-G) using EPA tr{ethod 5030/8015, total
petro.Leum hydrocarbons as diesel ( TPH-D ) us ing EPA lvlethod
3550 , /8015 ,  t o ta l  o i l  and  g rease  (TOG)  us ing  SM 503E,  vo la t i l e
organic compounds (vOC) using EPA Method 8240, and the metals
Cadmium, Chromium, Copper. Lead, Mercury, Nickel, and Zinc using
EPA l4ethod 6 010 .

The cutting generated from the borings will be contained in stee]"
drums approved for the temporary storage and transport of hazardous
wastes. Druma wi l -1 be ident i f ied as to the date of  col lect ion,
or igin of  mater ial  contained therein,  and type of mater iaL.
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
