I would like to take this opportunity to introduce myself as the new primary caseworker assigned to the above
referenced case (the “Case”). | have conducted a review of the Case file which included the following:

1. Focused Site Conceptual Model and Data Gap Investigation Work Plan dated August 15, 2017 (the “Data
Gap Work Plan”) prepared by AECOM on behalf of Equilon Enterprises LLC (Equilon) and submitted to
ACDEH as requested in ACDEH's directive letter dated March 17, 2017.

2. Pilot Test Work Plan dated June 19, 2017 (the “Pilot Test Work Plan”) prepared by AECOM on behalf of
Equilon and submitted to ACDEH as requested in ACDEH's directive letter dated March 17, 2017.

Based on my review of these two documents, | would like to schedule a stakeholders meeting. The purpose of the
stakeholders meeting is to discuss the assumptions of the conceptual site model (CSM) and the scopes of work
presented in the Data Gap Work Plan and Pilot Test Work Plan. As part of ACDEH’s review of the case file, ACDEH
conducted an Electronic Submittal of Information (ESI) compliance evaluation. Compliance issues identified are
summarized in Section I. Procedural Impediments to regulatory case closure under the LTCP identified in ACDEH’s
review of the Case file are described in Section II. Requested deliverables and technical reports are summarized in
Section III.

L GEOTRACKER ELECTRONIC SUBMITTAL OF INFORMATION COMPLIANCE

ACDEH’s review of the case file included a GeoTracker Electronic Submittal of Information (ESI) compliance audit.
GeoTracker reporting requirements are described in Section 3893 of the California Code of Regulations. Non-
compliant GeoTracker requirements identified as part of ACDEH’s compliance audit are identified in the table below:

1. GEO_XY - Surveyed latitude, longitude, and elevation data has not been uploaded for any field points
installed after 2010. Of particular note, vapor probes VP-1 through VP-14 (excluding VP-9) have not had
GEO_XY survey data uploaded;

2. GEO_BORE — Boring logs have not been uploaded MW-1 through MW-5;

3. EDF - Laboratory EDF data for several sampling events is missing. Of particular note, naphthalene has been
reported as analyzed for in soils between 5 and 10 feet below ground surface, however, corresponding ESI
for these data are not uploaded.

4. Field Point ID — Depth to top of casing and length of screened interval data is missing for all wells and soil
gas probes;

5. GEO_MAP — The last updated GEO_MAP for the Site is dated June 2013. Since June 2013, multiple
subsurface investigations. Therefore, an updated GEO_MAP must be uploaded that depicts all field points,
current and historical infrastructure, current and historic locations of UST system components, streets
bordering the Site, and other relevant features (i.e. utilities, extents of historic excavations and backfill, and
land use of adjacent properties).

IL PROCEDURAL IMPEDIMENTS

Assembly Bill 358 requires that the owner or operator transmit additional information regarding an unauthorized
release to the lead regulatory agency on a written form or using an electronic format developed by the State Water
Board (the Underground Storage Tank (UST) Site — Unauthorized Release / Contamination Report). ACDEH’s review
of the Case file indicates that an unauthorized release report has not been submitted to ACDEH for the release
associated with the Case.
