Dear Mr. Williamson:

A review of the case file for the above-referenced site indicates that your case is currently not in
compliance with Alameda County Environmental Health’s (ACEH) July 8, 2008 correspondence
(Attached), which required the implementation of corrective action with a summary report due by
February 8, 2009. Over two years have lapsed and the corrective action has not been
implemented and a report documenting the corrective action has not been received.

Implementation of site characterization and/or cleanup at this site is crucial to be protective of
human health and the environment and to move this case towards closure evaluation. Please
note that as Responsible Parties, you are required by California Code of Regulations, Title 23,
Division 3, Chapter 16, Article 11, 82720 through 82728 to characterize the site and implement
corrective action.

Also, quarterly monitoring lapsed in late 2008. ACEH requested continued quarterly monitoring in
a letter dated July 24, 2009.

In order to regain compliance, please implement the corrective action, quarterly monitoring,
submit a remediation summary report, and submit quarterly monitoring reports by the dates
specified below. Failure to submit the implement the corrective action by the due dates specified
below may result in an issuance of a Notice of Violation and possible enforcement action by the
District Attorney and/or ineligibility for reimbursement of corrective action costs incurred at the site
from the Underground Storage Tank Clean-up Fund. Furthermore, ACEH may recommend
removal of this site from the Underground Storage Tank Cleanup Fund. Pursuant to Chapter 6.7,
California Health and Safety code, civil penalties up to $10,000 for each UST for each day of
violation may be imposed. Once removed from the Clean-up Fund, the costs associated with site
characterization/site cleanup work that is required will not be reimbursed. Please note that civil
penalties for non-compliance are assessed from the original due date (February 8, 2009).

Dear Mr. Williamson:

Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) staff has reviewed the February 20, 2008 Site
nvestigation Report and Pilot Test Work Plan prepared by AEl Consultants. The investigation
report recommends and proposes a pilot test for ozone sparging and installing additional wells
and soil vapor monitoring points.

ACEH generally concurs with the proposed scope of work and requests that you address the
following technical comments, perform the proposed scope of work, and send us the technical
reports requested below. The proposed scope of work may be implemented provided that the
modifications requested in the technical comments below are addressed and incerporated during
field implementation. Submittal of a revised work plan is not required unless an alternate scope
of work outside that described in the work plan and technical comments below is proposed.

TECHNICAL COMMENTS

1. Ozone Sparge Injection Point Spacing. The proposed locations for your sparge
points are within ten feet of the monitoring compliance points, This raises {wo issues.
You will not be able to determine if the sparge point influences an area greater than the
distance to your monitoring peoints. Also, if you determine that ozone sparge is effective,
these locations will likely result in a very small effective radius, potentially causing you to
over-design your remediation system. We recommend that you consider a slightly larger
spacing.

2. Proposed Well Locations. Please proceed with installing the three additional wells that
you proposed. If you cannot obtain encroachment permits from the City of Oakland,
please proceed with installing MW-7 and begin the pilot test. You may also try pursuing
installing a well adjacent to Highway 580 if the property belongs to the California
Department of Transportation. A well located beside Chatham Road would only be an
additional 100 feet from proposed well MW-9.
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3. Soil Vapor Sampiling. ACEH requests that you follow the Depariment of Toxic
Substances Control and Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board’s January
28, 2003 Advisory - Active Soil Gas Investigations guidance for your soil vapor sampling
in paricular, testing for leaks and sample collection sections. This document
recommends that a tracer gas be used o ensure that samples are not comprised by
leakage through the seals. An enclosure can be placed over the sample port, tubing
and Summa canister so that a tracer gas be introduced and monitored during sampling.
Please inciude the tracer gas in your sample analysis for each soif vapor sample. AGEH
recommends that you use helium because of issues with isopropanol that have risen
since the document was published. For information on using a sampling enclosure and
helium, please refer to the New York State Department of Health’'s October 2006
Guidance for Evaluating Scil Vapor Intrusion in the State of New York.

Please also include tertiary butyl alcehol (TBA) In your soil vapor sampling analysis.

4. Pilot Testing and Reporting. Please insiall the sparge and monitoring wells by the
daie requested below and begin your pilot test within a month of the instaliation. As
recommended in your SWI, please submit the pilot test results report after operating the
system for two to four months or by the date listed below, whichever is sooner. Please
also include a discussion of how ozone sparge will remediate the unsaturated
contaminated soils at the site.

5. Notification Requirementis. Please notify me three business days before you begin
field work. E-mail to barbara.jakub@acgov.org is sufficient.

REQUIREMENTS

Please do not submit reports as attachments to electronic mail.

Entire report including cover letter must be submitted to the ftp site as a single portable document format (PDF)
with no password protection.

It is preferable that reports be converted to PDF format from their original format, (e.g., Microsoft Word) rather
than scanned.

Sighature pages and perjury statements must be included and have either original or electronic
signature.

Do not password protect the document. Once indexed and inserted into the correct electronic case file, the
document will be secured in compliance with the County’s current security standards and a password.
Documents with password protection will not be accepted.

Each page in the PDF document should be rotated in the direction that will make it easiest to read on a computer
monitor.
