Alameda County Environmental Health Department (ACEH) staff has reviewed the case file and
recently submitted report entitled,'Soil Gas Investigation Work Plan, Former BP Service Station
#5387', dated April 10, 2007 and prepared on your behalf by Broadbent Associates, Inc. In August
2004, prior to considering the case for regulatory case closure, ACEH requested a soil gas
investigation. The soil gas investigation was completed in December 2004; however, the
analytical data from the investigation was inconsistent, and duplicate soil gas samples collected
from the same localion showed significant disagreement. Consequently, ACEH requested that
additional soil gas sampling be completed to resolve the inconsistency.

The scope of work as propose in the Work Plan calls for the installation of 10 soil gas sample
points adjacent to the original soil gas location originally approved by ACEH in 2004. ACEH
approves of the soil gas sampling locations and sample analysis as recommended in the Work
Htan.

We request that you send us the reports described below. Please provide 72-hour advance
written notification to this office (e-mail preferred to steven.plunkett@acgov.org) prior to the start
of field activities.

Soi/ Gas lnvestigation Work PIan, your November 17, 2OO4 Active Soil Gas lnvestigation Work
PIan Addendum and the case file for the above-referenced site. We concur with your workplan
as amended provided the following conditions are met:

1. A soil gas-to-indoor air attenuation factor of 0.001 appears appropriate unless additional
information is provided. We request that you analyze a representative number (minimum
of three) of soil samples for physical properties, including: bulk density, organic carbon
content (by Walkee Black Method), soil moisture, effective permeability, porosity and.
grain size distribution. Depending on the results of these analyses, a lower attenuation
factor may be considered.

2. All soil gas samples need to be analyzed for the full suite of TO-14 chemicals, including
alkanes, aromatics, naphthalenes, etc. (approx. 60 compounds). Analysis needs to
include the leak test tracer gas(es) (i.e. shaving cream propellants).

Please implement the proposed investigation and submit the requested report following the
schedule below.

Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) has reviewed your June 3, 2004, Requesf For
Sile C/osure Stafus prepared by URS Corporation for the above-referenced site. Based upon
our review, your site does not appear to be meet the minimum criteria for case closure at this
time. To progress the case towards regulatory closure, we request that you address the
following technical comments and submit a workplan for additional characterization by the due
date specified below.

TECHNICAL COMMENTS

1 . Source Area

During the November 2002 two-phase extraction (TPE) test, URS detected up to 859,928 ugim3
GRO and 1 ,920 ug/m' benzene in vapor influent from onsite well EP-1. ln addition, URS states
in Section 3.1.3 that "elevated [dissolved] concentrations of benzene and TPHg may have
resulted from the constituents from the vadose zone flushing into the groundwater by increased
infiltration of precipitation at that time." These findings suggest that residual hydrocarbons in
vadose zone soil are not fully characterized by the analytical results presented in Table 2-2 of
the subject report. Please propose additional tiasks to further define the onsite subsurface
impact in the workplan requested below. Your workplan should include rationale supporting
proposed sampling locations including evaluation of historical investigation results.

2. Well Survey

URS states that no water wells are likely to be impacted; howevel, the August 21 , 1986 Srfe
Assessmenf lnvestigation Repoft prepared by Groundwater Technology, Inc. identified ' a
minimum of 20 permitted wells within a one mile radius of the site." The locations of these wells
never appear to have been evaluated. We request that you perform an updated well survey to
locate all wells (monitoring and production wells: active, inactive, standby, decommissioned,
abandoned and dewatering, drainage and cathodic protection wells) within a 2,000 foot radius of
the site. Submittal of maps showing the location of all wells identified in your study, and the use
of tables to report the data collected as part of your survey are required. We recommend that
you obtain well information from the State of California Department of Water Resources, at a
minimum- Please include an analysis and interpretation of your findings, and report your results
in the workplan requested below.
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3. Risk To Human Health

URS states that an evaluation of potential impacts to human health should be formed if the site
is developed for residential use. URS also states that human health can be safeguarded
through appropriate precautions for potential future onsite construction activities. ACEH concurs
with these recommendations. lf residual pollution is to be left in place, a deed restriction could
be placed on the property and a soil management plan filed with ACEH. In addition, we request
you perform an onsite soil vapor assessment. This assessment may be used to simultaneously
address Comment No. 1, above. Please perform your soil vapor survey following the guidelines
published by DTSC and the RWQCts-LAR in the January 28, 2003 Advisory - Active Soil Gas
lnvestigations. We also recommend that you evaluate your results using either the RWQCB-
SFBR ESLs or the protocol detailed in ASTM E1739-95e002) Standard Guide for Risk-Based
Conective Action Applied at Petroleum Release Sltes.

