Alameda County Department of Environmental Health (ACDEH) staff has reviewed the above-referenced
fuel leak case file for proposed case closure pursuant to California Health and Safety Code (H&SC) Section
25296.10 and the State Water Board's Low-Threat Underground Storage Tank Case Closure Policy
(LTCP). Based on our review, ACDEH has determined that the site appears to qualify for case closure and
therefore, no further action related to the underground storage tank fuel release is required at this time.
ACDEH has sent out the enclosed public participation fact sheet (Attachment 1), which describes the site
and the proposed case closure. Public comments on the proposed case closure will be accepted for a
period of sixty (60) days beginning May 7, 2018 through July 6, 2018. ACDEH will send you written
notification if any comments are received. ACDEH will consider all comments from the public prior to
potential case closure and will respond to all comments prior to issuance of the Remedial Action Completion
Certificate (RACC).

Prior to case closure you must complete the following actions:
1. Notify all current record owners of fee title to the site in accordance with H&SC 25297.15;

2. Remove all waste piles, drums, debris and other investigation or remediation derived material in
accordance with State laws.

Therefore at this juncture, ACDEH requests that you address the following comments, perform the
proposed work, and submit the documents requested below by the associated compliance dates. Upon
completion of the public comment period and receipt of the requisite documents, ACDEH will close the case
and issue a Remedial Action Completion Certificate (RACC).
