DISCUSSION:

Monthly compliance samples were collected on July 22, 2004, and analyzed for gasoline range organics
(GRO), benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and total xylenes (BTEX), and fuel oxygenates by EPA Method
8260B. Methy! tert Butyl Ether (MTBE) was detected above the laboratory reporting limit in the influent
sample (INF) and the sample collected between the primaty and secondary carbon vessels (MID-1) at
concentrations of 15 pg/I and 1.6 pg/L, respectively. No other constituents were detected above the
laboratory reporting limits.
