Site History and Description of Corrective Actions:

In preparation to close a case for a 550 gallon underground tank (UST) located South of the Alameda County Fire
Station #3, one soil sample was collected from the undisturbed soils beneath each end of the tank. Total hydrocarbons
as diesel (TPHd) was detected in the soil sample at concentrations of 9.0 and 16 mg/kg, respectively. The total
recoverable Oil and Grease was 220 and 280 mg/kg respectively. The UST which was adjacent to the property line and
storage shed was removed on January 9, 1989.

The depth of excavation at the time of removal may have reached five feet on the initial removal of the tank.
Additional soil was removed, stockpiled on visqueen totaling 24 tons on April 17", 1989, and then disposed of at an
approved landfill facility. Two additional soil samples were taken from the bottom of the excavation and composited
for analysis. These samples were analyzed for TPHd, Benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, xylenes, as well as several other
Volatile Organics by GC/MS (EPA8240). The results from the test were non detectable.

The final depth of excavation may have reached eight feet which was approximately four feet below the bottom of the
tank. This was still above the elevation of reported ground water found at 8.5 feet below ground surface (bgs) found at
the nearby Kentwood Apts. on March 23™ 2004. A report filed on May 11", 1989 by Ensco indicates that the hole left
behind from the tank was filled with clean soil and sealed with asphalt and no appreciable contamination presently
exists within the tank excavation.
