Dear Responsible Parties: 

Alameda County Department of Environmental Health (ACDEH) staff has reviewed the case file including 
the Third Quarter 2017 Groundwater Monitoring and Sampling Report, dated November 16, 2017, and the 
Feasibility Study / Corrective Action Plan (FS/CAP), dated December 1 2017.  The report were prepared 
and submitted on your behalf by GHD Services, Inc (GHD).  Thank you for submitting the reports. 

The referenced FS/CAP report included only the feasibility study portion of the title, and did not include a 
work plan for undertaking a pilot test recommended in the report.  The report did however provide a review 
of site data with respect to the State Water Resources Control Board’s (SWRCBs) Low Threat Underground 
Storage Tank Case Closure Policy (LTCP). 

The FS report recommended a three month pilot test.  Please note that this constitutes Interim Remedial 
Action, is not a pilot test, and does not incorporate a public comment period. 

Based on the recently submitted report, ACDEH has evaluated the data and recommendations presented 
in the above-mentioned reports, in conjunction with the case files, to determine if the site is eligible for 
closure as a low risk site under the LTCP.  Based on ACDEH staff review, we have determined that the site 
fails to meet the LTCP General Criteria f (Secondary Source Removal) and the Media-Specific Criteria for 
Groundwater, and the Media-Specific Criteria for Direct Contact (lacking naphthalene concentrations in 
shallow soil in the source area; see GeoTracker for an updated version). 

Based on the review of the case file ACDEH requests that you address the following technical comments 
and send us the documents requested below. 

 

TECHNICAL COMMENTS 

1. Pilot Test Work Plan – In order to undertake the proposed pilot test, ACDEH requests the generation 
of a pilot test work plan, and its submittal by the date referenced below.  Please note that ACDEH 
cannot approve a three month pilot test.  Pilot tests are short term in duration in order to determine if 
the proposed approach may work at a particular site. 

2. Groundwater Monitoring – In an effort to collect data quickly, please place wells MW-11 and MW-12 
on a quarterly groundwater monitoring and sampling basis.  ACDEH requests an additional effort to 
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sample well MW-11 which has not been sampled since installation due to the presence of a park car.  
Please submit reports by the dates identified below.

All work plans, technical reports, or technical documents submitted to ACDEH must be accompanied by a cover letter from the 
responsible party that states, at a minimum, the following: “I have read and acknowledge the content, recommendations and/or 
conclusions contained in the attached document or report submitted on my behalf to the State Water Board’s GeoTracker 
website.”  This letter must be signed by the Responsible Party, or legally authorized representative of the Responsible Party.   
 
PROFESSIONAL CERTIFICATION & CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS 
The California Business and Professions Code (Sections 6731, 6735, and 7835) requires that work plans and technical or 
implementation reports containing geologic or engineering evaluations and/or judgments be performed under the direction of 
an appropriately licensed or certified professional and include the professional registration stamp, signature, and statement of 
professional certification.
