I have focused mainly on the Former BP Station No. 11104 (RO_0000281) due to the 
discovery of free product in recovery well RW-1 located adjacent to the underground storage 
tank pit in during the Third Quarter 2011 and 1st Quarter 2012 groundwater monitoring events.  
 
"First Quarter 2012 Monitoring Report (March 30, 2012, Broadbent & Associates, Inc.) In 
August 2011, BAI reportedly collected a sample of the free product in recovery well RW-1 and 
one sample each from the low, mid, and high octane unleaded gasoline dispensers. The four 
samples were submitted to Torkelson Geochemistry, Inc. to be analyzed by capillary gas 
chromatography analysis. Based on the results of the hydrocarbon fingerprint analysis, 
Torkelson concluded that the chromatogram of the free product in well RW-1 has some of the 
characteristics of a middle distillate either diesel fuel or fuel oil, and states that although the 
RW-1 chromatogram is not typical of diesel or fuel oil chromatograms he has seen, it does not 
rule out the possibility that RW-1 is some unique formulation of diesel fuel or fuel oil. 
 
Based on these results, both Broadbent and Closure Solutions conclude that the free product in 
well RW-1 cannot be identified and does not appear to be a fuel product from site operations. 
 
However, based on a discussion with ACEH CUPA, subsequent to ConocoPhillips sale of the 
station to United Brothers Enterprise, Inc. (UBE) in 2009, the 6,000 gallon gasoline tank was 
replaced with a 6,000 gallon steel diesel tank in the same year. ACEH is concerned that in light 
of the discovery of free product in the well and the existence of a diesel tank at the site, that 
neither Broadbent nor Closure Solutions has made recommendations for interim corrective 
actions and that Closure Solutions contends that the site is still a candidate for low-risk closure. 
I will be submitting a formal directive letter requesting further site investigation, however 
advise Atlantic Richfield Company to be proactive in this matter.

This is a detailed, thorough, and complete Case Closure Request Report. Only data significant 
for our report is presented below. 
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In Section 1.2 "Site Background" of this Report, it is stated "The Site has operated as a 
gasoline fueling station since the environmental case was open in 1990."??? 
 
Free product has been removed to the extent possible free product has not been detected at the 
Site during monitoring history at the Site, with the following exception. Recently, a thin 
(maximum thickness of 0.06 feet) has been measured in RW-1 during the third quarter 2011, 
first quarter 2012, and third quarter 2012. A thin sheen was noted during the first quarter 2013, 
however the thickness of this product was too thin to be measured. At the time when the 
LNAPL was first noted during the third quarter 2011, a sample of this product was collected 
and submitted for fingerprinting analysis. The chromatogram pattern which the product 
resembled most closely was the diesel standard, but was not completely similar. However, it 
was determined in this reporting that the LNAPL was not gasoline product. 
 
As described in the Site history (Appendix A), BP operated a service station from 1983 to 
1994, at which time it was sold to ConocoPhillips. The station currently dispenses diesel, 
however, BP never dispensed diesel during its historic fueling operations. In addition, a records 
review at the ACEH CUPA department noted that the current UST used for diesel storage 
located directly adjacent to RW-1, the well where the LNAPL has been measured. During the 
most current groundwater monitoring and sampling event, LNAPL observed in well RW-1 was 
sampled and GRO was detected at a concentration of 110 ug/L, a concentration not indicative 
of proximity to free-phase gasoline. Therefore, the LNAPL noted during recent monitoring 
events is a result of former BP service station operations. It is unclear if the source of the 
LNAPL noted is from the adjacent diesel USTs or an incidental surface spill from an adjacent 
planter or crack in the station paving. Additionally, no LNAPL has been observed in adjacent 
well MW-1, indicating the current lateral extent of any LNAPL is small. Since none of these 
sources are from BP operations, the free-product is not the responsibility of ARC to remove. 
Since no other free product has been observed at the Site, it has been “removed to the extent 
possible.” 
 
