REPORT ON GROUND-WATER SAMPLING

Dear Mr. Muniz:

ENGEOQ Incorporated is pleased to provide the results from the most recent sampling and laboratory
testing of the existing ground-water monitoring well located at 2253 Fifth Street in Livermore,

California. This report presents the results of the February 2001 sampling event. The scope of
services included the following:

¢ Purging of the monitoring well with the recovery of a ground-water sample.
» Laboratory analysis of the ground-water sample.
¢ Preparation of this letter report.

GROUND-WATER SAMPLING

Field work was conducted on February 6, 2001. Prior to sampling, the depth to ground water was
verified, and more than four casing volumes of water were removed from the well. The monitoring
well was purged using a submersible electric pump. Water-quality parameters including
temperature, pH and conductivity were monitored to allow for adequate purging. The ground-water
sample was collected for laboratory testing using a disposable polyethylene bailer. The sample was
‘then decanted into pre-cleaned laboratory glassware and cooled in an ice chest until delivery under a
documented chain of custody to Chromalab, Inc., in Pleasanton, California. The well-sampling
information form and the chain of custody are provided as an attachment.

LABORATORY ANALYSIS

The ground-water samples were tested for polynuclear aromatic hydrocarbons (PNAs)
(EPA 8270A), total volatile petroleum hydrocarbons (TVPH), total extractable petroleum
hydrocarbons (TEPH), BTEX and polychlorinated biphenyl’s (PCBs) (EPA 8082). Table I
provides a summary of the laboratory test results for the monitoring well.
