DISCUSSION: 
 
 Case closure was requested on 21 February 2003 from ACEH.  In a letter dated 7 July 2006, 
ACEH requested rehabilitation, redevelopment, ground-water monitoring and sampling of the onsite 
monitoring wells to resume the site closure process.  A summary of well rehabilitation/redevelopment, 
and ground-water monitoring and sampling results were presented in the Third Quarter 2006 Ground-
Water Monitoring Report (BAI, 25 October 2006).  In a letter dated 16 October 2008, ACEH requested 
confirmation soil sampling and contaminant source area characterization, including submittal of a soil and 
water investigation work plan by 15 December 2008.  On 15 December 2008, BAI submitted the 
requested Work Plan for Soil & Ground-Water Investigation.  BP is currently awaiting comments from 
ACEH to this submittal.  For reference, a Ground-Water Elevation Contour and Analytical Summary Map 
from Third Quarter 2006 is provided as Drawing 1.
