Dear Paresh, 
I inspected the subject facility on September 8, 2009 for compliance with UST laws and regs.   During my walk through I 
found  numerous ground water monitoring wells unsecured with bolts and gaskets.  Additionally I was able to pull one of 
the well seals out of the casing by hand even though it had a padlock on the seal.    
 
I showed this condition to the facility owner and explained the problem of surface water contamination in the 
monitoring wells.  He stated that he had called the company responsible for sampling the wells but no repairs had been 
made. 
 
As the case worker for this site it is my hope that you can contact the RP and obtain repairs in an expedited fashion.
