CT responded that they. were solely the suppliers of the gasoline at this time, as such, they were
not the responsible party, rather you were as the operator of the tanks. You were notified of this
in the County's December 28, 1999 letter from Mr. Don Hwang. Therefore, please provide an
appropriate work plan to investigate the noted petroleurn release and its potential impact to
groundwater according to the schedule below.
