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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

CRA conducted a review of historic uses of the subject property to identify any previous 
uses that could have released heavier petroleum hydrocarbons in the vicinity of the 
subject site.   
 
The subject site appears to have been in use as a gasoline station and auto repair facility 
between its initial development (circa 1933) and removal of the USTs in 1977.  No 
additional potential on-site sources for heavier petroleum hydrocarbons were identified. 
 
This review identified the following potential off-site sources for heavier petroleum 
hydrocarbons. 
 

 A 25,000-gallon fuel oil UST associated with Oakland Transit Consolidated’s 
Piedmont car shops and power house; 

 A gasoline station at the southwest corner of Harrison Street and 24th Street; 

 A gasoline station at the east corner of Bay Place and Vernon Street; 

 A machine shop directly south of the subject site; and 

 Several auto repair shops west and northwest of the subject site. 

 
In addition, CRA’s November 11, 2009 Survey of Potential Off-Site Sources and Subsurface 
Investigation Work Plan Addendum identified two additional gasoline stations west of the 
site and a former leaking fuel oil UST at the Lake Merritt Hotel that could have 
contributed to the presence of heavier petroleum hydrocarbon impacts in the vicinity of 
the subject site. 
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1.0 INTRODUCTION 

Conestoga-Rovers & Associates (CRA) prepared this report on behalf of Equilon 
Enterprises LLC dba Shell Oil Products US (Shell) as requested in Alameda County 
Environmental Health’s (ACEH’s) November 15, 2010 letter.  The letter requested a 
review of historical uses of the subject property to identify any previous uses that could 
have released heavier petroleum hydrocarbons.  CRA obtained historical aerial photo 
and Sanborn maps from Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) to conduct the 
review. 
 
The subject property is a former Shell service station located on the southern corner of 
the Harrison Street and Bay Place intersection in Oakland, California (Figure 1).  The 
layout of the former station, whose address was 2368 Harrison Street, included 
underground fuel storage tanks (USTs), a waste oil tank, three dispenser islands, and a 
station building (Figure 2).  The site is currently occupied by a 7-Eleven Store, whose 
address is 2350 Harrison Street, and the area surrounding the station is predominantly a 
mix of commercial and residential use. 
 
 

2.0 AERIAL PHOTOGRAPHS (1939 – 2005) 

EDR’s aerial photograph report is provided in Appendix A. 
 
 
2.1 1939, 1”=555’ 

The subject site is a developed lot on the southern corner of the Harrison Street and Bay 
Place intersection.  A service station building appears to be located across the southern 
third of the property with a dispenser canopy in the north corner.  South of the site, a 
hotel (currently the Lake Merritt Hotel) and an apartment building east of the hotel are 
present.  Properties south of the site, between the subject site and the hotel and 
apartment building, are undeveloped.  The current Oakland Senior Center building is 
present south of the hotel and apartment building, a warehouse is located northeast of 
the site across Bay Place, a church is to the north on the corner of Harrison Street and 
27th Street, and the corners northwest and west of the site are occupied by commercial 
buildings with residences occupying the remainder of each block.    
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2.2 1946, 1’=655’ 

The subject site shows the same structures as the previous photo and appears to be a 
gasoline service station.  The lots directly north, east, and west of the site show the same 
commercial buildings.  The property between the site and the current Lake Merritt Hotel 
appears to have been partially developed.  
 
 
2.3 1958, 1”=555’ 

The configuration of the service station on the subject site is changed with the station 
building now occupying the central portion of the southern third of the site and the 
canopy is gone.  The lots directly north and west of the site show the same commercial 
buildings.  The properties east and northeast of the site across Bay Place now appear to 
be an automobile dealership.  The properties between the site and the current Lake 
Merritt Hotel have been developed and appear to be occupied by two commercial 
buildings. 
 
 
2.4 1965, 1”=333’ 

The subject site shows the same structures as the previous photo and appears to be a 
gasoline service station.  The lots directly north, west, and south of the site show the 
same commercial buildings.  The property east of Bay Place and south of Vernon Street 
appears to show grading activity. 
 
 
2.5 1972, 1”=533’ 

The resolution of this photo is insufficient to identify changes to the subject site or 
surrounding properties. 
 
 
2.6 1982, 1”=690’ 

The resolution of this photo is insufficient to identify changes to the subject site.  The 
surrounding properties appear to be unmodified with the exception of a change in the 
configuration of the warehouse located northeast of the site across Bay Place. 
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2.7 1993, 1”=666’ 

The resolution of this photo is insufficient to identify changes to the subject site.  The 
surrounding properties appear to be unmodified with the exception of reconfiguration 
of buildings and the removal of residences in the block at the corner of 24th Street and 
27th Street. 
 
