I have waluated this case for closure, and it appears to be ineligible because we do not know the
er*ent of the soil and groundwater contamination. As you may reoall, two soil bo'rings were
slanted below the UST. They encountered soil concentrations as high as 15,000 ppm TPH-diesel'
34 ppm TPH-g;sotne, and 84 ppm totat lead. Benzene and toluene wef,e non-d€tect (${D)' but
rylenes and ethylbenzene we,re detected. The erient of the TPHdiesel, BIE)L and lead
contamination in soil must be defined. When analyzing for lead, total lead is the inital test, a$d
ifthe c,oocerfration is >50 mgllq; a soluble lead test should be poformed for the same sample
(already held by the laboratory). Groundweter sampler rhould also be collected' and analyzed
for T?H-diesel, BTEX, and lead.

You are requested to perform a soil and water Investigation (swl), as per sect. 2724 ofChapta
16, Division 3, Title 23, California Code of Regulations. This can k done most easily and cost-
effectively via rapid site assessment methods (i.e. cone penetrometer testing, geoprobg
hydropunch, etc.), as opposed to "permanent' groundwater monitoring wells. Please submit e
worlrylan for a SWI within 60 deys' or by March 6' 1996.

Inc., dated LLl1l93. This report documentE tbe instalLatlon of
two slant soil birrings beneath the ends of the undergrround
Etorage tank (UsT). As you know, signlficant concentrations of
contaiinantE iere detectld in both soil and groundvater. Up to
15,ooo ppm TPH-d, 34 ppn TPH-q, and 84 ppn total lead was -
deiected-in EolI.  Up to 5,500 ppb TPH-d, 85 ppb TPH-g. and 2.7
ppb benzene waE detected in groundwater.

Therefore, you are requested to subnit a workplan for subsurface
investigaiion wlthin i5 days, or by trebrurry 11 199{r which wil'l
delineaie the lateral and vertical extent of soil and groundvtater
contanination. This Is a prelirninary step towards site
remediation.

ALl work should adhere to a) the Tri-Regional Board Staff .
ReeonnendationE for Prelfuninary Evaluation and Investigation of
Underground Tank Sites, dated e/10/90, '  and b) Art iele 11 of Tit le
23, c;]ifornia Code of Regulations. RePorts and proposals rnust
be subrnitted utder a€41 of a california-Regristered Geologist, -
Certified Engineering GeologJ.st, or -Registered civil Eng1neer.
