PES Environmental, Inc. (PES) has prepared this Monitoring Well and Soil Vapor Probe
Decommissioning Report on behalf of Anton Emeryville LLC (Anton) for the commercial
property located at 6701, 6705, and 6707 Shellmound Street, Emeryville, California (the Site).
The location of the Site is shown on Plate 1.

The Site is currently an open Spills, Leaks, Investigation and Cleanup (SLIC) case and a
conditionally closed Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) case with Alameda County
Environmental Health Services (ACEH) as the lead environmental regulatory agency. The
Site is listed in the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) GeoTracker database
under Mike Roberts Color Production (MRCP) at 6707 Bay Street, and the database lists
other solvents and non-petroleum hydrocarbons as the potential contaminants of concern.

PES is assisting Anton in working with ACEH to obtain case closure as part of the Site
redevelopment process. On June 8, 2015, PES submitted a Work Plan for Monitoring Well
and Soil Vapor Probe Decommissioning Activities (Work Plan) to ACEH, proposing to
properly destroy the five existing groundwater monitoring wells MW-1, MW-3, MW-5,
MW-8, and MW-9) and five existing soil vapor probes (SG-1 through SG-5) at the Site as
required to support closure of the open SLIC and LUST cases. The Work Plan also proposed
to conduct a limited geophysical survey at the Site in an attempt to locate three additional wells
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(identified as MW-5, MW-6, and MW-10) which were historically present at the Site'

but were not found during an inspection performed by PES in November 2013. If located,
PES proposed to destroy the additional wells in accordance with the methods proposed

in the Work Plan. During a June 10, 2015 meeting between ACEH, Anton, and PES,
ACEH provided verbal approval to proceed with implementation of the Work Plan.
ACEH subsequently approved the Work Plan in correspondence dated June 16, 2015.

WELL DESTRUCTION PROCEDURES

Preliminary Field Activities

Prior to conducting field activities: (1) monitoring well and soil vapor probe destruction
permits were obtained from the Alameda County Public Works Agency, Water Resources
Section (ACPWA; Appendix A); (2) Underground Service Alert was contacted more than
48 hours before beginning activities; and (3) PES’ Site-specific Health and Safety Plan,
compliant with applicable federal, California Occupational Safety and Health Administration
(OSHA), and Title 29 CFR 1910.120 guidelines, was updated for the proposed activities.

Subtronic Corporation Inc., a private utility locating and geophysical surveying contractor,
was retained by PES to perform a limited geophysical survey at the Site in an attempt to locate
monitoring wells MW-5, MW-6, and MW-10. The survey, conducted on June 11, 2015,
utilized a magnetometer and/or ground penetrating radar (GPR) to identify anomalies
potentially associated with steel well boxes used in construction of the monitoring wells.

Wells MW-5 and MW-10 were located during the survey; PES inspected the condition of each
well for suitability for destruction and contacted the ACPWA to amend the monitoring well
destruction permits. Well MW-6 was not located.

Upon inspection of the on-Site monitoring wells by PES, wells MW-1, MW-3, MW-5, and
MW-7 were found to contain well casing obstructions including sediment and plant roots.
Therefore, PES retained Confluence Environmental, Inc. (Confluence), a State of California
C-57 licensed well services contractor, to remove casing obstructions from each monitoring
well in preparation for well destruction. On June 15, 2015, Confluence used a pressurized
tap water jetting system and bladder pump to remove obstructions from wells MW-1, MW-3,
MW-5, and MW-7 to the total constructed depth of each well.

Groundwater Monitoring Well and Soil Vapor Probe Destruction Procedures

Penecore Drilling Company of Woodland, California, a State of California C-57 licensed
drilling contractor, was retained to perform the well and probe decommissioning activities.
The work was performed with oversight by a licensed California Professional Geologist.

Groundwater monitoring well and soil vapor probe destruction activities were conducted in
accordance with County and State requirements (California Well Standards Bulletins 74-81°
and 74-90%) under supervision of an ACPWA inspector. On June 15, 2015, seven monitoring
wells at the Site MW-1, MW-3, MW-5, and MW-7 through MW-10) were destroyed

by filling the well casing from bottom to top with neat cement grout using a tremie pipe and
applying a minimum of 25 pounds per square inch (PSI) of pressure for five minutes to ensure
potential voids or migration pathways within the well casing, filter pack, and surrounding
formation were sealed. The approximate volume of grout used to destroy each monitoring
well is indicated below:

e Well MW-1: 52 gallons grout;
e Well MW-3: 30 gallons grout;
o Well MW-5: 17 gallons grout;
e Well MW-7: 28 gallons grout;
o Well MW-8: 38 gallons grout;
e Well MW-9: 22 gallons grout; and

o Well MW-10: 9 gallons grout.

On June 15, 2015, the five existing soil vapor probes at the Site (SG-1 through SG-5) were
destroyed by removing the sample tubing and filling the boring with neat cement grout from
the bottom of the boring to the ground surface. The locations of the decommissioned
monitoring wells and soil vapor probes at the Site are shown on Plate 2.

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Following completion of grouting, the steel Christy box from each well surface completion was
removed and the resulting void was backfilled with concrete. The concrete was dyed to match
the approximate color of the existing asphalt surface. Equipment coming in contact with
subsurface materials was decontaminated using an Alconox™ wash and triple rinsed before use
at each well location and following completion of the work.

Decontamination wastewater and material removed from within the casings of wells MW-1,
MW-3, MW-5, and MW-7 by Confluence was stored on-Site in Department of Transportation-
approved 55-gallon drums, profiled, and disposed off-Site on July 17, 2015 by American
Integrated Services, Inc. (AIS) at a licensed waste acceptance facility. A copy of the non-
hazardous waste manifests/bills of lading for off-Site disposal of the generated waste are
presented as Appendix B. No drilling spoils were generated during the well destruction
activities. Inert concrete and metal debris, consisting of Christy boxes and surrounding
concrete surface finish, was stockpiled on-Site pending transport off-Site for recycling or
disposal.

In accordance with ACPWA permit conditions, original California Department of Water
Resources Well Completion Reports (WCRs) were prepared for each destroyed groundwater
monitoring well and transmitted to ACPWA. Copies of the WCRs are presented as
Appendix C.

7. Remove the Christy box or similar structure.

Destroy well by grouting neat cement with a tremie pipe or pressure grouting (25 psi for 5min.) to the bottom of the well
and by filling with neat cement to three (3-5) feet below surface grade. Allow the sealing material to spill over the top of
the casing to fill any annular space between casing and soil.

After the seal has set, backfill the remaining hole with concrete or compacted material to match existing conditions.

8. Copy of approved drilling permit must be on site at all times. Failure to present or show proof of the approved permit
application on site shall result in a fine of $500.00.

8. Remove the Christy box or similar structure. Overdrill or clean out to original depth. After the seal has set, backfill the
remaining hole with concrete or compacted material to match existing.

9. Copy of approved drilling permit must be on site at all times. Failure to present or show proof of the approved permit
application on site shall result in a fine of $500.00.

10. Vapor monitoring wells constructed with tubing shall be decomissioned by complete removal of tubing, grout seal,
and fill material of sand or bentonite. Fill material may be removed by hand auger if material can be removed completely.

Vapor monitoring wells constructed with pvc pipe less than 2" shall be overdrilled to total depth.
