Thank you for meeting with us on 29 April 1994 to discuss the subject property. As we
discussed during the meeting, Geomatrix Consultants, Inc. (Geomatrix), is reviewing
information about the site on behalf of the site owner, Mr. Peter Wang of Encinal Real
Estate, Inc., and will be assisting Mr. Wang with responding to your letter to Mr. Wang
dated 6 April 1994. The three items requiring a response presented in your 6 April 1994
letter were the following:

1) Submittal of a report prepared by Blymyer Engineers, Inc. entitled "Site
Assessment, Preliminary Site Investigation® dated 9 June 1993 (Blymyer
report) within 30 days of the date of the letter

2) Implementation of quarterly monitoring and reporting at the site, with a
quarterly report due to your office within 45 days of the date of the letter

3) Submittal of portions of a Phase I Site Assessment recently prepared by
Fugro West, Inc. (Fugro report) within 30 days of date of the letter

Item (1) was completed within the specified time frame.

Work completed at the site that was described in the Blymyer report was intended to
fulfill item (2); three monitoring wells and one piezometer were installed at the site and an
initial round of groundwater samples was collected and analyzed for petroleum
hydrocarbons and benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene and xylenes. However, based on our
review of the report and discussion with you during our recent meeting, use of the
existing monitoring wells may not be appropriate for a quarterly monitoring program. On
behalf of Mr. Wang, we are requesting a time extension on item (2); as we discussed
during our meeting with you, we plan fo perform a shallow groundwater survey in the
vicinity of the three tanks to collect and analyze samples from near the surface of the
groundwater. This information then can be used to assess whether residual petroleum
hydrocarbons are present in the vicinities of the tanks, and enable us to better assess the

Engineers, Geologists, and Environmental Scientists
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groundwater gradient. If the survey indicates the presence of residual petroleum
hydrocarbons in shallow groundwater, we will recommend the number, placement, and
screening interval of monitoring wells.

We are attaching a copy of data from the Fugro report to this letter to fulfill item (3).

We will keep you apprised of project activities as they develop. If you have any
questions, please call either of the undersigned at your convenience.
