On behalf of the Port of Oakland and at the request of the County, BASELINE is providing you with copies
of waste profile forms and hazardous waste manifests for eight drums removed from Seabreeze Yacht Center
at 280 6th Avenue in Oakland. The drums were removed on 12 September 1990 by North State
Environmental (NSE) under the supervision of BASELINE; two 55-gallon drums will be transported by NSE
to Solvent Services, Inc. in San Jose, and three 55-gallon and three 85-gallon drums will be transported by
NSE to Marine Shale Processors in Louisiana. One 55-gallon empty drum and scveral 5-gallon empty
containers were also removed by NSE on 12 September 1990 for disposal at Gonzales Bucket & Drum
Company in San Francisco.

Five 55-gallon drums containing paint sludge, grease, and polyeurethane foam, and nine 5-gallon containers
containing paints and paint thinners remain at the site. The drums and containers have been profiled for
disposal at Environmental Services, Inc. in Idaho, and will be picked up and transported by NSE in about two
weeks. The drums are properly labelled. Prior to removal of the drums in two weeks, you will be notified as
to the specific date and time of removal, and following removal of the drums, copies of the waste profile forms
and hazardous waste manifests will be submitted to you.

In addition, three 55-gallon drums were gencrated during drilling activities on 6 and 7 September 1990 at the
Seabreeze site. The drums contain soil cuitings and steam-cleaning rinsate. Upon receipt of laboratory
analyses of soil samples collected during drilling, the drums will be profiled for disposal at an appropriate
disposal facility. Laboratory results will be available on 20 and 21 September 1990.
