Summary – This fact sheet has been prepared to 
inform community members and other interested 
parties of potential case closure for a fuel leak case 
at 1210 Bockman Road in San Lorenzo, California.  
Site investigation and cleanup activities have been 
completed by property owners and it does not 
appear that the fuel release presents a risk to 

human health based upon the current commercial 
land use.  The site would be closed with a Site 
Management Requirement such that future changes 
in land use will require a re-evaluation of site data. 

Three gasoline USTs were removed in April 2004.  
Subsequent investigations and groundwater 
monitoring indicates that soil and groundwater 
concentrations have been reduced to the extent 
feasible.

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Background – Three gasoline USTs were removed 
in April 2004.  Upon removal the three USTs were 
observed to be in good condition and no field 
indications of hydrocarbon release were observed.  
Analytical results of soil samples collected from the 
UST excavation exhibited non-detectable 
concentrations, except for the detection of 0.018 
mg/kg TBA in one of the three samples.  Discolored 
soil with odors was noted beneath the dispenser 
islands.  Soil samples collected from beneath the fuel 
dispensers and piping run exhibited concentrations of 
TPHg ranging from 690 to 5,900 mg/kg, and up to 3.3 
mg/kg benzene, 30 mg/kg toluene, 33 mg/kg 
ethylbenzene, and 180 mg/kg total xylenes. 

In December 2004, eight soil bores were installed at 
the site and hydrocarbon contamination was 
documented.  Only two bores near the former 
dispenser island detected hydrocarbon contamination.  
Groundwater was also evaluated with grab 
groundwater samples.  Only 1.0 µg/l total xylenes was 
detected in proximity to the former USTs and 
downgradient of the hydraulic hoists; these analyses 
also included a full scan VOC analysis to evaluate for 
potential chlorinated solvents in groundwater due to 
the possibility of a former dry cleaner to have occupied 
a part of the former strip mall west of the former 
Impulse Motors site.  None were detected. 

In December 2006, a remedial excavation was 
performed in the area of the former fuel dispensers.  
Approximately 500 cubic yards of soil was removed 
from two excavation areas and stockpiled on-site.  In 
April 2007 a confirmation soil, soil vapor, and 
groundwater investigation was conducted in order to 
determine remaining impacts to the Site.  Seven soil 
bores were installed, and soil, soil vapor, and 
groundwater samples were collected from down-
gradient of the former fuel dispensers and in the 
vicinity of the former USTs.  Grab groundwater 
samples detected hydrocarbons at concentrations of 
concern in groundwater beneath the site.  In 
November 2007, four groundwater monitoring wells 
(MW-1 to MW-4) were installed down-gradient from 
the former fuel dispensers.  Soil samples detected 
hydrocarbons at relatively low concentrations in the 
wells, and groundwater concentrations were also 
relatively low.  ACEH requested one year of quarterly 
groundwater monitoring to evaluate the stability of the 
plume. 

Quarterly groundwater monitoring was conducted 
between November 2007 and December 2008.  Depth 
to water ranged between 7.65 and 9.14 feet bgs 
during this period, and groundwater generally flows to 
the northwest.  Concentrations up to 590 µg/l TPHg 

and 230 µg/l TPHd were detected (MW-2) during this 
period; BTEX, all fuel oxygenates, and lead 
scavengers were not detected at standard reporting 
limits.  Concentrations up to 1.1 µg/l n-Butylbenzene, 
1.2 µg/l sec-Butylbenzene, and 1.0 µg/l 
isoproylbenzene were also detected.  Concentrations 
of TPHg and TPHd in well MW-02 ranged from 300 to 
590 ug/L and non-detectable to 230 ug/L, respectively. 

In December 2010 soil bores SB-1 and SB-2 were 
installed offsite and downgradient of the former 
dispenser locations to preclude offsite concerns 
relative to a detached plume, changes in the 
groundwater gradient over time, and to more 
accurately represent groundwater concentrations in the 
downgradient direction found during the period of 
groundwater monitoring at the site.  In soil 
concentrations up to 10 mg/kg TPHd was detected; 
TPHg, TPHmo, BTEX, all fuel oxygenates and lead 
scavengers, and other VOCs were non-detectable at 
standards reporting limits.  In groundwater, 
concentrations up to 110 µg/l TPHd were detected; 
TPHg, BTEX, all fuel oxygenates and lead scavengers 
and other VOCs were non-detectable at standard 
reporting limits. 

Because ongoing sources have been removed from 
the site, further restoration of groundwater quality is 
anticipated to take place by natural attenuation 
processes.
