On behalf of Equilon Enterprises LLC dba Shell Oil Products US (Shell), Cambria Environmental
Technology, Inc. (Cambria) is submitting this Well Installation Work Plan and Well Survey
Report. This document was prepared in response to the January 20, 2006 Alameda County
Health Care Services Agency (ACHCSA) letter requesting submittal of a work plan for the
installation of on-site monitoring wells as recommended in Cambria’s December 19, 2005
Subsurface Investigation Report. Descriptions of the site, its location, and previous work at the
site, and the proposed scope of work are presented below. In addition, as requested in your
January 20, 2006 letter, a detailed well survey and site background study are attached. The
proposed work will be performed in accordance with ACHCSA and San Francisco Bay Regional
Water Quality Control Board (SFBRWQCB) guidelines.

SITE LOCATION AND DESCRIPTION

The site is an active Shell-branded service station located at the International Boulevard (formerly
East 14th Street) and Sth Avenue intersection in Oakland, California (Figure 1). City property
records indicate that the parcel’s address is listed as 506 14th Street in the County Assessor’s
records. Land use in the surrounding area is mixed commercial and residential. The service

station layout includes a station building, two dispenser islands, and a gasoline underground

storage tank (UST) complex (Figure 2).
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PREVIOUS WORK

1990 Subsurface Investigation: On September 19, 1990, Weiss Associates Weiss) of Emeryville,
California submitted a letter to Shell presenting a scope of work for a subsurface investigation to
determine if a 550-gallon underground waste oil storage tank was still present at the site. The
proposed scope of the investigation included removing a concrete pad and probing the subsurface.
Weiss states in the letter that Shell would be notified if the tank was present and that a scope of
work for its removal would be submitted, if needed. Neither of these documents has been located.

No other documents in Shell’s or Cambria’s files indicate whether the proposed investigation was

6 conducted.

1993 Tank Excavation Sampling: On March 30, 1993, the 550-gallon underground waste oil
storage tank was removed from the site. No holes or leaks were identified during the removal.
Under the direction of an Alameda County Department of Environmental Health inspector, Weiss
collected two soil samples from the excavation floor. The samples were analyzed for total
petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPHg), total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel (TPHd),
benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes (BTEX), and oil and grease. No analytes were
detected at concentrations above the laboratory reporting limits in either sample. Table 1 presents
the site’s soil analytical data. Details of the excavation sampling are included in Weiss’ August
17, 1993 Tank Excavation Sampling Report. Weiss concluded that no hydrocarbons had been
released from the waste oil tank and requested closure. An August 26, 1993 ACHCSA letter to
Shell stated that no further site remediation was necessary at that time.

1998 Upgrade Site Inspection: On March 24, 1998, Cambria completed an inspection of the
turbine sumps and tank pit areas at the site during a fuel-system upgrade that added secondary
containment to the turbine sumps. No field indications of hydrocarbons, such as staining or odor,
were observed during the site visit. Therefore, no sampling was performed at the site and no
additional investigation of the turbine sump area was determined to be necessary. Cambria’s

April 9, 1998 Upgrade Site Inspection Report presents investigation details.

2004 Well Survey: In February 2004, at Shell’s request, Cambria prepared a well receptor survey
of the site vicinity. No potential receptor wells were identified within a %2-mile radius of the site.

2004 Upgrade Activities: Paradiso Mechanical, Inc. (Paradiso) of San Leandro, California
upgraded fuel dispensers in late June through mid-July 2004. Paradiso upgraded under-dispenser
containment at the dispensers and installed enhanced vapor-recovery equipment and improved
sumps on the UST fuel fill ports. At City of Oakland Fire Services Agency’s direction, Cambria
collected soil samples on July 22, 2004. Laboratory analysis of the samples indicated the
presence of hydrocarbons in soils in and around the dispenser locations. As a result, Shell filed
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an Underground Storage Tank Unauthorized Release Report Form with the City of Oakland Fire
Department’s Office of Emergency Services on July 29, 2004. Cambria’s October 4, 2004
Dispenser and Piping Upgrade Sampling Report includes details of the upgrade sampling, and
Table 1 presents historical soil analytical data.

