Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) staff has reviewed the case file for the above
referenced site, including the recently submitted report entitled, “Subsurface Investigation
Report,” dated April 2, 2007 and received by ACEH on April 19, 2007. The Subsurface
Investigation Report, which was prepared on your behalf by Bureau Veritas, presents the results
of one soil boring advanced in the area of a former diesel UST and dispenser. One grab
groundwater sample was collected from the boring and analyzed for total petroleum
hydrocarbons (TPH) as gasoline, TPH as diesel, BTEX, and MTBE. TPH as diesel, which was
detected at a concentration of 80 micrograms per liter, was the only analyte detected. The report
requests that ACEH review the site for case closure.

n our March 1, 2007 correspondence, we requested information regarding the UST and
dispenser that were removed in 1989 from an area immediately south of the current fuel release
site. ACEH files do not include information on a fuel leak investigation related to the 1989 UST
removal. Our March 1, 2007 correspondence requested that you submit all data and reports for
site investigation activities and the five monitoring related to the three USTs removed in 1989.
The Subsurface Investigation Report dated April 2, 2007 does not include this information nor
have we received this information in other correspondence. In order for the site at 7280 Johnson
Drive in Pleasanton to be reviewed for case closure, submittal of all information regarding the
1989 UST removal, site investigation, and monitoring wells is necessary. We request that you
address the following technical comment, perform the proposed work, and send us the reports
described below.

TECHNICAL COMMENTS

1. Monitoring Wells. Please confirm that the five monitoring wells shown on Figure 2 of the
Work Plan have been decommissioned. As described above in the Request for Information,
data from these wells and any subsurface investigation conducted in this area are relevant to
the current fuel leak release and are to bhe submitied to ACEH with the Site Investigation
Report requested below,

Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) staff has reviewed the case file for the above
referenced site, including the recently submitted work plan entitied, “Groundwater Sample
Workplan,” dated February 28, 2007. The Work Plan, which was prepared on your behalf by
Bureau Veritas, proposed advancing one soil boring and collection and analysis of one grab
groundwater sample. The proposed scope of work is acceptable provided that the technical
comments below are addressed and incorporated during the proposed field investigation.
Submittal of a revised Work Plan is not required unless an alternate scope of work outside that
described in the Work Flan or technical comments below is proposed.

We request that you address the following technical comments, perform the proposed work, and

send us the reports described below. Please provide 72-hour advance written notification to this
office (e-mail preferred to jerry. wickham@acgov.org) prior to the start of field activities.

REQUEST FOR INFORMATION

ACEH’s case files for the subject site contains only the report entitled, "Closure Report for Diesel
Underground Storage Tank,” dated May 21, 2004, which reports the results from the 2004
removal of a diesel UST and dispenser. We previously requested that you submit copies of any
other reports you have documenting additional investigation activities or other work that is
relevant to the fuel release case. We note that a UST and dispenser were removed in 1889 from
an area immediately south of the current fuel release site. Information on the geology and
hydrogeology and analytical results from the monitoring wells and any other investigation
conducted in this area of the immediately to the south is directly relevant to the diesel UST
release currently being investigated. Therefore, please submit all data and reports for the five
monitoring wells and other investigation related to the three USTs removed in 1989. ACEH files
do not include information on a fuel leak investigation related to the 1989 UST removal.
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TECHNICAL COMMENTS

1. Proposed Soil Sampling. We request that soils from the proposed direct push soil boring
be screened in the field as the boring is advanced. Soil samples are to be collected for
laboratory analysis from any zones where visible staining, odor, or elevated PID readings are
observed. Please note that if visible staining, odor, or elevated PID readings are observed, a
sufficient number of soil samples must be coliected to characterize the vertical interval over
which the contamination occurs. Any scil samples collected from intervals of visible staining,
odor, or elevated PID readings are to be analyzed for TPH as gasoline and TPH as diesel by
EPA Method 8015 and BTEX and MTBE by EPA Method 8260. Please present boring logs,
screening results, and any analytical data for soif samples in the Site Investigation Report
requested below. '

2. Proposed Groundwater Sampling and Analyses. The proposed grab groundwater
sampling methods are acceptable. We request that the groundwater sample be analyzed for
TPH as gasoline in addition to the proposed analyses for TPH as diesel, BTEX, and fuel
oxygenates. Please present resuits in the Site investigation Report requested below.

3. Monitoring Wells. Please confirm that the five monitoring wells shown on Figure 2 of the
Wark Plan have been decommissioned. As described above in the Request for Information,
data from these wells and any subsurface investigation conducted in this area are relevant to
the current fuel leak release and are to be submitted to ACEH with the Site Investigation
Report requested below.

Jerry, we received your letter dated May 7, 2007 requesting documentation of the
destruction of the wells at the 7280 Johnson Drive Clorox site.
Thigs email provides a quick update for you and our client, Clorox.

Below is a summary of the wells and their destruction status.

* MW-1 - Based on historical reports, this well was installed in 1988 and destroyed in
1989 by Kleinfelder during a UST removal at the site. We currently do not have a well
destruction report for MW-1. We conacted Wyman Hong at Alameda County Zone 7. He said
the Zone 7 database showed the well was destroyed but the agency did not have a well
destruction report. Mr. Hong said he has contacted Kleinfelder to provide a copy of a
well destruction report. Mr. Hong will send us a copy when he receives it.

* MW-2 through MW-5 - Bureau Veritas opened a permit with Zone 7 and properly
abandoned/closed these wells in December 2006. We have a Well Destruction Report that we
will uplocad to the County website.

We will upload a summary report with the documenation to the County website as soon as we
receive the information related to MW-1 from Zone 7.

On April 16, 2004, one, 10,000-gallon tank system, that last contained diesel fuel, was rem oved from the above-
mentioned site by Clayton Group Services under Project No. 70-04572.00. The Closure Report was receiv ed by
Livermore-Pleasanton Fire Departm ent (LPFD) and included the foliowing :

- Tank removal information and summary of closure activities conducted,
- Analytical results for soil and water sam ples taken during the removal process, and
- Disposal documents for the system components and remaining product/liquid.

The sampling results submitted indicate, a low lev el of hydrocarbon compounds associated with diesel fuel in the
tank excavation backfill material. The stockpile sample (3 discreet sam ples composited to1) found 24 mg/kg as
diesel fuel.
