Dear Responsible Parties:

Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) staff has reviewed the fuel leak case file for the above
referenced site. In correspondence dated July 22, 2010, ACEH requested that you obtain the necessary
permits, destroy the wells, and electronically upload the monitoring well destruction report to ACEH’s FTP
server and the State Water Resources Control Board’'s GeoTracker website no later than October 20,
2010. ACEH also requested completion of a “List of Landowners Form no later than August 23, 2010. To
date, these deadlines have not been met.

A recent review of the case file and the State's GeoTracker database indicate that the wells have not
been decommissioned and the List of Landowners form still hasn't been submitted. Your site is out of
compliance with directives from this agency. This letter is an additional attempt to preclude further
enforcement actions.

In order to regain compliance, please submit the documents to GeoTracker and ACEH’s FTP server by
the dates specified below. Failure to submit the documents may additionally result in referral and
possible enforcement action by the District Attorney.

Pursuant to Chapter 6.7, California Health and Safety Code, civil penalties up to $10,000 for each UST
for each day of violation may be imposed. Please note that civil penalties for non-compliance are
assessed from the original due date.

Final approval of case closure farthe underground starage tank investigation at the subject site is
almost complete. A case summary report proposing closure had been forwarded to the Regional
Water Quality Contral Board (RVWCQCE) on June 24, 2010 for their thirty (30) day review period.
The RWOQCE notified Alameda County Ernvironmental Health [(ACEH) that they have no
comments on the proposed closure action. Since no comments opposing closure were received,
the monitaring wells installed at the site must be properly destroyed, per Califarnia Water Code
and all current record owners of fee title to the site must be notified by the primary or active
responsible party of the proposed closure action, prior to issuance of a remedial action completion
certificate.

Pursuant to Section 25297 .15 (&),
Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH), the local agency, shall not consider cleanup
or site closure proposals from the primary or active responsible party, issue a closure letter,
