This is a notice of an enforcement referral for the subject site. Site Responsible Parties are non-
responsive to Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) requests and are recalcitrant. The site has
accumulated a series of Notice of Violations from ACEH. As a consequence, ACEH is referring this site
to the San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board for further actions.

Site Background

In 1999, a magnetometer survey detected the presence of five metal objects, including two located in
MacArthur Boulevard (near center median). Three were believed to be USTs, and uncertainty was
present regarding the other two objects. The property appears to have been a service station since the
1940’s, and a brake shop between the early 1960’s and the mid 1990’s; the site is currently unoccupied.
Soil bores installed in 2000 documented concentrations up to 14,000 ug/l TPHd, 13,000 ug/l TPHg, and
4,100 pg/l benzene. DTSC conducted a preliminary assessment in 2001 and up to 36,400 mg/kg TPHmMo
and 6,900 mg/kg lead was documented in soil. Soil bores installed in March 2003 documented
concentrations up to 4,000 ug/l TPHd, 37,000 ug/l TPHg, and 5,800 ug/l benzene. In 2002 and 2004
DTSC required remediation of shallow soil to remove lead, TPH diesel, and TPH motor oil from soil. The
soil case received closure form DTSC on January 24, 2005 and the groundwater case was transferred to
Alameda County at that time. The downgradient, lateral, and vertical extent of contamination is
undefined.

Because the site remained unclaimed in Geotracker, two Notices of Violation (NOVs) were issued in July
2009 and February 2011; the site has since been claimed; however, no document uploads have been
submitted. Another NOV was issued in August 2011 due to lack of requested further work. A very limited
response has been received; however, no additional work has been undertaken. ACEH is also in receipt
of a June 2011 letter from DTSC that provided comments on a Notice of Preparation (NOP) for a draft
Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for redevelopment of the subject site; however, ACEH still has not
been copied on the document(s), nor been notified of redevelopment plans.

Please note that not all historic documents for the fuel leak case are be available on GeoTracker. A more
complete historic case file for this site is located on the Alameda County Environmental Health website at:
