On Friday afternoon | spoke with Bamey Ghan of Alameda County
Environmental Health at tength about your property. His primary
concerns at this point center on the proposed redevelopment as Serior
Housing and the history of unknown underground fuel tanks and
grotndwater contamination by TPH as gasoline and the conslituents
-benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene and xylenes,

In the previous work at the site by JMK, they had found groundwater

contamination at higher levels than we {Questa) detected. The possible

. underground storage tank identified by the magnetometer survey -

1. {Clearwater Group) at the front (Mac. Bivd. side) of the former building
could be the source of the contamination. Soil samples in that area at

a depth of 11 feet (B-1 @11’ and B-2@117) showed TPH as gas
contamination at 120 mg/kg each. So that, even though Questa’s more

recent work does not show the same fevels of contamination, we may not
have tested in the holtest area; in fact we were likely down gradient
from the highest area. After reviewing all of the previous data and the
condlusions by JMK thai Monitoring Wells would likely be required by the
Regulators, and after reviewing our work, Mr. Chan came to the
conciusion that the identified possible storage tank focation should be
investigated and monitoring wells are necessary. After my own review of
all of the data and after my-discussion with Mr. Chan, | agree that
investigation and removal of the source of the grotindwater/deep soil
contamination is necessary, and that monitoring wells to document the
affectiveness of the soil removal will likely be necessary. However, |
still befieve that the proper course of action is to first find and
remave the contamination source, then to monitor the results-after the
removal is complete. Often, we can install a monitoring pointin the. .
backfilled excavation, thus providing one of the required monitoring

well iocations. '

At this point, you should probably get Don Flaner and his subcontractor
involved in the excavation of the possible fuel tank area that is

- Incated within the cumrent site boundaries; i.e. at the former front of
the building. Removal of a leaking tank which hes residus
contamination and the soit around it would go a long way at reducing
groundwater contamination, Should you have any gquestions please call ma
3t {510} 236-6114, ext.
