Ladies and Gentlemen:

Thank you for participating in a meeting with Alameda County Department of Environmental Health
(ACDEH) staff on June 6, 2017. The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the data package e-mailed to
ACDEH staff on April 26, 2017 and to identify the next steps to progress the case to closure. The data
package consisted of boring logs, figures, and summary tables of new soil and groundwater analytical
results generated during the March 2017 implementation of the Data Gap Work Plan Addendum and
Updated Site Conceptual Model (Addendum) dated December 30, 2016 prepared by West Associates
Environmental Engineers, Inc. (West) on behalf of 6200 Shattuck Partnership, LLC.

Currently, the property is in use as an auto repair shop. ACDEH understands that the new property owner,
6200 Shattuck Partnership, LLC, has conceptual plans to redevelop the property; however, the planning
process has not yet commenced with the City of Oakland Planning Department. Consequently, ACDEH
will continue to evaluate site data under the State Water Resources Control Board’'s (SWRCBSs) Low Threat
Underground Storage Tank Case Closure Policy (LTCP). As communicated in the November 29, 2016
Directive Letter, based on ACDEH staff review, we have determined that the site does not meet the LTCP
General Criteria d (Free Product), f (Secondary Source Removal), Media-Specific Criteria for Groundwater,
Media-Specific Criteria for Vapor Intrusion to Indoor Air, and the Media-Specific Criteria for Direct Contact.

TECHNICAL COMMENTS

1. Request for submittal of an Updated Site Conceptual Model and Soil and Groundwater
Investigation Report: Please prepare a Soil and Groundwater Investigation Report documenting the
March 2017 implementation of the Addendum. Please include an updated SCM utilizing the data
generated during the March 2017 investigation and recommendations for additional work by the date
provided in the Technical Report Request Section. Please include the revised boring logs, tables, and
figures which incorporate the following technical comments:

Data Summary Tables: Please compile both new data and historical data into the following tables:

e Soil Analytical Summary Tables indication Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPHg),
TPH as Diesel (TPHd), TPH as Motor Oil (TPHmMOo), benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and
xylenes (BTEX), methyl tert-butyl ether (MTBE), naphthalene, and polyaromatic hydrocarbons
(PAHSs) concentrations by depth (5’, 10, 15°, and 207);

e Figures depicting soil concentrations by depth;

e Figures depicting groundwater isoconcentrations and rose diagram;
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e Boring Logs revised to include the following information:
o Description of degree of soil moisture with increasing depth;
o0 Depth of grab groundwater sample collection;
o PID readings at a minimum of every 5 feet, and areas of obvious impact such as
staining, odor, and soil color changes.

2. Groundwater Monitoring Data: As requested in our January 23, 2017 Directive Letter, to facilitate
groundwater gradient and concentration trends, please include a table summarizing historical and
current groundwater monitoring data with all future reports. As shown in Attachment 2, Sample
Groundwater Monitoring Data Summary Table please include the columns listing the well
designation, the sampling date, top of casing elevation in feet, the depth to water, the groundwater
elevations, site specific contaminants of concern (COCs), thickness of free product, and
concentration units. Additionally, please include a rose diagram indicating groundwater gradient
direction.

ELECTRONIC SUBMITTAL OF REPORTS

Alameda County Department of Environmental Health’s (ACDEH) Environmental Cleanup Oversight Programs, Local
Oversight Program (LOP) and Site Cleanup Program (SCP) require submission of reports in electronic form. The
electronic copy replaces paper copies and is expected to be used for all public information requests, regulatory
review, and compliance/enforcement activities. Instructions for submission of electronic documents to the Alameda
County Environmental Cleanup Oversight Program File Transfer Protocol (FTP) site are provided on the attached
“Electronic Report Upload Instructions.” Submission of reports to the Alameda County FTP site is an addition to
existing requirements for electronic submittal of information to the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB)
GeoTracker website.
