Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) is review ing the fuel case f ile for the above 
referenced site for potential case closure.  As you are aware a site invest igat ion and groundw ater 
monitoring for underground storage tank leaks has been performed at the subject property to which you 
are named as the primary or active responsible party. 
 
List of Landowners Form 
 
Pursuant to Section 25297.15 (a), Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH), the local agency, shall 
not consider cleanup or site closure proposals from the primary or active responsible party, issue a 
closure letter, or make a determination that no further action is required with respect to a site upon which 
there was an unauthorized release of hazardous substances from an underground storage tank subject to 
this chapter unless all current record owners of fee title to the site of the proposed action have been 
notified of the proposed action by the primary or active responsible party.  ACEH is required to notify the 
primary or active responsible party of their requirement to certify in writing to the local agency that the 
notification requirement in the above-mentioned regulation has been satisfied and to provide the local 
agency with a complete mailing list of all record fee title owners. 
 
To satisfy this requirement, please complete the enclosed List of Landowners Form, and mail it back to 
ACEH by the date identified below.  Also your comments, if any, must be considered prior to the 
proposed closure.  Please respond within 30 days from the date of this letter for your comments to be 
considered. 
 
Public Participation 
 
Public participation is a requirement for the Corrective Action Plan and case closure process.  In order to 
notify potentially affected members of the public of the potential fuel leak case closure, ACEH has 
distributed the attached Notification of Potential Case Closure to addresses in the immediate vicinity.  The 
Notification of Potential Case Closure requests that landowners or residents submit any comments or 
questions to ACEH regarding potential case closure by June 14, 2013.  ACEH will consider all comments 
from the public prior to potential case closure.

NOTIFICATION OF POTENTIAL CASE CLOSURE 
Smith Commercial Property 

 
Site Location:  2520 Blanding Avenue, Alameda, CA 94501 
Fuel Leak Case RO0003065 and GeoTracker Global ID T10000002455 
 
Summary – This fact sheet has been prepared to inform community members and other interested parties of potential 
case closure for a fuel leak case located at 2520 Blanding Avenue in Alameda, California.  The property is currently 
occupied by Smith Commercial Property. 
 
A gasoline underground storage tank (UST) was reportedly installed at the site in approximately 1931 and removed 
approximately between 1982 and 1984. 
 
In November 2009, borings were advanced in the area of the former UST to determine if soil and groundwater 
contamination was present.  Grab groundwater samples collected from the borings detected up to 4,900 parts per 
billion (ppb) Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPHG), 14,000 ppb Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons as diesel 
(TPHd), and 15,000 ppb Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons as motor oil (TPHmo).  Soil samples collected from the 
borings detected 50 parts per million (ppm) TPHG, 100 ppm TPHD, and 110 ppm TPHmo. 
 
Residual petroleum hydrocarbons in soil and groundwater appear to be limited and not a threat to public or 
environmental health.  Therefore, Alameda County Environmental Health (ACEH) is considering potential closure of 
the fuel leak case. 
 
Next Step – The public is invited to review and comment on the potential closure of the fuel leak case.  Case files can 
be viewed over the Internet on the ACEH website (http://www.acgov.org/aceh/lop/ust.htm) and the State of California 
Water Resources Control Board GeoTracker website (http://geotracker.swrcb.ca.gov).  Please send written comments 
to Karel Detterman at the address below; all comments will be forwarded to the responsible parties.  Comments 
received by June 14, 2013 will be considered and responded to prior to a final determination on the proposed case 
closure.
