Alameda County Department of Environmental Health (ACDEH) staff has reviewed the case file including
the Work Plan, Additional Investigation (Work Plan) dated November 6, 2017, prepared and submitted on
your behalf by AEI Consultants (AEI). The Work Plan was submitted in response to a meeting with you
and AEI representatives on October 13, 2017. Thank you for submitting the Work Plan.

Based on ACDEH staff review of the Work Plan, the proposed scope of work is conditionally approved for
implementation provided that the following technical comments below are incorporated during the proposed
work. Submittal of a revised work plan or a work plan addendum is not required unless an alternate scope
of work outside that described in the work plan or these technical comments is proposed. We request that
you address the following technical comments, perform the proposed work, and send us the report
described below. Please provide 72-hour advance written notification to this office (e-mail preferred to:
karel.detterman@acgov.orq) prior to the start of field activities.

TECHNICAL COMMENTS:

1. Soil and Groundwater Analysis: Please analyze all soil and groundwater samples for the full
scan of volatile organic compounds (VOCSs) using EPA Method 8260B.

2. Soil Gas Analysis: Please analyze all soil gas samples for methane, in addition to analysis for
VOCs using TO-15 and for oxygen.

3. Historical Soil Analytical Table: Please revise Table 1, Summary of Shallow Soil Sample
Results to report the actual detection limits for all Non-Detected (ND) results.

All work plans, technical reports, or technical documents submitted to ACDEH must be accompanied by a cover letter from the
responsible party that states, at a minimum, the following: “I have read and acknowledge the content, recommendations and/or
conclusions contained in the attached document or report submitted on my behalf to the State Water Board’s GeoTracker
website.” This letter must be signed by the Responsible Party, or legally authorized representative of the Responsible Party.

PROFESSIONAL CERTIFICATION & CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS

The California Business and Professions Code (Sections 6731, 6735, and 7835) requires that work plans and technical or
implementation reports containing geologic or engineering evaluations and/or judgments be performed under the direction of
an appropriately licensed or certified professional and include the professional registration stamp, signature, and statement of
professional certification.

AGENCY OVERSIGHT

Significant delays in conducting site assessment/cleanup or report submittals may result in referral of the case to the Regional
Water Board or other appropriate agency, including the County District Attorney, for possible enforcement actions. California
Health and Safety Code, Section 25299.76 authorizes enforcement including administrative action or monetary penalties of up
to $10,000 per day for each day of violation.
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
