Dear Ms. Gouig and Mr. Smith: 

A review of the case file for the above-referenced site indicates that your case is currently in not in 
compliance with Alameda County Department of Environmental Health’s (ACDEH) June 12, 2017 letter, 
which required a soil vapor intrusion work plan be prepared and submitted to this agency by August 28, 
2017.   This is nearly 12 months ago.  Additionally, the case is also not in compliance with the May 18, 2018 
Notice to Comply letter that requested ACDEH be contacted in order to set up a meeting by June 8, 2018, 
in an effort to directly communicate and move the case forward. 

Implementation of site characterization at this site is important in order to be protective of human health 
and the environment and to move this case towards closure.  Please note that as an identified Responsible 
Party, you are required by California Code of Regulations (Title 23, Division 3, Chapter 16, Article 11, §2720 
through §2728) to characterize the site and implement any necessary corrective action. 

In order to regain compliance, please forward potential meeting dates by the date specified below. 
Failure to contact ACDEH by the due date specified below will result in referral to the District 
Attorney (copied below).  Please note that civil penalties for non-compliance are assessed from the 
original due date (August 28, 2017).

All work plans, technical reports, or technical documents submitted to ACDEH must be accompanied by a cover letter from the 
responsible party that states, at a minimum, the following: “I have read and acknowledge the content, recommendations and/or 
conclusions contained in the attached document or report submitted on my behalf to the State Water Board’s GeoTracker 
website.”  This letter must be signed by the Responsible Party, or legally authorized representative of the Responsible Party.   
 
PROFESSIONAL CERTIFICATION & CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS 
The California Business and Professions Code (Sections 6731, 6735, and 7835) requires that work plans and technical or 
implementation reports containing geologic or engineering evaluations and/or judgments be performed under the direction of 
an appropriately licensed or certified professional and include the professional registration stamp, signature, and statement of 
professional certification.

UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANK CLEANUP FUND

AGENCY OVERSIGHT 
Significant delays in conducting site assessment/cleanup or report submittals may result in referral  of the case to the Regional 
Water Board or other appropriate agency, including the County District Attorney, for possible enforcement actions.  California 
Health and Safety Code, Section 25299.76 authorizes enforcement including administrative action or monetary penalties of up 
to $10,000 per day for each day of violation.
