Alameda County Department of Environmental Health (ACDEH) has reviewed case files in the on-going
effort to bring cases associated with the site to closure. Our recent review of the case has resulted in the
identification of a potential vapor intrusion risk to future occupants of the existing building at the site.
Therefore, it appears appropriate to request that you address the following technical comments and send
us the reports described below.

The detection of tetrachloroethene (PCE), trichloroethene (TCE), and 1,1,1,2-Tetrachloroethane (1,1,2,2,-
TCE) in one or more vapor wells beneath a former truck dealership and repair facility indicates the
potential for solvents to have been used at the site. Concentrations of PCE, TCE, and 1,1,1,2,-TCE were
detected in soil vapor at concentrations up to 39 micrograms per cubic meter (ug/m?), 11 ug/m?3, and
8,300 pg/m®, respectively. ACDEH notes that only the concentration of 1,1,1,2-TCE is above the
Environmental Screening Level (ESL) of 1,700 ug/m® promulgated by the San Francisco Bay Regional
Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB). Although both PCE and TCE are below their respective ESLSs,
the source of the chemicals has not been identified as onsite, or off, and concentrations can increase
proximal to former use or storage areas, or floor drains, clarifiers, or sumps, which have not been located
or disclosed.

Thus it appears appropriate to verify the presence, or absence, of these and related chemicals beneath
the site in the existing Site Cleanup Program for non-petroleum contaminants.

TECHNICAL COMMENTS

1. Data Gap Investigation Work Plan and Focused Site Conceptual Model — Please prepare Data
Gap Investigation Work Plan to address the technical comments listed above. Please support the
scope of work in the Data Gap Investigation Work Plan with a focused SCM and Data Quality
Objectives (DQOs) that relate the data collection to each LTCP criteria. For example please clarify
which scenario within each Media-Specific Criteria a sampling strategy is intended to apply to.

In order to expedite review, ACDEH requests the SCM be presented in a tabular format that
highlights the major SCM elements and associated data gaps, which need to be addressed to
progress the site to case closure under the LTCP. Please sequence activities in the proposed Data
Gap Investigation scope of work to enable efficient data collection in the fewest mobilizations
possible.

All work plans, technical reports, or technical documents submitted to ACDEH must be accompanied by a cover letter from the
responsible party that states, at a minimum, the following: “I have read and acknowledge the content, recommendations and/or
conclusions contained in the attached document or report submitted on my behalf to the State Water Board’s GeoTracker
website.” This letter must be signed by the Responsible Party, or legally authorized representative of the Responsible Party.

PROFESSIONAL CERTIFICATION & CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS

The California Business and Professions Code (Sections 6731, 6735, and 7835) requires that work plans and technical or
implementation reports containing geologic or engineering evaluations and/or judgments be performed under the direction of
an appropriately licensed or certified professional and include the professional registration stamp, signature, and statement of
professional certification.

California
Health and Safety Code, Section 25299.76 authorizes enforcement including administrative action or monetary penalties of up
to $10,000 per day for each day of violation.
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
