| would like to take this opportunity to introduce myself, | am the case worker for the subject Site Cleanup
Program (SCP) case. As you know, on September 6, 2017 Alameda County Department of
Environmental Health (ACDEH) received a Request for Preliminary Site Review for Voluntary Remedial
Action Agreement application from Reveriez Construction, Inc. (Reveriez) for the subject site. During our
preliminary review, ACDEH met with your development team on October 10, 2017 to discuss the
proposed redevelopment project and previous environmental investigations conducted at the site. On
November 6, 2017, Reveriez entered into a Voluntary Remedial Action Program Agreement with ACDEH
to provide regulatory oversight for the proposed redevelopment project.

ACDEH has reviewed the case file for the subject site in conjunction with the following documents:

e Phase | Environmental Site Assessment, 229 & 255 International Blvd., dated May 30, 2017,
prepared by Phase-1 Environmental Services (Phase-1).

e Limited Phase Il Investigation, 229-255 International Blvd., dated August 30, 2017, prepared by
Phase-1.

e Building Demolition Soil Management Plan (SMP) — November 2017 for 255 International
Boulevard in Oakland. The document was electronically received by ACDEH on November 27,
2017 and was prepared by Phase-1.

The above-listed SMP consists of demolishing and disposing of the outer and inner concrete building walls
to facilitate unrestricted drill/lsample-rig access over the cement foundation surface of the building located
at 255 International Boulevard. The document prepared by Phase-1, was submitted in connection with the
Alameda County Planning Department approval of Demolition Permit #BLN704309.

ACDEH understands that the property is currently vacant and consists of a single building located at 255
International Boulevard. ACDEH also understand that proposed redevelopment of the property will
include residential condominiums and that plans are currently being reviewed by the City of Oakland
Planning Department.
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Due to the presence of soil and groundwater contamination at the site from past historic land use
including a commercial fueling facility, auto repair, and printing facility, corrective actions may be
necessary to safely prepare the site for redevelopment. As discussed by Reveriez's environmental
consultants, the scope of corrective actions will be determined after completion of an approved Site
Contaminant Characterization and Delineation Investigation, which will follow building demolition activities
outlined in the SMP. ACDEH notes that additional corrective actions for soil and groundwater may be
necessary and will depend on the site-specific development plans, residual soil and groundwater
contamination, and human health risk analysis

Based on our review, ACDEH requests that you address the following comments and submit the
requested deliverables to the State Water Resources Control Board's GeoTracker website in accordance
with the compliance schedule provided below and the Responsible Party (ies) Legal
Requirement/Obligations Instructions and File Naming Conventions which are included as Attachments 1
and 2 respectively. ACDEH requests email notification verifying the requested deliverables have been
uploaded to Geotracker (e-mail preferred to: andrew.york@acgov.org).

COMMENTS & DELIVERABLES

1. Building Demolition Soil Management Plan (SMP) — Due to soil and groundwater
contamination at the site, ACDEH requested preparation of the SMP as a condition of approval of
building demolition at 255 International Boulevard. Based on our current understanding of the
site, ACDEH generally concurs with the protocols for soil management during demolition activities
as presented in the draft SMP. Therefore, ACDEH has no objections to Reveriez proceeding
with the demolition of the building at 255 International Boulevard. Although the SMP
establishes a decision-making structure to assist the construction team in the identification and
management of contaminated media during site redevelopment activities, no other ground
disturbing activities may be conducted at the site including but not limited to
investigation, subsurface demolition, and grading activities until further authorized by
ACDEH.

Please note in accordance with the SMP, the property and improvement owner, Reveriez, is
responsible for overseeing implementation of the SMP throughout site development related
activities involving subsurface work. A copy of the SMP must be present at the site at all times.
Because the SMP is based on the current understanding of subsurface conditions, if during site
investigations, development of the site conceptual model (SCM) or ground disturbing activities,
additional subsurface contamination is identified, an SMP Addendum must be submitted to
ACDEH for approval.

Please finalize the draft SGMP and upload the completed document to GeoTracker website and
ACDEH ftp site, by January 5, 2018 (File to be named RO0003265_ SMP_R_yyyy-mm-dd).

2. Additional Subsurface Investigation — ACDEH requests the development of a work plan to
further evaluate subsurface contaminants at the site. The proposed investigation work plan will
be conducted to define the magnitude and extent of soil and groundwater contamination at the
subject site. The extent of further investigations and potential remediation will be determined
based on the data collected. As discussed in the SMP, completion of a Site Contaminant
Characterization and Delineation Investigation will be submitted for ACDEH review and approval.

3. Planning Approvals and Building Permit Plans — ACDEH requests a copy of the Alameda
County Planning approvals for the redevelopment project and the approved building permit plan
construction sets documenting compliance with the conceptual plans. ACDEH must be notified if
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the project proponent or the County Planning or Building Departments propose changes to the
site development and first floor building plans. Any substantial changes made to the plans
without review by ACDEH may invalidate the conclusions of the protectiveness of the proposed
redevelopment of the site with respect to potential residual contamination.

GeoTracker Database Compliance — Site data and documents are maintained in the State
Water Board’'s GeoTracker website. The database acts as repositories for Portable Document
Format (PDF) files of regulatory directives and reports and has the functionality to store electronic
compliance data in Electronic Deliverable Format (EDF) including analytical laboratory data for
soil, vapor, and groundwater samples, monitoring well depth-to-water measurements, and
surveyed location and elevation data for sampling locations.

A review of the State Water Board’s GeoTracker database indicates that this site is not in
compliance with the State’s electronic submittal requirements. As a result, ACDEH requests
Reveriez upload all historical environmental documents related to the subject site including but
not limited the missing soil and groundwater analytical data, documents and reports, maps, and
boring logs to GeoTracker. See Attachment 1 regarding electronic submittal requests to
GeoTracker. Notification of, and a list of, the documents uploaded to GeoTracker can be emailed
to my attention (Attention Drew York). File naming conventions for Geotracker uploads is
included in Attachment 2. Please upload all submittals to GeoTracker by January 12, 2018 and
furthermore as environmental site data and reports are submitted.