REPORT REQUEST

Please submit an Acifue So/ Gas Investigation Workplan and address the comments above by
September 30, 2004. CCR, Title 23, Chapter 16 requires your mmpliance with this request. lf it
appears as though significant delays are occuning or reports are not submitted as requested we
will consider refening your case to the County District Attorney or other appropriate agency, for
enforcement. Under Califomia Health and Safety Code, Section 25299.76, you may be subject
to civil penalties of up to $10,000 per day for each day of violation.

Hi Scott

Thanks for speaking to me today. As I mentioned, lwill provide a few items, here, for you to consider with Paul Supple
regarding this project.

. Based on current sampling data, and assuming said data are truly reflective of groundwater conditions, ldon't see a
clear need at this time to engage in the proposed H2O2 injection, for many reasons, actually. lf ARCO would still
prefer pursuing this remediation effort as a business decision, that will be up to them, and so will not be directed by
this office.

o All monitoring well screens are quite long - most are in the range of 25'with some as long as 30! Hence, l'm not
certain that the sampling data reported to date are so confidence inspiring. Long screens present sample dilution
problems, as well as problems with determining from which distinct zone of the formation contaminants are not found,
and what the concentrations may be in the vertical sense along the thickness of the water bearing formation. Perhaps
these wells should be replaced with wells with short screens (1 -3' long), strategically constructed so that only the high-
K portions of the formation are exposed to the screens, with, perhaps, multiple screen depth intervals in each general
location. This will facilitate depth-discrete data collection and evaluation. Another idea would be to perform depth-
discrete sampling within the current wells, al ambient conditions, with no purge. Just some ideas, here,

. l'm not so convinced that well A-10 is telling the story it was intended to tell, or even A-7, for that matter. I'm not
certain that we should rely on A-'10 as a marker of the distal end of the plume, even though GW flow has been shown
graphically to flow towards it. Sediments encountered in well A-7 are certainly more similar to those of A-10 - sandy
silt and silt The higher K value sands and gravels encountered at depths ranging roughly between 20 and 35' in most
other monitoring wells located east of the Hesperian Blvd. center median are missing in the sediments encountered in
A-7 and A-10. I'm not sure what to interpret from this; A-7 and A-10 could reflect the tefminus of an areally limited
sand/gravel lens seen elsewhere at the site, or it could be that the sand/gravel body is actually a bit to the south or
north. Or it could mean something else entirely. lthink this should be looked at critically.

. This all leads me to ask ARCO to put together a "Site Conceptual Model", or SCM. There is some good guidance out
thereforthis: "Strategies for Characterizing Subsurface Reieases of Gasoline Containing MIBE", API publication No.
4699, Feb. 2000; the SWRCB 'Gurdelines for lnvestigation and Cleanup of tvftBE and Other Ether-Based
Oxygenates, Final Draft", dated March 27,2000i and, the June 2002'Mass Flux Eslimates to Asslst Decision
Making", Che\\onTexaco Energy Research and Technology.

, Good cross sections are a must component of the SCM. The ones I've seen so far really aren't very good at helping
the reader to interpret the subsurface.

OK.. . .  l th ink this is a good start .

I am in receipt of ' WorkPlan for Dual-Phase Extraction Pilot Test" document dated November
1,2OO2, by Mr. Scott Robinson of URS Corporation, regarding the above referenced site. As
you are aware this document discusses uses of Dual-Phase Extraction Pilot Test to mitigate the
existing plume in soil and groundwater within northwestern dispensers. A thermal oxidizer is
proposed to treat the extracted soil vapor from EP-1 extraction piping, MW-2, and AR-2 wells,
while extracted water is proposed to be stored on site for further proper disposal as required.
This plan further proposes to extend this test for an additional five days if soil vapor
concentrations do not decline significantly.