Wells were installed in 1992 and 1993, soil samples from 4.5 to 6 feet bgs were collected in 
each of these locations. A full suite of VOCs were analyzed for the sample from MW-3 (near 
the waste oil tank), including naphthalene, and none were detected above reporting limits.

In 1983, three single wall fiberglass gasoline underground storage tanks (UST; 12,000 gallon, 
10,000 gallon, and 6,000 gallon), one waste oil UST, and single wall fiberglass product piping 
were installed at the Site.

SANBORN FIRE INSURANCE MAPS REVIEW 

 

The Sanborn Map Company produced a series of large-scale maps, dating from 1867 to the 
present and depicting the commercial, industrial, and residential sections of some twelve 
thousand cities and towns in North America. The maps show significant detail regarding 
dwellings, commercial buildings, and factories. Where available, Sanborn maps are a valuable 
source of information about past land uses. Sanborn maps were originally created in the late 
1800s and early 1900s for assessing fire insurance liability in urbanized areas of the United 
States.  These maps include detailed town and building information.  

 

Fire insurance maps that include the subject property were requested from Environmental Data 
Resources, Inc. (EDR) of Milford, Connecticut.  ALFA reviewed Sanborn Fire insurance maps 
obtained from EDR’s collection on April 25, 2014 - copy attached.   
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In 1897, a chinese laundry existed on site at #1720 in its southern portion (see attached Sanborn 
map). The street was labeled "Seventh formerly Webster" and a dwelling existed at #1722. Vacant 
land existed to the east and across Buena Vista Avenue to the north. Vacant land and a few 
dwellings existed to the northwest, west, and south. 

In 1948 and 1950 two gasoline stations were observed. The subject property gasoline station is 
located in the southeastern corner of the intersection of Webster St. and Buena Vista Ave. at 
#1720 Webster St. 

The following labels noted on site on this map: "GAS & OIL"-gasoline and oil in the 
northwestern portion of the site, "GR & CONC"-gravel and concrete northwest of the building, 
a building labeled "GREAS'G" and "NO CH."-no chimney. Two USTs observed north and 
west of the building, respectively. The site addresses are #1720 Webster Street and #704 Buena 
Vista Avenue.  

A smaller UST oriented approximately northwest-southeast labeled "WO"-waste oil is located 
in the southeastern portion of the subject property. 

According to the Sanborn Fire Insurance Map, in 1948 and 1950 a gasoline station labeled 
"GREAS'G"-greasing and "GAS & OIL" - gasoline and oil was located at the adjacent site to 
the north across Buena Vista Avenue (#1802 Webster St.). Two USTs existed next to the site 
building. 

Apartments and dwellings existed at adjacent sites to the northeast, east, and south and 
commercial buildings including some areas labeled auto repair/paint spraying, auto body shop, 
and used cars at the adjacent site to the southwest across Webster St. and an area labeled 
Welding and Auto Painting noted far to the west at #650 Buena Vista Ave. 

In 1987, the shape of the USTs and structures on site has changed; two iron USTs are drawn as 
two circles in the northwestern portion of the site and a rectangle structure is drawn east of the 
USTs. No area is labeled as waste oil on this map. 

The shape of the structure and UST locations at the fuel station (labeled "filling station") at 
#1802 Webster St., the adjacent site to the north, across Webster St. has changed. An area 
across Webster St. to the west is labeled "Used Cars". 
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LOCAL CITY DIRECTORIES REVIEW 

 
City directories have been produced for most urban and some rural areas since the late 1800s.  
The directories are generally not comprehensive and may contain gaps in time periods. 
ALFA reviewed historical city directories obtained from Environmental Data Resources, Inc. 
(EDR) of Milford, Connecticut. on April 25, 2014 for past names and businesses that were listed 
for the subject property and adjacent properties.  The findings are presented in the following 
tables:

In 1943, "Gibson Wm W Jessie, Gas Station located" at #1801 Webster St. is listed at the adjacent site 
northwest of the intersection Webster St. / Buena Vista Ave. 
Since 1933, the adjacent property to the north across Buena Vista Avenue located at #1802 Buena Vista 
Ave. is listed as a fuel station as follows: Standard Station (1933-1935), Station Inc., gas station (1939), 
Chevron Station (1975-2008) 
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In 1955, "B & L Cleaners" is listed at the adjacent site to the northwest across the intersection 
Webster St. / Buena Vista Ave. at #653 Buena Vista Ave. 
 