 
2.8 1998, 1”=666’ 

The subject site has been redeveloped with a building located across the southern third 
of the property.  Surrounding properties appear to be unmodified with the exception of 
the Saint Paul Apartment Towers Apartments located east of Bay Place and south of 
Vernon Street. 
 
 
2.9 2005, 1”=604’ 

The subject site shows the same structures as the previous photo.  Surrounding 
properties appear to be unmodified with the exception of a reconfiguration of the 
warehouse located directly northeast of the site across Bay Place. 
 
 

3.0 SANBORN MAPS (1903 - 1970) 

EDR’s Sanborn map report is provided in Appendix B. 
 
 
3.1 1903 

These Sanborn maps do not show the subject site.  Cemetery Creek (now Glen Echo 
Creek) is shown to the west of its current engineered channel.  A building complex 
housing Oakland Transit Consolidated’s Piedmont car shops and power house and the 
Piedmont Baths occupies the property located northeast of the site across Bay Place.  A 
25,000-gallon fuel oil UST associated with the car shops and power house is identified 
adjacent to Bay Place.  The blocks north and west of the site appear to be undeveloped. 
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3.2 1911 

The subject site appears to be undeveloped.  The car shops and power house building 
located directly northeast of the site across Bay Place now is occupied by the Wheelman 
Athletic Club.  The Adams Park Conservatory occupies the area south of the subject site 
in the area now occupied by the Oakland Senior Center.  The blocks northwest and west 
of the site are partially developed with housing, and the corner north of the site 
(Harrison Street and 27th Street) is undeveloped. 
 
 
3.3 1950 

The subject site is a service station with a building across the southern third of the 
property and a canopy in the north corner.  The property directly south of the site along 
Harrison Street is occupied by a machine shop, with the Young Women’s Christian 
Association (YWCA) boarding home (now Lake Merritt Hotel), a 24-unit apartment 
building, and the Veteran’s Memorial Building (now Oakland Senior Center) further to 
the south.  The corner northwest of the site is occupied by a gasoline station with a tire 
shop, battery shop, and oiling station.  The block northwest of the site (on 24th Street) is 
occupied by four auto repair shops (including United Parcel Service’s repair shop) and 
various commercial and residential buildings.  The First Congregational Church 
occupies the corner north of the site (27th Street [then 26th Street] and Harrison).  Don 
Lee’s Cadillac Agency occupies the northeast corner of Harrison Street and Bay Place 
with facilities including an auto repair shop, an auto paint shop, and a car wash.  A 
gasoline station occupies the east corner of Bay Place and Vernon Street. 
 
 
3.4 1952 

The subject site and surrounding properties show the same structures as the previous 
Sanborn map.  The gasoline stations east and west of the site in the 1950 map are no 
longer noted as providing gas and oil.  The auto dealership to the northeast is now 
Shepard Cadillac-Oldsmobile Company.   
 
 
3.5 1954 

The configuration of the service station on the subject site has changed with the station 
building now occupying the central portion of the southern third of the site and the 
canopy is gone.  The lots directly north, west, and east of the site show the same 
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commercial buildings.  The property south of the site has been developed along 
Harrison Street between the subject site and the YWCA boarding home.  A used auto 
dealership occupies the east corner of Bay Place and Vernon Street.    
 
 
3.6 1959 

The subject site and surrounding properties show the same structures as the previous 
Sanborn map.  The YWCA boarding home is now the Lake Merritt Lodge. 
 
 
3.7 1962 

The subject site and surrounding properties show the same structures as the previous 
Sanborn map. 
 
 
3.8 1967 

The subject site and surrounding properties show the same structures as the previous 
Sanborn map with the addition of Saint Paul’s Tower Apartments located at the east 
corner of Bay Place and Vernon Street.    
 
 
3.9 1970 

The subject site and surrounding properties show the same structures as the previous 
Sanborn map.  
 
 

4.0 DISCUSSION 

The subject site appears to have been in use as a gasoline station and auto repair facility 
between its initial development (circa 1933) and removal of the USTs in 1977.  No 
additional potential on-site sources for heavier petroleum hydrocarbons were identified. 
 
This review identified the following potential sources for heavier petroleum 
hydrocarbons in the vicinity of the subject site. 
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 A 25,000-gallon fuel oil UST associated with Oakland Transit Consolidated’s 
Piedmont car shops and power house; 

 A gasoline station at the southwest corner of Harrison Street and 24th Street; 

 A gasoline station at the east corner of Bay Place and Vernon Street; 

 A machine shop directly south of the subject site; and 

 Several auto repair shops west and northwest of the subject site. 

 
In addition, CRA’s November 11, 2009 Survey of Potential Off-Site Sources and Subsurface 
Investigation Work Plan Addendum identified two additional gasoline stations west of the 
site and a former leaking fuel oil UST at the Lake Merritt Hotel that could have 
contributed to the presence of heavier petroleum hydrocarbon impacts in the vicinity of 
the subject site.