2005 Subsurface Investigation: On October 18 and 19, 2005, Cambria advanced soil borings
SB-1 through SB-7 and collected depth-discrete soil and groundwater samples (Figure 2). With
the exception of the 120 parts per million (ppm) TPHg detection in soil sample SB-6-5.0, all
analytes detected in soil samples were below SFBRWQCB environmental screening levels
(ESLs) for sites at which groundwater is not a current or potential source of drinking water.
6 Petroleum hydrocarbons and fuel oxygenates were also detected in groundwater samples
collected from the borings at depths ranging from 15 to 27 feet below grade (fbg). The maximum
TPHg, methyl tertiary-butyl ether (MTBE), and tertiary-butyl alcohol (TBA) concentrations were
3,800 parts per billion (ppb) in SB-7, 1,400 ppb in SB-6, and 3,200 ppb in SB-3, respectively.
Historical soil and grab groundwater data are presented in Tables 1 and Table 2, respectively.

Cambria’s December 19, 2005 Subsurface Investigation Report presents investigation details.

PROPOSED SCOPE OF WORK

Cambria proposes installing six groundwater monitoring wells to further investigate petroleum
hydrocarbon impacts at the site. Cambria proposes installing five wells (MW-1 through MW-5)
on site in the vicinity of the UST complex and dispenser islands and one well (MW-6) off site in
the assumed downgradient direction. Based on the topography and the regional groundwater flow
direction, it is anticipated that groundwater flows in a westerly to west-northwesterly direction
toward Lake Merritt and the Lake Merritt Channel.

Following ACHCSA approval of this work plan, Cambria will complete the following tasks:

Utility Location: Cambria will notify Underground Service Alert (USA) of our proposed drilling
activities, and the drilling locations will be cleared through USA prior to drilling. Additionally, a
private utility locator will be used to identify subsurface obstacles to drilling.

Site Health and Safety Plan: Pursuant to OSHA requirements, Cambria will prepare a
comprehensive site safety plan to protect site workers. The plan will be kept on site during field

activities and will be reviewed and signed by each site worker.

Permits: Cambria will obtain all permits required for boring advancement and the monitoring

well installations.
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Site Access: To complete the off-site boring and well installation, Cambria will attempt, on behalf

of Shell, to obtain an access agreement with the off-site property owner.

Site Investigation: To further investigate the extent of hydrocarbon impact to groundwater, five
borings will be advanced using a hollow-stem auger and converted to groundwater monitoring
wells. Wells MW-1 through MW-5 will be installed on site. Well MW-6 will be installed off site,
across International Boulevard on the southern corner of the 5" Avenue and International
Boulevard intersection. Based on the regional groundwater flow direction, this location is
downgradient from both the site’s UST complex and dispenser island (Figure 2).

A Cambria geologist will supervise the drilling and describe encountered soils using the Unified
@ Soil Classification System. Cambria will continuously log the borings to provide detailed
lithologic profiles. Soil samples will be collected for organic vapor analysis using a photo
ionization detector (PID) and laboratory analysis every 5 feet above the water table. Cambria will

prepare boring logs that will include PID measurements collected during advancement.

Cambria will retain soil samples collected for chemical analyses in stainless steel or brass sample
tubes. Cambria will cover the tubes on both ends with Teflon® sheets and plastic end caps,
attach labels, enter sample data onto a chain-of-custody record, and place the samples into a
cooler with ice for transport to a State-of-California-certified laboratory for analyses.

Monitoring Well Installation: The borings will be completed to approximately 30 fbg. The on-
site monitoring wells will be constructed using 4-inch-diameter Schedule 40 PVC casing; the off-
site monitoring well will be constructed using 2-inch-diameter Schedule 40 PVC. The wells will
be screened from 5 feet above first-encountered groundwater (expected to be at approximately 20
to 22 fbg) to 10 feet below first-encountered groundwater. The filter pack will be placed from the
bottom of the well up to 2 feet above the top of the well screen, followed by a 2-foot-thick
bentonite seal and cement grout to grade. Actual well construction details will be based on soil
types and field conditions encountered during drilling. The wells will be secured with locking
caps under traffic-rated well boxes. Cambria’s standard field procedures for monitoring well

installation are presented in Attachment A.