This plan, however, does not indicate why or how this method is the preferred method of
mitigation used for the above referenced site since it is being proposeld as a mitigation
technique rather than a mere pilot test . You should perform a brief feasibility study in order to
evaluate alternatives for mitigating the exisiing plume al the above referenced site.

Please find enolosed recent correspondences regarding ARCO Products Company's (ARCO) status as a
"rosponsible party" in regard to environmental mitigation at the subject site. As we discussed on
January 24, 1996, ARCO will remain listed as a responsible party at the subject site. Per the
Califomia Code of Regulations, Title 23, Division 3, Chapter 16, Article 11, Section 2720, ARCO
satisfies two of the four definitions of a responsible party:

' 1) Any person who owns or operates an underground storage tank used for the storage of
any hazardous substance; ...

4) Any person who had or has control over an underground storage tank at the time of or
following an unauthorized release of a hazardous substance."

The other responsible party listed for this site is Thrifty Oil Company who is the cunent property
owner and former owner/operator of the underground storage tanks.

I hope this information has clarified your concerns. If you have additional questions you may contact
me at (510)567-6755.

This letter is a follow-up to our telephone conversation of December
14, 1992 and letters submitted to ARCO Products Company (ARCO)
dated November 30 and December 31 , 1992. Your November 30, '1992

letter references a December 1992 deadline for the submittal of a
remediation plan that includes the results of the recent aquifer
testing. As we discussed, ARCO had agreed in the November 19,
1992 meeting to submit the results ol the aquifer testing to the
agencies by December 25, 1992. A final report was submitted to the
Alameda County Health Care Services Agency (ACHCSA) by
Geostrategies, ARCO's consultant, in a report dated December
21 ,1992. The specific date for submittal of a remedial action plan
was not discussed during the November 19, 1992 meeting though
startup of the remediation system was estimated to be early
August, 1993. During our conversation we discussed esiimated
dates for completion of specific milestones leading up to startup of
the remediation system.

Your November 30, 1992 letter also referred to the presence of lead
in a groundwater sample. I think your concern stems from our
consultants slatement during the November 19, 1992 meeting when
Mr. Vargas of Geostrategies stated that a sample of groundwater
was to be collected during the aquifer test and analyzed for lead. No
lead was detected in the sample.

Your December 31 , 1992 letter questioned the effective capture zone
of groundwater recovery well AR-1 based on the aquifer test results
(Geostrategies, December 21 , 1992). ARCO agrees that these values
are theoretical and are based on short-duration tests. However,
ARCO has and will continue lo require that our consultants evaluate
and compare the performance of the remediation systems with
estimated values presented in the remedial action plan. Based on
the resulis of the performance evaluation, ARCO will modify the
remediation system when applicable. As you requested, the
performance evaluation will address the effectiveness of
groundwater remediation in the vicinity of wells A-4 and A-5.

In addition to the people that were present for the entire mLeettng, during discussion of
ARCO Statior 5387 were Ms. Jutiet Shin of AC[ICS,! Mr. John Vargas of GeoStrategies
Inc., and Mr. Hugh Mnrphy and Mr. Jay Swardenski of the City of Ilayward Fire
Department,

Mr. Vargas described the status of the investigatiol and planned site activities. Previous
work involved installation of seven groundwater monitoring wells and drilling a^nd sampling
of four borings. Current work invoived three phases which will be presented itr an upcoming
report. This report is in draft stage and will be submitted within one month. Phase One
involved the installation of two groundwater monitoring wells and one gtoundwater recovery
well. Phase Two involved monitoring and sampling of all site orplls qnd Phase Three
involved aquifer testing. In addition, a groundwater monitoring well was installed down-
gradient and across Hesperian Boulevard on November t8, lgm. The extent of
hydrocarbon impacted groundwater appears to be delineated on tle upgradient and cross-
gradient directions. Sampling data from the newly installed well is necessary to assess the
down-gradient extent of hydrocarbons. None of the ARCO groundwater monitoring wells
conta'in floating product.