 
CONCLUSIONS 
 
The following environmental conditions were identified at the subject Property and in the 
immediate surrounding areas implying the use of gasoline, diesel, engine oils, waste oil storage, 
volatile organics, other hazardous materials, etc.: 
 
A "chinese laundry" existed on site between approximately 1897-1911 

 

A garage, fuel station, repair, and auto parking existed on site between approximately 1915-
1933.  

 

A fuel station existed at the adjacent site to the north 1802 Webster St. since approximately 
1933. 

 

A gasoline station was located in 1943 at #1801 Webster St., the adjacent site to the northwest.  

 

In 1955, "B & L Cleaners" is listed at #653 Buena Vista Ave (adjacent). 

 

Since approximately 1937 the subject Property was fuel station. The subject Property 
structures, UST locations and number have changed at least four times within the last 77 years.  

 

During these 77 years, the gasoline and/or diesel USTs have been located in the central-
western and north-northwestern portions of the subject Property and the Waste Oil USTs have 
been located at different locations in the southeastern corner of the subject Property. 

 

Based on the 1948 and 1950 Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps and City Directories discussed 
above, the first Waste Oil UST was installed in the late-1930's south of the building. According 
to LOP, the 550-gallon waste oil tank (apparently the waste oil UST installed in the late-
1930's) was removed from the site. The removal date is unknown. 
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The other three Waste Oil USTs at this site have been installed and removed and replaced in 
1983, 1987, 1990, and finally removed in 2013. These other three Waste Oil USTs have been 
located approximately at same location in the area of the last Waste Oil UST removed in 2013. 

 

The old 550-gallon WOT was located in the central-southern portion of the site (see 1948 and 
1950 Sanborn Maps) and the other three WOT have been located at another approximate 
location east-southeast of the site building. 

 

TOG, TPH-D and HVO was Not Detected in a soil sample collected in 1992 from MW-3 next 
to an "underground waste oil tank" 

 

Currently, the USTs are cathodically protected steel, double-walled underground storage tanks 
(UST). The USTs are equipped with electronic leak detection, overfill and spill prevention 
devices. The piping is monitored via electronic leak According to reports on the tightness 
testing provided (attached)  there has been no indication of a release from the current tank 
system. 

 

In an e-mail dated June 22, 2012, Mr. Dilan Roe of ACHCSA evaluated the analytical results 
of the free product from the recovery well RW-1 and one sample each from the low, mid, and 
high octane unleaded gasoline dispensers. "The chromatogram of the free product in well RW-
1 has some of the characteristics of a middle distillate either diesel fuel or fuel oil, and stated 
that although the RW-1 chromatogram is not typical of diesel or fuel oil chromatograms seen, 
it does not rule out the possibility that RW-1 is some unique formulation of diesel fuel or fuel 
oil." 

 
In 2009, ConocoPhillips sold the station to United Brothers Enterprise, Inc. (UBE), who 
subsequently replaced the 6,000 gallon gasoline tank with a 6,000 gallon steel diesel tank in 
the same year.  

 

During the third quarter 2011 routine monitoring and sampling event, 0.06 feet of light non-
aqueous phase liquid (LNAPL) was measured in well RW-1. In August 2011, a fuel fingerprint 
samples of LNAPL was collected from well RW-1, and from the gasoline dispensers. Based on

the analytical results, RW-1 had some of the characteristics of a middle distillate either diesel 
fuel or fuel oil. Based on these results, "the free product in RW-1 cannot be identified and does 
not appear to be a fuel product from former operations at the Site". 