Well Development and Sampling: Upon waiting at least 72-hours after installation, Blaine Tech
Services, Inc. of San Jose, California will develop and sample the new groundwater monitoring
wells and submit the samples to a State-certified laboratory for chemical analysis.
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Chemical Analyses: A State-approved analytical laboratory will analyze soil and groundwater
samples for TPHg, BTEX, fuel oxygenates (TBA, di-isopropyl ether, ethyl tertiary-butyl ether,
tertiary-amyl methyl ether, and MTBE), 1,2-dichloroethane, and 1,2-dibromoethane using EPA
Method 8260B.

Wellhead Survey Activities: Following monitoring well installation, a licensed surveyor will

survey the wellhead elevations relative to mean sea level and each well’s latitude and longitude.

Report Preparation: Within 60 days following the receipt of all analytical results from the

laboratory, Cambria will prepare a written report which will include field procedures, laboratory
@ results, boring logs, conclusions and recommendations.

Cambria will perform the scope of work described in this work plan under the supervision of a
professional geologist or engineer.

SCHEDULE

Cambria is prepared to begin work upon receiving an access agreement signed by the off-site
property owner, written ACHCSA approval of this work plan, and the drilling and well permits.

WELL SURVEY AND SITE BACKGROUND STUDY

In February 2004, Cambria completed a well receptor survey of the site vicinity. Cambria
reviewed Department of Water Resources well data sheets and well information in the California
Geotracker database. No wells were identified within a Y2-mile radius of the site. Well survey
results are included on Figure 1. In addition, an Environmental Data Resources (EDR) Report
obtained in February 2006 did not identify any potential receptor wells within a 1-mile radius of
the site.

A review of available Sanborn Maps between 1903 and 1969 indicates the same structure on the
site during the entire time interval. This structure shows expansion in the 1953 map and is
marked as ‘UNDERTKR’ from this point forward. Adjacent properties appear to be used for
both commercial and residential purposes. A review of available historical topographic maps
between 1915 and 1980 does not indicate significant changes in topography during this interval.
A review of historical aerial photographs does not indicate significant changes in the vicinity of
the subject site for all the years of available photographs, including 1939, 1946, 1958, 1965,
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1982, 1993, and 1998. However, the scale and resolution of available aerial photographs does not
reveal significant detail to determine small changes on the subject site. A historical City
Directory search did not produce occupant listing information for the searched interval of 1920
through 2002. All of the above mentioned EDR Reports are included as Attachment B.

STANDARD FIELD PROCEDURES FOR MONITORING WELL INSTALLATION

This document presents standard field methods for drilling and sampling soil borings and
installing, developing and sampling groundwater monitoring wells. These procedures are
designed to comply with Federal, State and local regulatory guidelines. Specific field procedures
are summarized below.

DRILLING AND SAMPLING

Objectives

Soil samples are collected to characterize subsurface lithology, assess whether the soils exhibit
obvious hydrocarbon or other compound vapor or staining, and to collect samples for analysis at a
State-certified laboratory. All borings are logged using the Unified Soil Classification System by
a trained geologist working under the supervision of a California Professional Geologist (PG).

Sail Boring and Sampling

Soil borings are typically drilled using hollow-stem augers or direct-push technologies such as the
Geoprobe®. Prior to drilling, the first 8 ft of the boring are cleared using an air or water knife
and vacuum extraction. This minimizes the potential for impacting utilities.

Soil samples are collected at least every five ft to characterize the subsurface sediments and for
possible chemical analysis. Additional soil samples are collected near the water table and at
lithologic changes. Samples are collected using lined split-barrel or equivalent samplers driven
into undisturbed sediments at the bottom of the borehole.

Drilling and sampling equipment is steam-cleaned prior to drilling and between borings to
prevent cross-contamination. Sampling equipment is washed between samples with trisocdium
phosphate or an equivalent EPA-approved detergent.

Sample Analysis

Sampling tubes chosen for analysis are trimmed of excess soil and capped with Teflon tape and
plastic end caps. Soil samples are labeled and stored at or below 40 C on either crushed or dry
ice, depending upon local regulations. Samples are transported under chain-of-custody to a State-
certified analytic laboratory.
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Field Screening

One of the remaining tubes is partially emptied leaving about one-third of the soil in the tube.
The tube is capped with plastic end caps and set aside to allow hydrocarbons to volatilize from
the soil. After ten to fifteen minutes, a portable volatile vapor analyzer measures volatile
hydrocarbon vapor concentrations in the tube headspace, extracting the vapor through a slit in the
cap. Volatile vapor analyzer measurements are used along with the field observations, odors,
stratigraphy and groundwater depth to select soil samples for analysis.