There are four other environmental cases in the vicinity of the ARCO Statiot These
include the former Texaco Station/E>xon, LINOCAL Station, Shell Station, and
Beacon f N)iarce Station Of these, only the Beacon/Alliance Station is currently in
operation. {s6e1ding to a Hardiag Ialnon Associates Report concerning the former
Texaco Statior4 an extensive iloating product plume appears to be originating from the
Beacon/Alliance Station- Mr. Hugh Murphy informed Mr. Michael Whelan that his offrces
(City of Hayward Fire Department) have additional data pertaining to tlese cases, Mr.
Murphy stated that two letters of violation have been subnined to Beacon/Alliance
conceming their site but as yet, the City of Hayward Fire Departmetrt has not received a
response.

Ms. Juliet Shin 651"6 if leaded gas was ever present on-site and if lead analysis was
performed. ARCO agreed to look into this question

Due to time required to complete the site assessmen! the remediation time schedule should
be shifted 4-months. This will make JuIy, 1993 be the estimated date for start-up of the
interim remediation system at the site. Remediation activities at the ARC0 Sewice Station
will be carefully monitored so that other nearby contamination problems will not be pulled
toward the ARCO Station.

Upon completion of discussion for this site, l/s. Juliet Shin and Mr. John Vargas exited the
meeting as this was the only site itr which they were specifically involved with.

ARCO Station 3ffl,299ffi Mission Blvd., Hayvard, California.

Discussion of this site included mention that the downgradicnt offsirc monitoring wells
(MW6 through MW-8) had been installed and sampled and groundrrater s"mples collected
from the ofisite wells (MW-6 througb MW-8) contained nondetec'table a.mounts of gasoline
hydrocarbons. AdditionallS eight vapor extraction wells were installed for use in the interim
soil remediation system at the site. A work plan outlining three proposed additional onsite
groundwater monitoring well installations and the report of tle results of the installation of
the ofBite monitoring wells and eight onsite vapor extraction wells is due to the City of
Hayward and the RWQCB before Christnas, 1992.

Mr. Hugh Murphy raised concerns about halogenated volatile organic compounds (VOG)
previously detected in groundwater samples collected from former nonitoring well MW-i
(located near the former waste oil tank) and also mentioned that petroleum hydrocarbons
were detected in soil samples collected during the recent removal of the oil/water
separatoy'clarifier at the site, as stated in the City of Ilayrard Fire Department letter to
ARCO dated October 2'7, L992. Mr. Murphy requested, and Mr. So concurred, that in
addition to analyses for gasoline compounds, that groundwater samples collected from
monitoring well MW-3 be analyzed for VOC-s using EPA Method 8240 in futrue monitoring
events. Vf!V-3 was chosen as it is located relatively downgradient from the former waste-oil
tark and former oil/water sepi[ator locations. Ascol.ling to Mr. Murphy, these revisions
to the curretrt monitoring program will address the City of llayward's corcerns related to
the former oil/water separator/clarifier.

It was explained that the engineering plans arrd specifications had been finalizsd 1et th.
interim remediation system to be installed at the site and that the bid had been awarded to
the construction contractor. Procurement of necessary equipment has been idtiated and the
estimated date for commencement of construction activities is on or before February 1,
1993. This construction date allows for an estimated system start-up date for system testing
and operation by mid-March, 1993,

ARCO Station 1319, 365 Jackson Str€et, Ha''nard, California.

Discussion concerning this site began with Mr. Murphy asking why the groundwater
elevations measnred in on-site monitoring well lvfW-l (located within the former gasoline
tank pit) were not used for gradient calculation Mr. Coffman explained that groundwater
elevations h MW-1 were anornalously high compared with measured elevations ftom the
other nearby wells, Two possible explanations were provided for tlese high groundwater
elevations in MW-l: that this was part of the effect ftom being co$tructed within the
former tank pit, which allows for preferential water draiaage into MW-l; an4 that field
personnel had consistently reported that MW-l was under positive Pressure which was
noticeable upon opening the sealed well cap duriag monitoring events. Disctssion ensued
concerning the positive pressure on the well and Mr. Murphy epressed concerns tlat if
hydrocarbon vapors were being released upon opening the well, that tbere is a possibility
this could pose a potential fue or explosive hazard. It was decided that Mr. Murphy would
discuss this with Fire Department personnel and possibly arrange a site meeting to examine
the well.