 

One 1,000-gallon waste oil underground storage tank (UST) was removed on September 6, 
2013 from the subject site. Concentrations up to 30.9 mg/ kg TPHd and 213 mg/ kg TPHmo 
were detected in soil, and concentrations up to 18,200 micrograms per liter (μg/l) TPHd and 
46,200 μg/I TPHmo were detected in groundwater.  

 

 

Based on historical data presented above, City Directories dating back to 1884, Sanborn Fire 
Insurance Maps dating back to 1897, and  a thorough review of all environmental documents 
dating back to 1990, the following conclusion are presented below: 

 

1. Off-site sources such as car repair shops, a laundry, paint shops, a gas station existed in the 
last approximately 80 years in the immediate surrounding areas. Based on type of soils, (sand 
and silty sand) in the area, groundwater flow direction and gradient, and an assumed high 
permeability and conductivity, we evaluate the potential of impact of contaminants from off-
site sources to be high. 

 

2. On-site sources of contaminants consist of gasoline, diesel, engine oil, and waste oil from 
the USTs which existed on site in the last approximately 77 years and engine oil, gasoline, and 
VOCs compounds used at repair shops. As mentioned above, sand and silty sand exist in the 
subject Property area, high permeability and conductivity soils exist on-site. groundwater flow 
direction is north-northwest to north-northeast and the gradient average is 0.005 ft/ft,; however, 
the groundwater flow direction is likely affected by numerous excavations done when USTs 
where removed/replaced. It is common in California, multiple environmental cases, open 
and/or closed, be listed under same address in the SWRCB's Geotracker, DTSC's EnviroStor, 
and Cal EPA's Envirofacts databases. Therefore, we concur with Broadbent request for Low-
Threat Risk UST Case Closure request and believe the environmental case regarding the 
gasoline impacted groundwater should be closed. 
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3. The gasoline UST was converted to a diesel UST in 2009. After two years, in 2011, free 
product, a light non-aqueous phase liquid (LNAPL) was measured in well RW-1. Based on the 
analytical results, RW-1 had some of the characteristics of a middle distillate either diesel fuel 
or fuel oil. Based on these results, "the free product in RW-1 cannot be identified and does not 
appear to be a fuel product from former operations at the Site". 

 

It is unusual to detect suddenly free product in RW-1, a well monitored for years. As 
mentioned above, "the free product in RW-1 does not appear to be a fuel product from former 
operations at the Site" It is our professional opinion, the source of this free product 
contamination is unknown and the source is not likely the diesel UST installed two years prior 
to free product detection.  

 

4.  One 1,000-gallon waste oil underground storage tank (UST) was removed on September 6, 
2013 from the subject site. Concentrations up to 30.9 mg/ kg TPHd and 213 mg/ kg TPHmo 
were detected in soil, and concentrations up to 18,200 micrograms per liter (μg/l) TPHd and 
46,200 μg/I TPHmo were detected in groundwater. No holes were noted in the waste oil UST. 

 

As mentioned above, in the last 77 years waste oil USTs have been located at different 
locations in the southeastern corner of the subject Property. A repair shop and hoists also 
existed next to the waste oil UST area. The removal of the 550-gallon waste oil UST which 
existed (or still exists) approximately 20 ft west of the 2013 removed waste oil UST is not 
documented. Therefore, the possible source of TPHd and TPHmo contamination detected in 
2013 could be from any of these locations.  
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RECOMMENDATIONS 

 

On March 25, 2014 in a letter titled "Notice of Responsibility, Fuel Leak Case No. R00000281 
and GeoTracker Global ID T0600101651 , 1716 Webster Street, Alameda, CA 94501" the 
current property operator Delong Liu of Delong Oil, Inc. was named "Responsible Party"  

 

Delong Oil, Inc. purchased the subject Property in 2009. In 2013, part of  the property 
development, Delong Oil voluntarily paid for an 1,000-gallon waste oil UST removal. As 
documented throughout this Report, historically, potential off-site and on-site sources of 
contamination existed well before Property's acquisition. 

 

Delong Oil name should be removed from the "Responsible Parties" list.