Water Sampling

Water samples, if they are collected from the boring, are either collected using a driven
Hydropunch® type sampler or are collected from the open borehole using bailers. The
groundwater samples are decanted into the appropriate containers supplied by the analytic
laboratory. Samples are labeled, placed in protective foam sleeves, stored on crushed ice at or
below 40C, and transported under chain-of-custody to the laboratory. Laboratory-supplied trip
blanks accompany the samples and are analyzed to check for cross-contamination. An equipment
blank may be analyzed if non-dedicated sampling equipment is used.

MONITORING WELL INSTALLATION, DEVELOPMENT AND SAMPLING

Well Construction and Surveying

Groundwater monitoring wells are installed to monitor groundwater quality and determine the
groundwater elevation, flow direction and gradient. Well depths and screen lengths are based on
groundwater depth, occurrence of hydrocarbons or other compounds in the borehole, stratigraphy
and State and local regulatory guidelines. Well screens typically extend 10 to 15 fee below and
5 feet above the static water level at the time of drilling. However, the well screen will generally
not extend into or through a clay layer that is at least three feet thick.

Well casing and screen are flush-threaded, Schedule 40 PVC. Screen slot size varies according to
the sediments screened, but slots are generally 0.010 or 0.020 inches wide. A rinsed and graded
sand occupies the annular space between the boring and the well screen to about one to two feet
above the well screen. A two feet thick hydrated bentonite seal separates the sand from the
overlying sanitary surface seal composed of Portland type LII cement.

Well-heads are secured by locking well-caps inside traffic-rated vaults finished flush with the
ground surface. A stovepipe may be installed between the well-head and the vault cap for
additional security.

The well top-of-casing elevation is surveyed with respect to mean sea level and the well is
surveyed for horizontal location with respect to an onsite or nearby offsite landmark.
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Well Development

Wells are generally developed using a combination of groundwater surging and extraction.
Surging agitates the groundwater and dislodges fine sediments from the sand pack. After about
ten minutes of surging, groundwater is extracted from the well using bailing, pumping and/or
reverse air-lifting through an eductor pipe to remove the sediments from the well. Surging and
extraction continue until at least ten well-casing volumes of groundwater are extracted and the
sediment volume in the groundwater is negligible. This process usually occurs prior to installing
the sanitary surface seal to ensure sand pack stabilization. If development occurs after surface
seal installation, then development occurs 24 to 72 hours after seal installation to ensure that the
Portland cement has set up correctly.

All equipment is steam-cleaned prior to use and air used for air-lifting is filtered to prevent oil
entrained in the compressed air from entering the well. Wells that are developed using air-lift
evacuation are not sampled until at least 24 hours after they are developed.

Groundwater Sampling

Depending on local regulatory guidelines, three to four well-casing volumes of groundwater are
purged prior to sampling. Purging continues until groundwater pH, conductivity, and temperature
have stabilized. Groundwater samples are collected using bailers or pumps and are decanted into
the appropriate containers supplied by the analytic laboratory. Samples are labeled, placed in
protective foam sleeves, stored on crushed ice at or below 40C, and transported under chain-of-
custody to the laboratory. Laboratory-supplied trip blanks accompany the samples and are
analyzed to check for cross-contamination. An equipment blank may be analyzed if non-
dedicated sampling equipment is used.

Waste Handling and Disposal

Soil cuttings from drilling activities are usually stockpiled onsite and covered by plastic sheeting.
At least three individual soil samples are collected from the stockpiles and composited at the
analytic laboratory. The composite sample is analyzed for the same constituents analyzed in the
borehole samples in addition to any analytes required by the receiving disposal facility. Soil
cuttings are transported by licensed waste haulers and disposed in secure, licensed facilities based
on the composite analytic results.

Groundwater removed during development and sampling is typically stored onsite in sealed 55-
gallon drums. Each drum is labeled with the drum number, date of generation, suspected
contents, generator identification and consultant contact. Upon receipt of analytic results, the
water is either pumped out using a vacuum truck for transport to a licensed waste
treatment/disposal facility or the individual drums are picked up and transported to the waste
facility where the drum contents are removed and appropriately disposed.