It was discussed that two oftsite groundwater nonitoring wells (MW-9 and MW-10) had
been installed across Jackon and Sycamore Streets fron the site. There were some three
months delay in the installation of well MW-9 due to obtaining an encroachment permit
from Cal Traas. Mr, Cofforan provided copies of laboratory analytical results of soil and
groundwater samples collected during installation of the off-site wells. These results showed
groundwater from well MW-10, located off-site and upgradient from the ARCO site,
contained elevated levels of gasoline hydrocarbons, Mr. Coffrnan had obtained historical
aerial photographs of the site vicinity which showed a former gasoline existed itr the general
vicinity that ofbite weil MW-10 is located. The site is currently occupied by a seven-eleven
store which does not sell gasoline. The ofbite monitoring well (MW-9) located coss
gradient ftom ttre ARCO site contained nondetectable amounts of gasoline hydrocarbons
in groundwater samples. A report detailing results of the investigation related to the
installation of the offsite monitoring wells and an addendum to work plan proposing
installation of additional onsite vapor extraction wells, an onsite groundwater recovery well,
and performance of an aquifer test is due to the City of Hayward and the RWQCB before
Christmas, 1992. The report deteiling results of additional well installations and aquifer test
is due for submittal on April 1, 1993. d pgngdiel dctisr Plan is due for zubmittal on May
1, 1993. [stnilsd engineering desigp for the interim remedi;ation qntem at the site is due
to be completed by July 1, 1993.

Discussion concerning tle location of monitoring well MW-7, near the former waste-oil talk
foilowed. Mr. Murphy and Mr. So expressed concerDs that MW-7 was cross-gradient and
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not downgradient from the former waste-oil tank It was agreed that at least another
quarter of monitoring to coUect additional data to better establish the direction of
groundwater flow would take place before a decision would be reac'hed whether to
discontinue sampling MW-7 and install an additional well dorvngradient from the former
vy251g-sil fank

Based on work currently performed at the site, Mr. Coffrnan and Mr. Whelan said the
engineering design for an interim remediatiotr system for this site should be completed and
sent out for construction bids by Sepember, llD3. This estimated schedule would allow for
an estimated constructiotr commetrcement date of November, 1993. Estimated testing and
start-up of the system is mid - to - late Decenber, 1993. Mr. So questioned the amount of
time required for ARCO to construct these systems. Mr. Whelan explained in the past year,
ARCO has learned it takes approximately 9 to 11 montbs to get from the end of site
characterization phase to start-up of these systems. Many of the delays were due to
permittilg problems including some cases in which the permitting proccss was almost
complete and cities have re-zoned the areas, which has caused sigdficant (up to three or
more months) additional delays. Permitting delays have also been encountered in derlings
with sanitary districts and the Bay Area Air auatty Management District. Other delays
have been associated with slow manufacturer delivery of large pieces of remediation
equipment such as catalytic and thermal oxiden.

Mr. So remarked that the monthly site status updates provided for tle sites under his
jurisdiction were vague and lacked specific dates for completion of certain tas}s. He
requested that tlese monthly updates be made more time specific and that they show more
commitment on ARCO's part for completing thingF within givcn tirne ftames. ARCO
agreed to revise the monthly reports.

Mr. Whelan said he would write a letter to Mr. So citing specific examples of delays ARCO
had encoultered in getting some of these systems irutalled and operational.

Upon completion of discussion concerning this site, Mr. Hugb Murphy and Mr' Jay
Swardenski excused themselves from tle meeting as they were not involved in the sites to
be discussed which are located in Livermore. California-
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ARCO Station 771,8W Rincon Ava, Livernore, California.

Discussion about this site began by Ms. Susan Hugo and Mr. Jocl Coffman meDtioning that
the owner of property imrnediately adjacent to the ARCO site had refused to allow ARCO
to install grouadrvater monitoring wells on the property, Mr. So suggested that Ms. tlugo
try and schedule a meeting between herself, ARCO, and the property owner. It was noted
that three written requests had already been made and that the Property owner had spoken
with Mr. Coffuan and Ms. Hugo concerning this matter. lvfs. Hugo said the Property owner
would allow installation of the wells if ARCO would sign aD agre€ment in advance that
whatever contamination may be found in soil or groundrrater during the well installations
would be the sole responsibility of ARCO. Mr. Whelan e.rqlained that ARCO is wilfing to
clean up soils and groundwater impacted by petroleun hydrocarbons which originate from
ARCO-owned sites, but ARCO will not sigu license agreements granting blanket
indemnifrcation for any and all soil/groundwater contamitralts.

Mr. Cofhan showed Mr. So and Ms. Hugo proposed new locations for three offlsite
monitoring wells which will be located withitr City of Livermore rigbt of ways. Mr. So and
lds. Hugo agreed with the proposed new well locations and requested a letter be setrt with
a Plate showing the proposed locations in lieu of a new work plan addendum- She
stipulated that upon gaining access, at least two additional wells would need to be placed
upon the adjacent property in the future. The report dsteiling the results of the offsite
monitoriag well installations is due to the RWQCB and ACIICSA by March 1" 1993.

It was explained that this site was on schedule for installation and start-up of the interim
remediation system at the site atrd that construction of the system had commenced on
November 9, L9Y2.

Ms. Hugo pointed out to Mr. Whelan that in the underground tank replacement report
prepared by RO(JX Associates, tlere were no maaifest forms included to docunent disposal
of the former tadc. Mr. Whelan agreed to provide these manifest forms.

ARCO Station 6L13, 785 E. Stanley Blvd., Livermon' Cslifomia.

Discussion about this site commenced with Mr, Coffrttatt discussing the existence of two
shallow water-bearing zones at the site. The shallowest zong in which wells MW'l through
MW-4 are constructed, has contaiaed little or no water for the past year and the deeper
zone, in which weils MW-5 through MW-9 are constructed has seen water levels decrease
signifigatrtlt (several feet) during the past quarter. Mr. So explained that the City of
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Livermore h3s many large pumping wells used as domestic supply wells and that pumping
of these wells may be partially responsible for the drop in water levels. He asked if RESNA
had conducted a well search to identi$ wells located within L /2 mile of ttre site and if water
temperature data had been collected ftom the monitoring weils. Mr. Cof8nan said he would
hvestigate this further. Mr. So requested that upon installation of a groutrdwater recovery
well, that ARCO continuously sample the soil borfug to verify that an aquitard exisu
between the shallow and deep two water-bearing zones at the site.

Mr. Coffman explained that additional borings, monitoring wells, and two vapor exnaction
wells had been installed at the site recently and that ARCO currently had the report draft
for review. Mr. Whelan said this report would be issued to the RWQCB and ACHCSA in
final form by Christmas, 1992. Ia addition, a work plan proposing additional onsrte arxd
initial offsite monitoring wells, additional onsite vapor extraction wells, a groundwaler
recovery well, and perforrnance of an aquifer test would be delivered to the RWQCB and
ACHCSA by January 1, 1993. The report detailing results of these well installations and
aquifer test is due to the RWQCB aud ACHCSA by April 15, 1993. Other time tables for
commencement or completion of work related to this site include a Remedial Action Plan
is due to the RWQCB and ACHCSA by May 15, 193. Engineering desip should be
completed by July 15, 1993 and bid requests sent out and awarded to wioning constructiotr
contractor by August 30, 1993. This will allow for constnrction of an interim remediation
system at the site to commence by November 1, 1993.

Ms. Hugo requested that when water is present in groundwater monitoring well MW-1 that
samples collected from the well be subnitted for TOG analysis as it is located downgradient
from the former waste oil tank.

Upon conclusion of discussion for this site, the meeting adjourned at approdmately 5:15
